Abstract. One of the historical foundations of the idea of Mangilik El (Eternal country) is the
concept of Alash-Kazakh-Human studies, which has become our national ideology. The concept of
Alash studies is related to the typical categories of biology, humanity in the literature. The concept
of humanity is measured by moral values in the context of the philosophy of life. The article deals
with the description of the idea of «Humanity» in prose works, which stimulates civic
consciousness on the basis of Alash-Kazakh studies. The traditional way of Humanity and biology
in fiction is reflected in the small genre of prose. The descriptive methods of Alash-Human studies
idea in the literary text are analyzed in detail through the analysis of the modern subgenre. The
factors influencing the formation of alien characters are reflected in the dialogue and monologue of
the character, the author's speech and the situation of the story in modern Kazakh story. The fact
that the protagonist is often seen among the population also contributes to the growth of social
activity. The analysis of the article directs the question of how the writer can play a national
character with the philosophical foundations of humanity, which can deal with such a pressing issue
of public consciousness. The stylistic individuality of the writer in his artistic searches, the novelty
of linguistics in the depiction of worldview and metaphorical ideas are considered in conjunction
with the methods of mastery.In the literature, a scientific examination was conducted on that
humanity-biography, combined with the concept of the work, reveals the reasons for the actions that
the characters make from a variety of life moments, or vice versa, are alien to humanity.

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Study of the Law of Synharmonism in the Kazakh Language

Abstract. The article discusses the main stages of the scientific study of vowel harmony in
the Kazakh language. The initial data for the study were the works of foreign linguists and Kazakh
linguists in charge of A. Baytursynuly and H. Dosmukhameduly. On the base of analize the nature
of the law of consonance in the Kazakh language is described in detail.

To date, many researchers argue that vowel harmony is only the consonance of vowel sounds.
So this definition is given in school textbooks and scientific papers. In this article authors gave
examples that show one of the types of synharmonism — the harmony of consonant sounds.

The theoretical views of scientists on vowel harmony in the Kazakh language are
contradictory, so there was given preference to the conclusions of scientists who studied the
phonetic structure of the Kazakh language experimentally.

Authors tried to prove that both the vowel and the consonant sound play an important role in
the synharmonic language. Although some principles contradict authors’ decisions, the opinion of
the majority of scientists who have studied the structure and auditory nature of sounds and other
speech units, phenomena and processes experimentally is consistent with the result of their
research.

It is important to understand more deeply the problems of consonantal theories and stress-
phonemic theories underlying the Turkic word. The conclusions of this article show that in recent
years in the field of sound systems in Turkology, new, synharmonic, synharmonic phonological
theories have been formed and introduced into practice.

Ozet. Bu calismada, Kazak paremilerindeki ulusal anlayis ile Tiirk dillerindeki ortak
paremiler karsilagtirilarak bir arastirma metni olarak ortaya konulmustur. Deyimler ve atasozleri;
Tirk halklarmin milli ve kiiltiirel 6zelliklerinin yan1 sira evren algisiyla diinya goriisiinii de en
seckin bi¢cimde tanimlar. Toplumun yiizyillar boyunca gegirdigi sozlem, deneyimledigi
tecriibelerinden olusan ortak diisiince, tutum ve tavirlariyla diinyayr okuma bi¢iminden miitesekkil,
genel kural niteligindeki kaliplasmis 6zI1ii sozlere genel olarak atas6z ve deyimler denilebilir.
Yazarlar, hem konu hem de kisilik agisindan benzer olan deyimler ve atasdzlerine dilsel bir analiz
getirip diller arasindaki ortakligi ve benzerligi mukayese ederek incelemelerini yapmaktadir. Bu
noktada, Kazak, Tatar, Tiirk, Tiirkmen, Ozbek, Uygur, Azerbaycan, ve Kirgiz dillerindeki
atasOzlerin, anlam bilimindeki ulusal kiiltiiriin temsiline odaklanilir. Atasozlerin diller aras1 ortakligt
ve benzerligi belli bir kurala, tarihi verilere dayandigi sdylenmektedir. Tiirk milletinin deyimler ve
atasozleri anlamsal olarak uyumlu olsa bile mutlak olmadigint unutmamak gerek. Tirk
halklarindaki deyimler ve atasdzleri; dil kurallarina gore fonetik, leksik, ve gramatik 6zelliklerin net
bir sekilde gorildigii 6rnekler araciligiyla degerlendirilerek tespit edilmektedir. Deyim ve
atasozlerinde yer alan Tirk dillerinde ortak degismez degerlerin 6zel niishalari dilsel 6rnekler ile
tahlil edilmistir. Ilgili dillerin birinde atasézlerinin tam versiyonunun ve diger dilde kisaltilmis
versiyonunun  varhigi, belirli dilsel verilerle belirtilmistir. Tiirk dillerindeki atasozlerin
bilesenlerindeki c¢esitli degisiklikleri inceler. Yapisal agidan farkli ancak ortak bir mantiksal
diisiince sistemine sahip deyimler ve atasozleri miitalaa edilmistir. Tiirk dillerinin bagimsiz
gelismesiyle ilgili sozliiksel-anlamsal, dilbilgisel ve fonetik sapmalarin olmasi son derece dogaldir.

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Reflection of the National Mentality in Kazakh Paremies and Their Semantic Commonality
With Paremies in Turkic Languages

Abstract. The article examines the reflection of the national mentality in Kazakh paremies
and the paremies common to Turkic languages. The national and cultural peculiarities of the Turkic
peoples are determined through the paremia. The authors conduct a linguistic analysis of paroemias
that are similar both in subject matter and in form. Compare and analyze their linguistic community,
similarity. In the semantics of proverbs and sayings in Kazakh, Tatar, Turkish, Turkmen, Uzbek,
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Uighur, Azerbaijani, Kyrgyz languages, the main attention is paid to the image of national culture.
It is analyzed that the commonality and linguistic identity of proverbs and sayings in the Turkic
languages belong to a certain pattern, a historical source. They note that the Turkic paremias are
semantically congruent, although there is no absolute coincidence. Analyze by examples that
phonetic, lexical and grammatical features are expressed in accordance with linguistic patterns in
Turkic paroemias. Individual variants of the Turkic general invariant in paremias were analyzed
using linguistic facts. The presence of the full version of proverbs and sayings in one of the related
languages, and in the other-an abbreviated version in one language, is shown using specific
language data. Analyzes various changes in the components of proverbs and sayings of the Turkic
languages. The authors consider lexico-semantic, grammatical and phonetic deviations associated
with the independent development of Turkic languages by analyzing Turkic paroemias, which differ
in structure and composition, but have a common system of logical thought, as a natural
phenomenon.

Giris. Gecen ylzyillin son yillarinda gelismeye baslayan dil biliminin antropolojik
paradigmaya go¢iim hareketi “insan — dil — medeniyet” ve “insan — dil — diislince” bu iigiline
dayanan insani arastirmalarin ¢ogunluguna vesile olmustur. Yeryliziinde bulunan etnik gruplarin
diinyaya bakis acisini, gelenek-goreneginin, diislincelerinin Olgiitii olarak bulunan premileri,
semantik, konu ve gosterge bilimi bakimindan ¢ok yonlii bir meseledir. Diisiinmekle tanimanin,
bilincin tasarimi, duygusallik, etkileyici farkliliklarina sahiptir. Dil hazinesindeki halk yasam
biciminden bilgi veren, gilinliik hayatini silirdiiren hareketlerini tanitan bir siirii atasdzlerinin
gelisimi, ortaya ¢ikis sebeplerinin, onlarin dil bakimindaki kurallar dizimi, kurami tarafindan
kendine gore farkliliklart vardir. Zaman gegtikge, halkin tiimiine ortak miras olan c¢esitli
atasOzlerinin mazmun agisindan kodlanan her tiir malumatlar1 ortaya ¢ikarmak simdiki dilcilerin
ilgisini ¢ekmektedir. Ulusal seviyedeki bir dilin en 6nemli ve kapsamli alanlarindan birisi de
atasozleridir. Gergegin insan zihninde olusup, diisiince slizgecinden geg¢ip, siirekli olarak kullanilip
deyimlesmis olarak sdylenisi neticesinde diinya bi¢imi dilde ikinci kere farkli bir goriiniise sahip
olur. Diinyanin dil bi¢imi idrak kategorisiyle baglantili oldugundan, o kisi diistinmesiyle, dildeki
birikimlerin semantigi ile bir seviyede goriiliir. Aslinda diinyanin dil bigimi dedigimiz o sahsin
kendisini evrendeki olaylarla birlikte her tiirlii degisimlerini dil iizerinden tamtmaktir. Insan gergegi
nasil bir sekilde goriirse, nasil anlarsa, ona gore diinyaya bakisi olusur. Dildeki diinya bi¢imi insan
zihni ile diislince hizmetiyle olugsmustur. Bu bir dilde konusanlar i¢in gercekle hakikatin alisilagelen
seklidir. Dildeki belli bir etnigin kaliplasan 6rnekleri, evreni kabul etmesi, diisiinmesi dildeki ulusal
diinya bi¢imi bakimindan gozetlenir. “Diinyanin ulusal bi¢imi (goriiniim, bakis)” o halka 6zel bir
diisiince kategorisinden olusan daimi bigimlere dayali olusur. Bu nedenle herhangi bir dil olayinin,
onun i¢inde paremilerinin tabiatin1 da onun dil kaidelerine dayanarak degil, ayn1 zamanda halkin
bakis acisina, gelenek-gorenegine, ulusal varliklarima deginerek arastirmakta fayda vardir.
Giliniimiiz dil biliminde bu yondeki arastirmalar sistemli sekilde antroposantrizmi ve kognitif
lengiiistigin “diinyanin dil bigimi” teorisinin esasinda yiiriitiilmektedir. Dili arastirmanin tanimlik
(kognitif) paradigmas: “evreni dil diinyasinda tanimak™ kaidesine uyarak yiiriitilmesi dil
bilimindeki esas meselelerden birisidir.

Herhangi bir halkin diisiince 6zelligi, ulusal diline yansir. Insanhigin diisiince sistemi ile
diinyadaki fenomenleri tanimlamalar1 genellikle aynidir. Sadece diislincelerin yansitilmasinin araci
olan dil onlar1 birbirinden ayirir. Diger bir deyisle, diisiince sistemi biitiin insanogluna ortak oldugu
icin deyimler ve atasdzlerinin benzerligi ve 6ziinde ayni anlami vermesi dogal bir olgudur. Biitiin
diinya halklarinin paremilerindeki ortak diislince yapisi “muhtemelen diinya goriisiinlin ¢esitli
mitsel hazinelerinin, bilingli yasamdan bu yana onunla karismis olan dilin orijinal katmanlarinda
gizlenmis olmasi ger¢eginde yatmaktadir” [1, 320 s.]. Insan zihninin mitsel-biligsel katmanlarmdaki
arketipler, her insanin 6zlinde var olan ve bir kavrami algilamada, ayn1 zamanda biling dis1 ruh
siirecini kurmakta en 6nemli etkenlerdir. Bir tanimin olusumuna katilir ve bilissel siireci etkiler.

Herhangi bir etnik grubun kiiltiirel hayat1 ve kendine has yasam tarzi ile 6zellikleri diger
halklarin hayat1 ve dmriinde tam olarak tekrarlanmasi bile benzeslik olmasi son derece dogaldir [2,
17s.].
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Arastirma Yontemi

Arastirmamizin kaynagi olarak alinan Kazak dilindeki paremilerin tanim farklilig1 betimleme
ve sistemlestirme yontemleri kullanilarak, Tiirk dillerindeki paremilerin yapisi ve bilesimi, onlarin
anlamsal benzerlikleri, fonetik, leksik ve dilbilgisel analiz yontemleri kullanilarak incelenmistir.

Sonuclar ve tartismalar

XIX. yiizyilda yeni teorik tanim yontemine dayali dili “kendi icinde ve kendi i¢in” bakacak
ickin aragtirmalar yeteri kadar olmayip onu diisiince, zihniyet, medeniyet ve insan yasam tarziyla,
tanimiyla, felsefesiyle, diniyle, kiiltiiriiyle baglantili arastirmaya ihtiya¢ olmustur. Bu ihtiyag,
lengiiistikte yeni bir bilimsel yoniin ve onun esasinda kaliplasan antroposantrizli paradigmanin
gelisimini dogurmustur. Demek ki, bu dili arastirma hareketini objektiften subjektife degistirmek,
yani insani dili iizerinden ve tersine, dili insan iizerinden ortaya ¢ikarmak olmustur. Dili tanim
olmadan arastirmak miimkiin degildir. Tanimin esas maksat1 evrendeki olaylarin i¢ ve dis tabiatin
zihin ve tanim bilgisi yetene kadar 6grenmek, onu tasavvur etmek ve onun sonucu olarak insanoglu
is hareketlerinde, goren, bilen, algilayan ve tanimlayan bilgilerini kendi zaruriyetlerinde
kullanmaktir. Tanim hakkinda soz ettigimizde deginmeden gecilemeyecek meselelerden biri de
dahilik meselesidir. O bir millet anlayisinin gelisme farkliliklarinin manevi esasidir. Dahilik, Kazak
halkinin manevi hayatinda ayrica bir yer tutar. Onun esast kiiltiir ve gelenege, hayata bakis
prensipleriyle goriislerinde goriilmektedir. Dahilik, fenomenik agidan 6nemli bir yer tutmaktadir.
Onun beraberligi insan ve tabiat, toplumla insan, insanla insan arasindaki baglantilarda
goriilmektedir. Dahiligin beraberligi bilim ve insaniligin, akil, gayret, yiliregin birligi, onlarin
birbiriyle astar olmasiyla verilmistir. Ona delil olarak, beraberligin bir goriiniisii olarak insanla
tabiat arasindaki iligkiye bakalim.

Kazak her zaman tabiatla, dogayla uyum saglamis bir millettir. Onlar kendilerini hi¢cbir zaman
tabiata kars1 koymamigslardir. Kendisine tabiatin “bel ogluyum” demistir. O, tabiatin giizelligine
basin1 egmistir, duyana diisiince, dilde laf edip, atasozlerine, sarki, tiirkiilere katmistir. Mesela:

Insanlik igin dzel {i¢ dnemli sevap vardir; ¢dlde kuyu kazmak bir sevap, nehre kdprii yapmak
bir sevap, yola aga¢ dikmek bir sevap.

Yagmur bir yagsa, agac iki yagar.

Altmis giin tasiyan su, alt1 giinde geri doner.

Yaylasi iyinin her agacinin dini bir dilim et.

Agacin kokii bir fakat nefesi bindir diye kullanilan atasézlerinden dogayla uyum saglamak
dahiligin gostergesi oldugu kaanatindeyiz. Ayn1 zamanda tabiata sadece ciftcilik acisindan degil,
moral, etnik ve estetik acisindan bakmanin bu yonii dahiligin bir gostergesidir, boyle bir beraberlik
bakimindan tabiatla iligski neticesinde onlarin manevi diinyasi, diistinme sistemi, diigiincesi, tanima
anlayislari ile mantalite varlig1 olustugunu goriiyoruz.

Dahiligin izlerini Kazak halkinin ruhani diinyasini olusturan folklor, atasozii ve deyimler,
ozlii sozler, vecize, 0zdeyis, didaktik siirler, gelenek-goreneginden, anane/geleneklerden bulmak
miimkiindiir. Bu anane/geleneklerden birisi Yedi Ata anane/gelenegidir. Bu anane/gelenek
Kazaklar'im neslinin karigsmamasinda etkili olmustur. Asilzadelik olan yerde dahilik, mantalite
beraberligi olusur. Ayrica nesiller arasindaki 6zgiin baglantiy1 saglamakta da énemli bir durumdur.
Sonug olarak sozii edilenlerin tamami nesil temizligini ortaya ¢ikartmaktadir. Nesil temizligi olan
yerde zenginlik, fikirsel birikim vardir. Nesiller arasi baglantinin koptugu yer riizgarda ucan
copeller gibidir. Bu yiizden Kazaklar “kokiine ¢eksen ugmazsin”, “soyuna benzersen 6lmezsin”
(terine TaprcaH To30aiickiH) denilmistir. Diinyanin paremiolojik bigiminde yedi ata gelenegi,
asilzadelik:

Yedi atasin1 bilmemek, yetimligin gostergesi.

Yedi atasini bilen er, yedi yurdun gamini yer.

Iyi baba kétii ogula kirk yillik riziktir vb. atasozleri de soyluluk bakimindan toplumda kabul
edilen gelenegi gosterir.
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Ulusal diisiinmeye dayali haysiyet onun her zaman gelisme, yenilenme ve degisme siirecinin
olusumundandir. O siirekli gelismezse, o zaman toplum igerisinde olgunlagan degisimlerle olaylari
tasarim yapmak miimkiin olamazdi. Bu nedenle ulusal diisiinmenin 6l¢iitii — gelismedir. O ulusal
diistincenin hayatini siirdiirme yontemi, i¢ enerjisi, ilerleten giicii, yoniinii aciklayicisidir. Mesela,
diinkii olusan go¢menlik medeniyeti esasinda kaliplasan bazi diisiincelerle anlamlar ulusal diisiince
sisteminde giiniimiize kadar kendi hizmetini sunmaktadir. Ayni zamanda toplum iliskilerinin
degismesi sonucunda yeni anlayislar ortaya c¢ikmaktadir. Ulusal diisiince dille iliskilidir. Dil
olmadan ulusal diisiince de yoktur. Ulusal diisiincenin ayricalig1t — onun dilinde, sebebi dil {izerinde
milletler mantalite olusumunu, hayat yasamini, diinyaya bakis agisin1 bi¢imler. Ulusal dil ne kadar
zengin olursa, diinyayr bicimlemek o kadar giiclii, etkileyici olur. Kazak dilin kudretini, insan
yasamindaki roliinii degerlendirmeyi bilmislerdir. Ornegin:

Insan goniille kinlenir, diliyle yazar (40am xeyininen azadwvl, mininen xcazaovi).

Kisinin s6zii ulasamadig1 yere s6zi ulasir (Adammusiy 03i scemneeen sncepee cosi sxcemeoi).

Az soz altin, ¢ok s6z komiirdiir (43 ces — armein, ken co3 — komip).

Soylenmezse, soziin atasi oliir (Aimnaca, co30iy amacwt e1e0i).

Ana siitii boy giiglendirir, ana dili diisiinceyi giiglendirir (dna cymi 60u ocipedi, ana mini ou
ocipeoi).

Bas kesmek varsa da dil kesmek yoktur (bac kecnek bonca da, min kecnek jxcokx).

Dizimle siiriindiiriirsen, siiriindiir, dilimden siirlindiirme (7izemuen cypindipcen, cypindip,
miniMHer cypinoipme).

Dilde eklem, diisiincede dip yoktur (7iz — 6ysincels, o — mynci3).

Dil yiigriigii baska, kol yiiriigii asadir (Tinde cyiiex acox, epinoe sncuex Hcox).

Dil yuigriik degil, gergek yugriiktiir (7in orcyupiei — 6acka, Kon sxcyiupiei — acka).

Dille diken de alinir (Tizmen mixenoi de anaowt).

Dil tas yarar, tas yarmazsa bas yarar (Tiz mac scapaosi, mac sxcapmaca, bac s’Hcapaovl).

Birinin s6zii giizeldir, birinin gozii (Bipeyoiy cosi ademi, 6ipeyoiy ke3i a0emi).

Yiiz s6zden bir 6rnek daha iyidir (VKy3 ce30en 6ip onece apmuix).

Iyi s6z ere azik, bir s6z bin soziin kazigidir (JKakcor cos — ep aszvizvl, 6ip co3 — mbly co30iH
kaswienl), diye dilin kudretine bas egmislerdir. Kazak astarlayarak sdylemeyi, sdyleyecek soziinii
uzaktan dondiirmeyi, yorumlay1p, astarli, mecazi konusmayi istemistir. Konugmaya ima ile baslayip
s0zli derin diisiinceyle bitirmistir. Astarlayarak sdylemek ulusal diisiinceyi gelistirmeye, onun
keskinliginin giiclenmesine etki etmistir. Yani dil halkin mantalitesi sayilir. Dil bakimindan her
halkin gelisme seviyesini, iistiinl{igiinii, onun tarihini, medeniyetini anlamak miimkiindiir. Diinyanin
paremiolojik biciminde Yedi yurdun dilini bil, yedi farkli ilim bil ataséziiniin anlami bunu
gostermektedir. Ayn1 zamanda dilsiz hicbir halk ta, 6zgilir insan da yoktur. Dille halk birbiriyle
irtibat kurar, anlasir. Dili zenginin, diisiinceleri de zengindir, sebebi dil diisiincenin gostergesidir,
isimlesmesidir. Belli bir sey, ne de degisim tiirii, hareketi, bicimi verilmeyecek, onlardan uzak,
sade, diisiinerek bakarsak dille gelistirilmeyen diisiince olamaz. Elbet, dilin gelisme seviyesi tim
halklarda ayni degildir. Dil her halkta her tiirli seviyede gelismistir. O onun tarihine, iiretim
yontemine, ciftciligine, manevi hayatina, bagka halklarla iletisimine, aligverisine baghdir. Oyleyse,
hicbir halkin dili, yasami, gelenek-gorenegi karismayan, temiz bir dil olmasi miimkiin degildir,
ayrica diinyada milletlerle uluslar oldugu i¢in, onun kendine has niteligi, gelenek-gérenegi, dili
olacaktir. Mesele onu korumak, ondan sonraki nesillere ulastirmak, gelistirmektedir. Kendi
milletinin dilini, miizigini, gelenek-gorenegini, sozlii edebiyatini, atasdzlerini bilmemek, o kendi
milletinin, biiylidiigii ortamindan, milletin mantalitesinden uzak kalmak demektir. Kendi haliyla
manevi baglantis1 olmayan kisi, o damarsiz biiyiiyen bitki gibi, i¢inde bosluk olusur. Kendisinin
dilini, medeniyetini bilmeyen kisi kendi halkinin tarihini, gelenek-gérenegiyle gurur duyamaz. Bu
nedenle her insan kendi halkinin sadece tiir, niteligi bakimindan bir vekili degil, ayn1 zamanda
kendi halkinin ruhuyla gelismis olmasi gerekir. Ulusal mantalite onun yiiriiyiis bigiminden, diisiince
sisteminden, diinyay1r manevi bakimdan uydurmasindan, tasavvur etmesinden vb. ortaya ¢ikacaktir.
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Dil zenginlgi ile milletin olusumunu ve karakterini tanimlamak miimkiindir. Kazaklar
konusurken acele etmeden, her seyin farkina varip anlamaya g¢alisirlar. Konusurken her zaman
konugmanin sorununu aramislardir. Mesele ¢cok ya da az konusmakta degil. Konusulanlarin anlami
ve manasindadir. Onu milletimiz sayilar1 esas alan atasozlerinde:

Togsan awiz sozdin tobigtay tiiyini; Uzun lafin kisasi.

Cok soziin sifasi bir laftir, bos s6ze derman yoktur.

Bin Kkere siz bizden, bir kerelik sofra daha iyi.

Kili¢ biri dldiiriir, dil bini dldiiriir.

Bin sozii, bir lafla durdurur.

Bin yerine bir soz.

Bin cuval tastyan kisi bir lafi bile hazmedemez.

Otuz disten ¢ikan sz, otuz boya dagilir.

Diistlinceli, namuslu kisiye bir laf bile yeter, namussuza bin séz de az olur, diye bi¢cimlenip
Kazak halkinin mantalite anlayisinda maksat ¢cok ya da az konusmakta degil, mazmun dolu, anlaml
konugmaktir.

Bizim soyumuz Tiirk, aracimiz — attir. Bu nedenle atin yelesine kiyamet giiniine dek iyilik
bagl durur der. At, Kazaklardaki dort kutsal hayvandan biridir. Kibirli, sezgili, titiz, hassas, siislii
ve kutsal bir hayvandir. Kazak Tiirkleri, bir ulus olarak ortaya ¢ikisindan beri at ve anneye
borgludur diisiincesine sahip. Bu kadar genis bir alan1 dedelerimiz atin yelesinde, devenin iistiinde,
bileginin giiciiyle, mizraginin ucuyla koruyup, bize emanet etmistir. At hayvaninin haysiyeti ayridir,
yeri bambagkadir. O, hem ulasim araci, hem yemek, hem de siitii sifa, derisi ile yiinii giysidir. Atin
eti de derman, siitiiyle kan1 da dermandir. Kazisinin (at etinden yapilan sucuk gibi et ¢esidi) yagi
kemige bile etki eder. Kirikcilar at yagini insanin egik bitisen kemigini tekrar tekrar yerine getirmek
icin kullanirlar. At sagan kadinin sagligi giiglii olur, siitiinlin haysiyeti tirnaginin altindan tiim
viicuduna dagilir. “At, canim, kimiz da kanim”, demis Aqtaylaq bi (kady). “Atin siitii seker, eti bal”
derler dahi halkimiz. Kazaklarda kutsal bilinen at hayvam1 Kazaklar i¢in yaratilip, Kazak’la onun
bozkir “dalas1” ata 6zel gibidir. Birbirinsiz giinii de, siisii de, anlam1 da yoktur. “At beslemek kisiye
sevap kazandirir”, demis Peygamberimiz. Atin siitii tiim hastaliklara derman, sifadir. Kimiz1 kutsal
yemek sayan Kazaklar onu bosa dokmeye engel olmuslardir. Dokerse, evden bereket gider diye
inanmiglardir. Kimiza ayrica saygi gosterip, saygideger misafirlere 6zel sunmuslardir. Bunun en
giizel 6rnegini asagidaki atasozlerinden fark edebiliriz. Mesela:

Bir atin kimizi, kardesle paylasilir, bir devenin siitilyse akrabay1 bulusturur;

Atin zayifsa, bir kere kostur, odunun azsa bir kere yak;

Bir at evindir, iki at halkindir;

Iki at halkin as, {i¢ at bulak bas1, bir at yokluktur;

Halkin iyiyse, bir iyiyi sigmirsin, atin kotiiyse, tekenin kogunla oyna;

Atin basi bin sehri gece geriye doner;

Kotii at iki 1y1 aygirt doviistiiriir;

Atin otlamas1 ayni olsa da, c¢ignemesi farklidir, diye at hayvaninin haysiyeti insanin her
yasinla pekistirip, dile dayandirmiglardir. Ayn1 zamanda Kazaklarda “Er kisiyi yaslandiran ii¢ sey
vardir: tembel at, kotii es, kesmez bicak™ atasozii vardir.

Kazak halkinin mantalitesinden bahsettigimizde, onun ayrica bir farklilig1 terbiyelilik
haysiyetidir. Kazak halkinin tiim gorisleri, gelenek-gorenegi, atasozleri, masal, jir, tiirkiileri, oyun
gelenegi, bulmacalariyla tekerlemelerinin tiimii terbiyeye dayanmaktadir. Onlar insanliga, halk
yanlis1 olmaya, yardimseverlige cagirmistir. Bunlarin ¢ogu atasozlerinde goriilmrktedir. Yani
cocugun yeni dogusundan baglayarak, insanoglunun hayatinin sonuna kadarki batil inanglari, yiice
diisiinceli atasozleri halkimizda yeteri kadar bulunmaktadir. Milletin mantalitesini gosteren
atasozlerine deginirsek, drnegin:

Insan eder, aliskanlik ayaktan calar;
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Insan olacak ¢ocuk uzaga bakar;

Insan olarak dogduktan sonra, insan olarak 6lmek gerekir;

Insan gonliinden kinlenir, dilinden sdyler;

Insan konusana, at kisneyene kadar;

Insan dogdugunda kotii olmaz, yasayarak kotii olur;

Az kaygiy as basar, ¢cok kaygiy1 dost basar;

Akilli ahmaktan da bir seyler 6grenir vb. atasézlerinden Kazak halkinin seneler boyunca
edindigi tecriibelerinden dogan halkinin bilen, diisiinen, kavrayan, altin gibi koruyan, mercan
dizmis gibi toplayan dahilik diisiincelerini goriiyoruz. Bu soylenenlerden biz Kazak halkinin manevi
diinyasinin yiiksek seviyede oldugunu gorebiliyoruz.

Dilin kaderi milletin tarihi ile bagdaslasiyor. Halkin gelenek gorenekleri, zihniyeti, sosyal
durumu, kiiltiirel diizeyi o milletin diline yansir. Cogu milletlerde oldugu gibi Tiirk halklarinin
dilinde de bilincini, kiiltiiriinii, yagsam tarzini ve tarihini yansitan paremiler vardir. Paremiler, milli
dilin gelismesi yani sira ulusal degerin niteligini belirlemesi agisindan biiyliik 6nem tagimaktadir.
Dolayisiyla dilin hem ayrilmaz hem de vazgecilmez parcasidir. Tiirk diinyasi arasindaki sinirlar
kaldirilarak arastirma kapilar1 agildiktan sonraki donemden itibaren Tiirk halklarinin birbirlerinin
dil ve edebiyatin1 tarihi ve kiiltiirinli, hayati ve degerlerini merakla incelemeye basladi. Tirk
diinyasina ortak 6zelliklerini karsilastirma ve degerlendirmeye, milli kiiltlir 6zelliklerini tanimlayip
ortaya koymaya baglamasinin, onlarin yapisal dogasini1 giin yiiziine ¢ikarmakta Tiirkiyat ilminin
hem pratik hem de teorik temeli var denilebilir. Pek ¢ok arastirmaci, bilim insaninin bugiine kadar
soyledigi gibi, Tirk halklarinin eski ¢aglardan bu yana yani nesilden nesile aktarilan konugma
sanatinda benzerlik hakimdir. Bunlarin arasinda o6zellikle ortak atasézler de vardir. Tiirk
halklarindaki atasozlerin benzerligi neyin gostergesidir? Her seyden oOnce bu dil akrabaligi,
yakinligi, ortak tanimlama gostergesi ise diger taraftan kiiltiir ve gelenek goreneklerdeki yakin
iligkinin bir sonucudur. Bir halkin paramiyolojik fonunda yer alan tiim atasozleri ayn1 dil temelinde
olusturulmamakta, bagka bir dilden katki olarak eklenmektedir. Atasdzlerin ¢ogu Tiirkce konusan
tiim halklara ortak oldugu i¢in, ilgili halklarin dilinde korunmus ve giliniimiize kadar 6z anlamlarini
kaybetmeden ulagilabilmigtir. Atasozleri sadece bir milletin ya da tek bir dilin nadide mirasi
oldugunu soylemek giictiir, ¢linkii ¢ogu Tirk milletlerinde de aymi anlami tasimaktadir.
Paremiyoloji bilim insanlari, Tiirk atasozlerinin benzerligi ile alakali farkli yorumlarinda bulunur.
Bazilar1 bu benzerligi halkin etnik ve dilsel akrabaligina baglarken diger birisi grubun ekonomik ve
kiiltiirel iligkileri temelinde ortaya ¢iktigini sOylilyor. Baska bir arastirmaci ise, ayni toplumsal
gelisme asamasinda ortak tarihsel deneyim ve manevi birligin sonucundan ibaret oldugu
kanaatindedir [3, 8 s.].

Tiirk atasozlerinin anlamsal benzerligi farkli sekillerde ortaya ¢ikmis kamisinda. Ornegin,
farkl1 soy gruplarna ait halklarin paremilerindeki anlamsal benzerlik, o halkin tarihsel, sosyal,
ekonomik, kiiltiirel ve diger faktorlerle ortakligiyla baglantilidir. Ayn1 zamanda Tiirk halklarindaki
ideolojik yasamlarindaki benzerlik ise asagidaki faktorlerle i¢ icedir. Mesela, bilim, sanat, sozli
edebiyat dahil olmak iizere literatiirdeki paramilerin birbirleriyle eslesmesi, bu halklarin tarihi
gelisim yolundaki hem etnik hem de dilsel yakinliklarini tanimlayici bir dilsel materyal olabilir.

Bu baglamda Tiirk dillerinde: Kazak [4, 5, 6, 7], Kirgiz [8], Tatar [9], Uygur [10, 11], Ozbek
[12], Tirk [13, 14], Tirkmen [15, 16], Azerbaycan [17] konu ve kisilik bakimindan karsimiza
cikacak eski atasozlerinin ortakligini ve benzerligini diller arasinda karsilagtirarak iyi bir calisma
ortaya sunulabilir. Giiniimiiz dilbiliminde kaliplagmis deyimlerin anlamsal tarafindaki ulusal
kiiltiiriin temsiline ayrica 6nem verilir. Buna gore dil bilim c¢aligmalarinin i¢inde halk dil bilimi ¢ok
yaygindir. Halk dil biliminin teorik temeli V.G. Kostomarov ve E.M. Verashchagin eserlerinde
konu edilir [18, 18 s.]. Bu yazarlarin halk dil bilimi ile ilgili tanimlari, kavramlar1 ve genel dil
bilimdeki halk biliminin temeli kiiltiirler arasi iletisime dayanir.
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Atasozleri iletisimsel ifadelerdir bu yiizden milletin kimligi ve ozidiir. O yilizden yerli
kiiltiirde korunan miihim ana kaynaklardir. Ataszolerin ulusal ve kiiltiirel 6zelliklerinde milli
karakter goriilmektedir. Dilin ulusal 6zellikleri bakimindan zengin kaynaklardir.

Tirk dillerindeki atasézlerin ortakligr dilsel yakinliklar1 belli bir kurala ve tarihsel verilere
dayanmaktadir [19, 34 s.]. Ona Tiirk¢e konusan etniklerin eski caglardan beri komsu olmalari,
onlarin yasamindaki, medeni kiiltiiriindeki ortak diistince sistemi, dilsel akrabalik ilkeleri, sadece bir
dilde iiretilen atasozler kendi dillerine sekillendirip algilayabilmesini saglamistir. Atasozleri, gerek
sahip olduklar1 kelime dagarcigi ile gerekse anlam derinligi ile incelenmesi gereken bir dil
hazinesidir. Tiirk dilleri arasindaki ataszolerin kelime kullanimi, tanmmi ve kavramu farklilik
gosteriyor olsa da anlam olarak benzemektedir. Bazen de tamamiyla benzemektedir. Fakat bu
durum mutlak degildir. Buna sebep deyimler ve atasozlerin fonetik, dilbilgisel, sdzciiksel gibi dil
kurallarmin agikca belirlenmesidir. Kazaklarin eski donemlerde kullanilan atasdzlerinin temeli,
Tirk milletinin ortak hazinesiydi. Onlar bir zamanlar tiim Tirk milletinin ortak iriinii
mahiyetindeydi. Zira her milletin tarihi gelisim siireci esnasinda ortak atasodzleri kendi dil
kurallarina gore degistirilmistir.

a) Atasozlerin iki ya da ili¢ dil arasindaki mutlak varyantlarin1 birkag¢ dil temelinde
gbzlemleyecek olursak es anlamli veya anlamsal bakimdan ¢ok yakin orneklere rastlanacagiz.
Ornegin:

Kazakca: Insanm alacasi iginde, hayvanin alacasi disinda;

Tiirkmence: Adama alasi-iginda, hayvan alasi-dasinda;

Ozbekce: Mol olas1 sirtinda, odam olast i¢inda;

Kirgizca: Adam alasi iginde, mal als1 tisinda;

Tiirkge: Adamin alasi (alacasi) i¢ginde, davarin (hayvanin) alacasi disinda;

Kazakc¢a: Ananin konili-balada, balanin konili dalada;

Uygurca: Atinin konli-balida, balinin konli talida;

Tatarca: Ana kiinele-balada, bal kiineli-dalada.

Birinci atasoziindeki Kazak, Kirgiz, Ozbek dillerindeki mal kelimesi Tiirkmencede hayvan es
anlamli kelimeyle degistirilmistir. Yukarida gosterdigimiz orneklerin ikisinde de kullanilmis olan
ana kelimesi Uygurcada ata kelimesi ile yer degistirmistir. Daha agik anlasilmasi i¢in birkag 6rnek
gosterelim.

Kazakc¢a: Canlmas cah, siirtinbes tuiah bolmaidy;

Kirgizca: Canilbas caak, miidiiriilbes tuiak bolboit;

Kazakg¢a; Emen agastin yilgeni-singani, Er cigittin eki sdylegeni- dlgeni;

Azerbaycan: Agag aysildi-sindi, ikidu tandi-61di;

Kirgizca: Cas butaktin yilgeni-singani, cas cigittin uyalgani-6lgenii;

Kazakga: Ott1 kozgasan-6ser, korsini kozgasan-koser;

Tiirkmence: Od1 gozgasan-goger, tongin1 gozgasan-goge;

Kazakea: Anasin korip, kizin al, matasin korip, boziin al;

Azerbaycan: Anasina bah, gizina al, giragina bah, bezini al;

Tiirkmence: Enesini gor de, gizini al;

Tiirk¢e: Anasina bak kizini al, kenarina bak bezini al.

Bu atasozlerde goriildiigii lizere birka¢ Tiirk milletlerinde varligini siirdiirmektedir. Bu
paremilerin igerindeki kelimeler diger dillerde ayni kullanilmasa da netice itibariyla atasdzlerinin
icerdigi anlam ortaktir ve bu durum igerigine ve gorselligine zaerar vermez. ifade edilirken
kullanilan bi¢imsel 6zelikleri benzerdir.

b) Tirk halklarina ait degismez degerin Gzellestiren varyantalrinin birinde tam versiyonu ile
diger bir varyantinda ise yogunlastirilmis. Kisa versiyonuna rastlanmaktayiz. Ornegin:

Kazakca: Az aska bakauyl bolma, azelge casauil bolma;

Kirgizca: Az aksa casool bolbo;
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Kazakga: At baspaymin degen cerin iis ret basady, Er kormeymin depen cerin s ret koredi;

Kirgizca: At baspaim degen cerin ug basat;

Kazakga: Jaudi ayagan carali;

Kirgizca: Coo aygan caraluu, katin1 karaluu;

Kazakcga: Etigin tar bolsa, diinyenin kendiginden ne payda? Ayelin uruskak bolsa eldin
beybitsiliginen ne payda?

Tatarca: Ayak kiyemin tar bulsa, donyanin kinlegennan ni fayda?

Tiirkmence: Adigin dar bolsa, gin cahandan ne peyda

Kazakga: Bori arigin bildirmes, sirtka ciintin kampaytip;

Tiirkmence: It arriklygyn gurda bildirmez.

Bu misalden anlasildig: lizere Kazakga iki atir olan atasézleri diger dillerde tek yol olarak
kisaltildigin1 goriiyoriiz.

B. Atasozlerin bilesenleri farkli sekillerde kullanilir.

1. Atasdziiniin bir bilesenini degistirme. Ornegin:

Kazakea: Bes sausak birdey emes;

Uygurca: Bas kol birdak amas;

Kazakea: Segirtkeden korikkan egin ekpes;

Tiirkmence: Serceden gorkan dar1 ekmez;

Kazakea: Baydin asin baykus kiskanadi;

Kirgizca: Baydin asin baykus ayit;

Kazakca: Kiilme doska, keler baska;

Azerbaycan: Kiilma gonsuna, kalar basina.

2) Atasdzlerin iki bilesinini degistirme: Ornegin:

Kazakca: Togiz kabat torkadan toktisagimnin terisi artyk;

Kirgizca: Toguz karar torkodon toktugagindin tersisi caksi;

Kazakga: Sen salar da men salar, atka tokim kim salar?

Yugurca: San sala, man sala, aska po¢akni kim sala;

Kazakca: Kurgak kasik auyz cirtar;

Azerbaycan: Bos gasig kirmaz

Kazakga: Sirin bilmegen attyn sirtinan cilirme;

Ozbekge: Sinamagan otnin sirtindan utma;

3) Atasozlerin ii¢ bilesinini degistirme. Ornegin:

Kazakga: Bitke okpelep, tonindy otka cakpa;

Kirgizca: Bitke o¢lisiip, koyndgiindii otka salba;

Kazakga: Jana bayigannan kariz surama;

Tiirkmence: Taze bayandan pul kariz alma;

4) Atasdzlerin dort bilesenini degistirme. Ornegin:

Kazakea: Kisi elinde sultan bolgansa, 6z elinde ultan bol;

Ozbekee: Kisinin elida podso bulgandan, uz elinda poda bakkanin yakst;

Kazakca: Ayag kisi suigenin kiyer, ayag: lilken siyganin kiyer;

Uygurca: Putu kigik ¢akkani kiyar, putu yogan-tapkanni

Gerek igerigi gerek yapisi gerekse tanimlama agisindan farkli icerdigi anlam ortak diistinme
sistemine yonelik atasézler de var. Mesela, Twrnamen dos bolsan, tébeynen hihu ketpes diyen
atasoziin Tirkmenler Eldasin esek bolsa, yimitin saman bolar diye kullaniyor. Bu konuda fin
paremiolog M.Kuusi “atasdzlerin igerigi ile kullanilan mecazi resimlerin hicbir ilgisi yok™ diyor.
Atasozlerinde verilen ortak mesaj farkli imgelerin yardimiyla gergeklesebilir [1, 17 S.].

Neticede bu da akraba halklarin diinya goriistindeki, varligindaki ¢esitli fenomenleri
degerlendirebilme yetenegidir. Ayn1 zamanda kulaga farkli gelse de farkli telaffuz edilse de aym
anlama gelen ataszoleri karsimiza ¢okca ¢ikmaktadir. Mesela Kazakcadaki “korpene karay kosiil”
Tiirkgede “Yorganina gore ayagini uzat”, Tatarcada “yurganina karap ayak suz” diye kullaniliyorsa
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Uygurcada “yotkanga karap put sun” diye kullanilmakta. Boyle birbiriyle benzer atasozleri
hakkinda Rus bilim adami1 V.V. Cvozdev soyle diyor: “Herhangi dildeki atasozlerin gogunlugu
baska dilin hazinesinde bulunabilir. Kullanilan alternatif ifadeler birbirine ¢akisabilir ya da farkli
olabilir” [20, 194 s.]. Bu goriisii destekleyerek, Tiirk halklarinin atasdzleri yapisal ve bireysel farkli
olsa bile ayn1 anlama, ortak fikre, ortak bir icerigi sahip oldugunu sdyliiyoruz. Atasdzlerin anlamsal
yakinlig1 halklarin bir esya veya bir fenomen hakkindaki tanimi ayni ve bir anlayisa sahip
olduklarini gosteriyor. Sadece diller farkli seslendiriliyor. Aslinda akraba diller i¢in fonetik yasalar
bliyliyk 6nem tagimaktadir. Fonetik yasalar, dilin bilesimi ve dilbilgisel yapisina gore hizli degisime
ugradigt icin belirleyici rol oynamaktadir. Boyle ses degisimler Tiirk halklarmin ataszolerinde
acikca goriilmektedir. Ornegin:

Kazakea: Kazansinin erki bar, kaydan kulak sigarsa;

Kirgizca: Kazanginin 6z erki, kaydan kulak cigarsa;

Uygurca: Kazanginin erkida, kaydan kulak cikarsa;

Kazakga: Kizim sagan aitamyn, kelinim sen tynda;

Ozbekge: Kizim, senga aitaman, kelinim, sen esit;

Tiirkmence: Gizim, sana ayzan, gelinim, sen esit;

Kirgizca: Keregem, saa aytam, kelinim sen uk;

Uygurca: Kizim, sana eytay, kelinim, sen esit;

Azerbaycan: Gizim sana deyram, kelinim, sen esit;

Tiirkge: Kizim, sana soyliiyorum gelinim sen anla.

Tiirk halklarinin herhangi atasoziine baktigimizda fonetik, sozliiksel, dilbilgisel faklililarina
ragmen akraba millete anlam ve igerigi bakimdan anlagilmaktadir. Cilinkii bugiinkii Kazak, Kirgiz,
Tiirk, Tiirkmen, Ozbek, Uygur, Tatar, Azeri, Baskurt vb. milletler hanlik kurulmadan 6nce bir
aradayd1 ve ulustan once tek bir ulusal dil olusturmustu. Bu yiizden bir halkin birkag¢ tane hanliga
ayrilmasi, hatta feodalizm doneminde birbirleriyle diisman olmalarina ragmen birlesik konusma
sistemi bozulmamuistir ve kelime dagarcig: asil halini koruyabilmistir.

Dilimize ¢ok eskiden giren zihnimize kazinan atasoézleri kagida aktarilmadigindan bugiinlerde
gercek sahibinin kimligine ulagsmak ve onlar1 ayirt etmek bir tiirlii miimkiin olmamaktadir. Bugiinde
her milletinkendi iscilik mesle§ini hatirlatan atasozleri vardir, o Kazak atasozleri olarak
kullanilmaktadir. “ne eksen soni orasin” (“kar kim ekkanin orar”), “Jer kazina, su altin” (“Er-
kazuna, suv-oltyn”), “dihan bolsan, kiiz ayda, kiiz aydasan, ciiz ayda” (“Dekhan bulsang kuz hayda,
kuz haydasang yuz hayda”) vb. atasézleri Ozbekgeden cevrilmis goriisiindeyiz. Bdyle sdylememizin
nedeni, Tiirk¢e konusan halklar arasindan Ozbek ve Tatarlar erken donemlerden itibaren topragi
stirerek, ekinler ekerek, el sanatlari, hafif sanayi, miibadele ve ticaret isleriyle ugrastig
bilinmektedir. Bu yiizden yerlesik hayata ilk gecen milletlerdir. Dolaysiyla tarim, bahgecilik, ticaret
ile ilgili atasozlerinden bazilar1 onlardan tiireyip yayilmasi muhtemeldir. Tarihin her doneminde her
milletin mesleki ve ekeonmik 6zellikleri o milletin dili dahil olmak iizere atasézlerinde de iz birakir.
Zira atasozlerin yarisindan ¢ogu belirli bir cografi bolgeye ve o halka has yasam tarzi ve varligini
var sayarak olusturulur. Gelenek gorenekleri, tarihi kaderi 6zellikle dili benzer oldugundan akraba
milletinin yukarida gosterdigimiz atasozleri Kazaklarin ¢ok eskilere dayanan degerli atasdzlerinden
ayirmak epey zordur. Yalnizca baglamda saklanan bazi kelimeler ya da halka 6zgili yasam tarzi ve
ticareti betimledigine bakarak “hangi halka ait olabilecegi” yorumu yapabilirsin. Ornegin, “Halik
aitpaidy, halik aitsa qalp aitpaidy” diyen ataséziinii kirgiz dilinden aktarildigini sdyleyebiliriz,
clinkii “qalp” kelimesinin anlami1 ve kokii kazaklar i¢in pek agik degil ve Kirgizca “qalp” kelimesi
“yalan” anlamina gelmektedir [21, 63 s.]. Kazak dilindeki atasézde “qalp” (xamm) kelimesi tek
basina kullanilmaz. Kirgiz dilinde ise: qalp ait, qalpti ¢cinday seklinde kullanilmakta. “Pazar1 jakin
bayibait, kalp aitkan kisi jarybait”, “Kalptyn aris1 kiska” gibi atasozlerin i¢inde ge¢mektedir. [22,
332 s.]. Bunu gibi “Darah bir jerde kogeredi”, “Ozind1 er tutsan, duspanindi ser tut” atasdzlerinin
Ozbekgeden gelme ihtimal1 vardir. Zira “darah” (agac), “ser” (kaplan) - dzbek dilinin &zelliklerini
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tagimaktadir. Bu paremilerin hepsini bir gecisin sonucu olarak diisiinemeyiz. Bu nedenle eski, yerli
atasozleri “Alaca altin agik atisan, tepisik bir dosekte yatisan “kokii bir Tiirk halklarinin
boliinmemis mali, ortak hazinesi, atalar miras1 olarak kabul edilmelidir. Atasozleri akraba iilke
Azerbaycan ve Tirkcede “atasdzii”, Cuvag dilinde “yaslilardan kalan s6z” (vattisam kalani) diye
adlandirilmas1 bosuna degildir. Bundan ¢ikan sonu¢ herhangi Tiirk ulusu ataséziine ¢ok deger
vermekte, varligini derinden anlayip giinliik hayatinda kullanmaktadir [23, 95 s.].

Sonu¢

Diinya bi¢iminin paremilerinin fragmaninda toplanan bilim hazinesi “insanla tabiat”,
“toplumla insan”, “insanla insan” arasindaki iliskilerin binlerce ‘“dahilik” goriisii bakimindan
anlatan Kazak mantalitesinin kendisine has 6zelligiyle goriilmektedir. Mantalite, manevi olusum
tarihinin elenen ve daimi olarak biriken, sahislarla sosyal toplumlarin hayata bakisinda yer alan
ayricaliktir. Bunlarin olusumunda medeniyetin, sanatin, dinin, felsefenin, ulusal gelenek-gdrenegin,
evrenin, yasamin, toplumdaki sosyal ortamin, siyasetle ideolojinin, ekonomik iligkilerin 6nemi
ayricadir. Her milletin kendine has diisiince sistemi, diinyayr bi¢cimlendirme yontemi vardir.
Diisiince sisteminde o milletin manevi 6zelligi, yasam-bicimi, sezgisi, diinyaya bakisi, kisilerin
kendi aralarindaki iliskileri, degerli seyleri anlayis bi¢imleri yer alir. Ulusal diislince sisteminin
manevi esaslarma Tanrihig, Samanizm’i, Sofi’ligi, islam’1, hatipligi, folkloru, atas¢zlerini, gelenek-
gorenegi, dahilik bilimini, felsefeyi de katabiliriz. Bu sdylenenlerin manevi esaslar1 ulusal
diistincenin kaliplasmasi, olusumuyla gelisimine kendine has etkisini degirip, Kazak halki
mantalitesinin i¢ goriiniimiinli gdstermektedir.

Tiirk Dillerinin karsilikli akrabaligs, kiiltiirel ve manevi ortakligini hatta sonraki donemlerdeki
bireysel gelisim 6zelliklerini ortak degismez deger olan atasdzlerinden ¢ok acik gorebiliriz. Tiirk
halklarinin paremilerinden yapisal, kelime benzerlikten baslayip mantiksal goriisiinden, diinyaya
bakis acisindan ve onu tefsirlediginden ortalik oldugunu fark edebiliyoruz. Tiirk halklarinin
atasozlerindeki ortalik ile diller arasi benzerligi belli bir kurala, tarihsel faktére dayanan olusum.
Ozellikle onlar:

1. Tiirk uyrugu, soy;

2. Tiirkce konusan etnik gruplarin eski ¢aglardan beri i¢ ice yaiamalari, komsu oturmalart;

3. Hayatinda, manevi kiiltiiriinde, diinya geriiilinde ve diigiincesinde tanimlama yetneginde
benzerlik;

4. Bir dilde olusan atasoziinii diger akraba millet kendi diline uyarlayip hazirlamasi1 veya
hazir 6rnege bakarak yapmasi.

Inceledigimiz Tiirk dillerindeki atasozleri arasinda ilkel yoktur. Onlar gecmis devirlerde
yasayan gelenek gorenek, diinya goriisli, ortak dil benzerligi olan atalarimizin yiizyillar1 arkaya
birakip bize ulasabilen ortak manevi mirasimiz. Buna gore, dillerin bagimsiz gelisimi nedeniyle,
dilbilgisel, anlamsal, gramer ve fonetik sapmalar normal kabul edilmektedir. Diisiince sistemi insan
irkina ortak oldugu i¢in Tiirk halklarina gore de dyledir.

Bu arastirma, Kazakistan Cumhuriyeti Bilim ve Yiiksek Ogretim Bakanligi Bilim Komitesi
tarafindan «Kazak¢a ve Tiirkcedeki Atasozlerin  Tiirkliik temeli» Hibe AP13268788 tarafindan
finanse edilmistir.

The article tells in detail about the work of the public figure, the first Kazakh
historian Mohammed Haydar Dulaty. Various genres were explored that were written in the
direction of poetry in the famous work of the thinker and scientist «Tarih-i Rashidi» («The history
of those who are on the way to the Almighty»). Also, poems written in the rubai genre are analyzed
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Each of them is differentiated from a meaningful, artistic point of view.
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contents. Rubayats of M.H. Dulaty are written in two big motifs. The first motif is philosophical,
the second is lyrical. The article provides a comprehensive analysis of these areas.

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Introduction

The son of the 16" century M.H. Dulaty (1499-1551) was a public figure, a scientist-thinker,
and the first historian of our people. «Muhammad Haidar Dulaty is a great reformer, activist, writer,
poet, and scientist who stood at the origins of the development of medieval Eastern civilization on a
par with Zahiraddin Muhammad Babir. Thus, we must recognize the great science and assess his
place in the history of mankind» [1, p. 3]. In his famous work «Tarikh-i Rashidi» («The history of
those who are on the way to the Almighty») there was a detailed, full-scale speech about the
history, ethnography, and geography, literature and culture of the peoples of Central Asia in the 14"
-16™ centuries. In this literary memoir, M.H. Dulaty very pithily describes the historical
circumstances in several states: Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Iran, Afghanistan, East Turkestan, India,
Kashmir, gives a lot of facts concerning traditions, ethnography, the state structure of the people
living there. This work is currently the best classical work of several languages — Tajik, Persian,
Turkic, as well as Kazakh people in Persian. M.H. Dulaty wrote this work in Kashmir around the
years 1544-1546. It includes two large sections. The work is considered a literary and artistic,
historical work. «Any historical work not only artistically illustrates the path of a nation but also
reflects traditions, spiritual essence, language, culture, specifics of the use of words, the art of war,
relations with each other, types of games, nature, etc.» [2, p.138]. The work is full of poetry.

If we talk about the poetry underlying our work, then many literary genres are reflected
among the classical works of the great scientist. The poetry in this work of the poet is partially
divided into several contents, themes, and types. For example, the following genres can be
distinguished in the noise: rubai (tortagan) four lines, bayit, poem, praise (sano), nazim, shastit,
chronogram (abjad), one-line poem, etc. And there are also winged words written in rhyme.

According to the content, M.H. Dulaty’s poems can be systematized as follows:

- About the Islamic religion;

- about the attractiveness of nature;

- about the joy of life;

- about love, friendship;

- praise the kings, the rulers of the country;

- philosophical and educational poems;

- poems from the battlefields, i.e. the poet created lyrical, philosophical, didactic themes.

The talented poet sang each verse with all his soul, with a great love for poetry. Moreover, the
poems written on these topics do not cease to excite the reader. The themes are eternal.

In the process of researching and studying the issues, the poet's stanzas are analyzed and the
methods of explaining their meaning are considered.

Research methods

In the research work, a comparative analysis of the poems of M.H. Dulaty was used. Poems
published in all genres were taken as a basis. Poems of the poet are never sung in only one
direction. Often it is added to the poem in a «mixed» state. In the work, there is also a cruel war and
a peaceful day, and eternal love and carefree happiness. Sometimes there are ups and downs. If we
are talking about the unreality of life, then importance, significance is put forward. He is sometimes
an optimist, and sometimes falls into pessimism. Such a changeable mood is characteristic of all
creative people. In the course of the study, many of the poet's poems were analyzed from a relative
point of view.

Results and discussion

In terms of content: Sufi genres, that is religious, nature lyrics, poems dedicated to love and
friendship, memorable psalms from the battlefields, praising psalms to kings and rulers, and much
more. In the work of the scientist «Tarikh-i Rashidi» four poems were presented, which attracted
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attention with their picturesqueness. We would prefer that the poet's quatrains were conventionally
called rubai, because that's what the quatrains were called in the work.

According to the encyclopedic reference about the genre of Rubai is «Rubai, rubayat, quatrain
(Arabic four lines)». A type of lyrical verse was widely used in Eastern poetry in the oral works of
the Arab, Persian, and Turkic peoples. Rubai consists of four lines, the rhyme isaabaoraaanb,
sometimes one word is repeated after each rhyme. Rubai expresses one thought, contained in the
content and completed» [3, p. 491].

M.H. Dulaty sang the rubai in the genre of Sufism in the chapter of «Tarikh-i Rashidi» called
«Kyzyr Khan ibn Tolyk story about the first period of Temir Khan's life». In this quartet, the poet
prayed to Allah and even spoke:

«Hey, Allah, if you want to save me, save me from the sin!

Tightly button the lid of the evil in the body.

I'm looking for your support and assist,

Save my heart from troubles and grief!» [4, p. 94] - he asks the Creator for his advice. And to
let the earthly army not show the reproaches of the main lenders, but asks with all his heart and soul
to direct the path without misleading.

«Promising, swearing, not in vain, Do not play with the double-edged sword of Allahy [3]. In
this poem, the poet takes as a basis the principle of «the promise is the word of God».

In the chapter «The story of the first period of the life of Kyzyr Khan, the son of Togyz Temir
Khan», Myrza Haidar again appeals to the Creator with a request and a wish:

Hey, Allah, none of the people will make me an enemy,

There is no mercy in this world, no rage.

May my heartbreak, Lord,

The only desire: whatever you give, whatever you do unfairly [1, p. 125] - we see in the lines
of the rubai sung in the true Sufi motif.

He speaks of his boundless love for the Creator and once again emphasizes that everything
except Allah is in vain:

One day everything disappears in this world,

Nothing comes back,

Only eternal Allah does not die in this world.

M.H. Dulaty wrote not only in the Sufi rubai genre. He wrote about everything that a person
experiences in his life, his difficulties, and his joy. The poet's skill in writing rubai is the ability to
subtly and attractively convey human psychology.

«This is a great difficulty of fate and life,

A human puzzle that has never been solved.

In the absence of the thought that always came to the heart, suddenly,

If you say it's not enough, a hundred more disputes will be added to your head» [4, p. 207],
then the gift of hope and joy is a thousand times greater than in the mouth.

We will walil like birds from the path of this falsehood,

It's better if you don't understand the key of the country and solve it.

If the heart knows that it is stained,

| suffer the pains of the stain after stain - he insists that life is fleeting and that it is better to
pass it without leaving a stain on the heart in that short life. We understand the reference to the
rubai in the stanza with philosophical undertones. Since the word «Rubai» means ‘four lines’, it
consists of four «mysra». According to the scientist 1. Zhemeney: «The first, second, and fourth
verses sound similar. If the third verse of the rubai is combined with other verses, the
melodiousness of the rubai will naturally increase». [5, p. 161].

Unbearable injustices and abuses in that worldly life are unimaginable. He writes about the
infidelity of people and the hardships he suffered from them, and adds it to the poem. He said: «It is
a time of cruelty from the enemy, | have been humiliated by him, and | have not found a friend in
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the world» or «There is no such thing as a friend in this world, and those who seek pure
transparency from him will not be successful» [3] - sings with their poetic heart their grief from
people.

Poets who pay attention to every beat of their heart never get tired of looking for a spiritual
companion. This verse of the poet proves it:

Let my lips never stop talking about you

Let your voice full of hope be my confidant.

The treasure of your heart is your kind word,

Let my whole soul listen.

He is frustrated and suffers from people who only care about material conditions, and he
includes it in his poems. He does not get tired of looking for a spiritually rich person. The poet
M.H. Dulaty expressed his anger and grievances:

«To the mind that cannot meet you,

Is it okay if I call my tear is a ruby?

Some people do not understand the truth of the heart,

| can say that my tears stream down face when you cried [4, 484 p.] - he stated with these
lines. It is known that if the poet continues to be disappointed in life, if he is driven by pessimism,
he will become exhausted and his light will go out. It is like a lamp. Sometimes it's a mess, and
sometimes it's a rush.

The poet M.H. Dulaty also gives up on disappointment and indulges in lofty feelings. In such
moments, he becomes a great lyricist. In the chapter «Description of Kashmir» of his mentioned
work, there are points of looking for the elements of beautiful nature in man. He compares the
nature of his beloved with the beautiful flowers in the nearby garden. In one stanza, the beauty of
Kashmir is described from all sides. «The water like the water of a flower does not flow in all
directions, its soil is as coarse as the soil of heaveny - he described the watery and bare earth with
beautiful and rich colors.

The four-line poem is a very convenient genre for giving advice, wise thoughts, and
summarizing conclusions. The writer, who has seen a lot in his life and has a lot of experiences, told
the young generation some wonderful thoughts through this four-line poem. Advice and words of
wisdom are written through Jauhar Zhyr. The poet's verse about friendship is also found in the
work:

Even if you hurt him, he does not your apologize.

Even if he does it, he will never make it a duty.

In support of your request, | would like to say:

You need to find a friend who does not expect extra work - he glorifies honest friendship.
M.H. Dulaty rubayats are performed in two big verses. The first motive is philosophical, the next is
lyrical. In the philosophical motive, the painful actions of many lives are sung, in the lyrical - the
connecting force of nature and man, as well as a subtle feeling.

Another topic written by M.H. Dulaty is about religion. Being a religiously literate person, he
was deeply interested in the purity of Islam, its conditions, and principles. «Religion clearly states
that for the purity of Islam, there is only one God, the need to worship only God, and any kind of
preaching of false religion leads to disbelief. It can be seen from the issue of religion that Dulaty is
a great statesman. Dulaty is a well-educated person, a real religious scholar. He made a great
contribution to Islamic civilization with his works» [4, p.36]. From his poems, one can draw
attention to his boundless love and respect for God. There are lines of verses not only about the
Prophet himself but also about his followers surrounding him. For example, about Ali ibn Abu
Talip, the continuer of the path of the descendants of the batyrs (heroes), who achieved the high
status of the Kurgan of the country:

The heir of Muhammad, whom God loved from the beginning,
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The Prophet's confidant was undoubtedly Ali.

It's like a new day in front of me

He would be born from the fourth heaven.

Science and knowledge, the ore of honor was broken,

Hazrat Ali, the man born of a lion, is now standing - he says that.

He expresses his invisible love for the Creator. He adds in his poem that human beings are
helpless and poor before God:

Foolish and wretched | was,

I can't find words to praise God.

The beat of my heart is God's intercession,

| am happy with your hadith if I put it on (Bayit)

And:

When | am pressed, O God, you are the refuge of all,

He asks for your intercession and forgiveness.

One drop of your gratitude is enough,

To wash away his sins, slander and guilt. (Poem)

The invisible that cannot be reached by the path of one mind,

After all, there is no unseen in this world except the Truth. (Poem)

The poet is not tired of saying that there is no power enough against to God. When thinking
about God, the poet's heart is crushed. It also promotes the infinite love of all creatures for God. All
creatures on earth continue to exist only if God is their partner. They say that all power is in the
hands of God. No matter who has power in the world, he is weak and weak in front of God. For
example:

Even if this sea of the world is full of nahars*,

Even if the mountains and fields are full of sharks (leopards),

My great majesty God is there, nothing happens.

Not a single strand of his hair will be lost. (Poem).

Comment:

* shark, crocodile

He also wrote that God is too powerful, and whoever opposes him will be severely beaten:

I will blow out the candle lit by God -

Every man's beard will be burned by fire. (Bayit).

In addition, in this one-line poem, he says that everything is powerless in the presence of
God's love. The poet's sincere desire for God shines through all his verses.

The light of God's love does not become a dwelling place. (One-line poem).

Again:

In the one-line poem «Sorrow or healing, everything is good from you», God glorifies that
every gift given by God, even if it is sorrow, is a good deed.

It is known that he always destroys disbelief with the path of truth.

In fact, the eyes of a Hanafite whose religion is perfect cannot be destroyed.

The poet does not get tired of talking about the religiosity, and purity of Islam. «I don't want
you to know that | can't», he said.

The poet claims that «a promise is the word of God». You promised you promise that you will
definitely do «what is said is equivalent to a shot»:

If you are able, stay away from promises and oaths.

Do not put your hand to your sword to oppose God.

They will be thrown from the cliff, you will be helpless,

It will take your life if you break your oath one day . (Rubai).

Everyone is helpless before death. There is no doubt that he remembers Allah and prays when
his soul is very depressed or when he is faced with a great misfortune. The poet successfully
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conveyed the time when humanity thought of God and asked for forgiveness for his sins during the
time of tragedy:

The world trembles in fear of you,

He confesses his humanity in front of you.

At the moment of surrender, think again,

What other lust is there in this world?!

The poet's religious verses (bayit) are also numerous. The genre of the verse we are going to
talk about is a poem with independent meaning consisting of two lines. This is a type of verse
composed of two lines, a double stanza in the poetry of Arabic, Persian and Turkic languages. It is
said that the thought is more concrete. This is the main trick of making stanzas in Eastern poetry.

Such poetic forms of the East as gazelle, Qaeda, masnavi, rubayat originate from bayit. In his
work, the poet M.H. Dulaty gave a commentary on the word «bayit». M.H. Dulati's work «Tarikh-i
Rashidi» used a lot of double lines. Noises attract with their picturesqueness, engraving, and depth.
The poet's bayits often have the character of thanksgiving to Allah, and repentance, i.e. many of the
poet's poetic lines are found in a religious genre. So the author of the first book:

His light is like a ray of the sky of angels,

His glory is like the Supreme of the Heaven.

*k*k

The head of this world, crowned by the prophets,

He is the keeper of the world under his authority, and he is the keeper of paradise - he
expresses his love for God in a song. Along with praising God and repenting, he did not forget to
sing about the prophets.

O Jesus, you came with good news,

But God gave you the holy breath that will give the life

And also,

He perfected the bright day of Islam,

All Muslim ruler was aghzam Omar - saying that «May the peace and gratitude of Allah be
upon the grandsons of Rassul (prophet), who were like the twin brothers of the Prophet, and may
the Creator give thanks to the close brothers of our Prophet, the master of the world, who suffered
from the machinations and cruelty of the enemy». Bayit:

| wandered the world for the sake of religion.

A thousand thanks and prayerful greetings to the two brothers* (the two brothers are
referring to Assan and Ussen, the grandsons of the prophet) — he said.

In his work, the great poet offered the reader valuable information, data and facts. For
example, it is said about the Prophet: «The first and last perfect and scholar of scholars [our
prophet], who is worthy of the commandment of the Creator, the beginning and the end of this
[light] world, who is perfect at the beginning and end of the world, [our prophet], who was able to
spend an hour of his life for justice is considered equal with the result of 60 years of worship. Bayit:

From the bottom of his heart, looking for justice,

«Prophecy is about to knock on the door».

The poet says in chapter 41 of Tarikh-i Rashidi ("Abstract from Tarikh-i Jahangushay"): "One
thing is clear: whoever obstructs the religion of the Prophet and the way of Sharia of Muhammad,
never wins. And every person who kept his tradition even if he did not follow his path, the
prosperity and status of every person was increasing day by day. Bayit:

Who tries to turn off the lamp lit by Allah —

«That one's beard will be on fire», he finished in two ways.

In every work of M.H. Dulaty, one can immediately see the firmness of religion, and
boundless love for Allah. Even he called for the religion of the people around him and promoted
adherence to Islam. This is evidenced by the chapter «the author's journey to Tibet and the events of
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those days» (chapter 93): «l set off at the end of the month of Zu-I-hijjah of the same year [938]
(August 2, 1532). At the beginning of the month of the trip [939] (September 2, 1532), | reached
Nubra, subordinate to the Tibetan Velayat. Having sent a man to all his regions, I called the country
to a mass religious.

Bayit:

The whole country appealed to the religion of Muhammad,

Happy is everyone who believes in him and receives nourishment, - he completes his words
with a blessing. We can clearly see his gratitude to God in this verse:

It's true that | suffered from other misfortunes.

| was dead, but Allah gave me life again by making me alive, he gathers a special spirit and
takes wings through the power of poetry. Our commander-in-chief did not forget God even for a
moment in his happy and sad moments. He praises God, repents and gives thanks. People are
encouraged to submit to all difficulties and be thankful only to Allah.

Fasten the belt of worship,

Served without breaking the tradition of the country.

**k*k

Nothing happens by itself in this world.

Dominion and victory are supported by God himself.

Myrza Haidar asks with all his heart and soul that our grandfather, even if he shows the
cruelty of the hard-headed people on earth, will guide him on the right path without going astray.
He asks for forgiveness not only for himself but for all mankind:

God, God, Oh, God! We made mistake,

Don't punish us, we are what we did.

A special respect and devotion to God is reflected in the stanzas: «Do not make a promise,
take an oath, and do not let it be in vain, and do not play with the double-edged sword of God». In
these lines, the poet seems to take the principle that «Promise is the word of God» as the main basis.

If you're headed for heaven

And they would go to Hell, which means the balance between the sins committed by human
beings and their rewards. It is clear in two ways that if a person does not indulge in any evil in front
of God, he will go to the paradise, and if he does not do good, he will go to the hell.

Conclusion

In conclusion, rubai genre is a genre that requires compactness and artistry. According to
researcher Aminov's opinion about rubai, rubai are short philosophical treatises or poems that
require consistency, clarity and compactness, which do not create tautology. It is a small, deep
genre, which includes the most artistic patterns in folk creativity. This genre puts a thought in just
four lines and creates a big meaning and public opinion in these four lines.

The rubayats of M. Kh. Dulati are sung in two big verses. The first poem is philosophical, the
next is lyrical. As the name suggests, he wrote about philosophical thinking and development of
public and social issues in life in four ways. In his lyrical stanzas, he added love and feelings,
honesty and common sense to the song. The poet's stanzas in this direction are numerous. His
deeply philosophical and emotional lyrical poems cover various topics.

There are few poets who did not rely on Rubai genre in their works. The artistry, idea, and
content of the genre sung by the Far East resins have impressed from ordinary readers to
researchers. The rubai genre is an understudied genre. The genre was created by scientists such as
N.G. Leontiev, A. Aminov, E.E. Bertels, A. Haytmetov, T.Kovalsky, M.K. Khamraev, |, Jemenei
and was used as a basis for their scientific works. This genre is often encountered in the works of
M. Kh. Dulati. In his work "Tarikh-i Rashidi" there are many poems on the above-mentioned topic.
The poet did not write poems in only one genre, he wrote poems in many directions.

The number of verses found in the works of the poet is very large. Lyrically, and
philosophically written bayits are a big topic in themselves. The content of the poem called "The
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Twin Road" also attracts attention from an artistic point of view. Many researchers know and
appreciate Mirza Muhammad Haidar as a historian, although some of his works show his poetry as
well. As mentioned above, the author's work "Tarikh-i Rashidi" contains poetry.

He compiled the historical conditions of that period with verses. Hence, Mirza Haidar's poetry
will definitely need to be studied in the future. The creativity of the historian, poet, public figure
will require a lot of research in the future. The poet, who wrote poems in various genres, still has
many unexplored works. Its study will take place in the coming days.

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The Semantic Transformation: Secret of Numbers
in Kazakh and Turkish Phraseological Units

Abctract. The article studies meanings of phraseological units with digit components in
Kazakh and Turkish languages. It states that in the background value which is to be a prototype of
phraseological meaning, there lays emic truth, and meanings of «holiness» and «sacredness» are
one of the characteristics of this truth. Taking this theory into account, the article aims to discover
the sacral and symbolic meaning of numbers in numeric units, and introduce phraseological units as
cultural and semantical structures distinguishing their comparative features which appear out of
traversal of number and value, also to define commonality, peculiarity and unigness in common
Turkic semantic environment. The object of research are mainly figurative phraseological units
since the peculiar features of phraseological units are defined through inner form of image. There
are not any phraseological units with image of «zero» in Kazakh language, and only 2—3 phrases in
Turkish. Interpreting their meanings it can be concluded that «zero» has typical characteristics of
latency and potentiality.

Analyzing phraseological units with digit components in two languages it was discovered that
there are a lot of phrases with number «one» in Turkish language. Phraseological units in two
languages with one or different images, but which have the same meaning are compared. It was
concluded that comparative semantics — the synthesis of value and number, is formed in
phraseological units with number «twoy». These structures which have qualitative semantics are
inferred to be main linguistic indicators carrying out all three uses of language, showing the
characteristics of Turkic semantic environment, and ethnocultural unit which collects information.

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Abstract. Women’s rights and fate have always been a significant issue. In the article, the
author reviews the gender issues in human history and analyzes the literary theoretical and historical
aspects of the problem of women in Kazakh society of the early 20th century with the help of
Kazakh intellectuals’ works which were written to solve the problems of women, and literary works
and journalistic articles of that time. The Kazakh people valued the role of women, therefore, paid a
lot of attention on the upbringing, behavior of a girl and planned her general life. There were times
when a Kazakh woman rode a horse, fought the enemy and ruled the country wisely. But over time,
the issue of women in Kazakh society has become more complicated. At the beginning of the 20th
century, Alash intellectuals, who understood the importance of gender issues in Kazakh society,
wrote special articles and works of art to influence people’s consciousness. It was disseminated to
the public through the media. The first novel in Kazakh literature was dedicated to the issue of
women. Women'’s civil rights and their place in society began to find a positive solution in the early
20th century with the intervention of Alash activists. In the research article we analyzed
M. Dulatuly’s «Bakytsyz Zhamal» (Poor Zhamal), Zh. Aimauytov’s «Akbilek» novels, also
M. Auezov, M. Zhumabayev, N. Kulzhanova’s journalistic articles.

In this article, the author examines the origins of the struggle for women’s equality in the
early 20th century, and the specific actions of Kazakh intellectuals to protect women’s civil rights.
The study is based on historical data and literary and journalistic works. The results of the hard
struggle is proven by the works written in that period.

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Bird Names in «Tarjuman» and Their Pragmatic Features

Abstract. The study of the history of a language based on a comparison of linguistic data in
ancient written monuments with language units actively used in modern society is of high
importance today. Comparing the vocabulary of peoples of the same origin, it is possible to identify
common points and some differences in the system of thinking, mentality, as well as on the basis of
similarities in the language with a long history, concepts fixed in their cognitive consciousness. For
this purpose, the article considers ornithonyms from the Turkic written monument "Tarjuman" in
comparison with the materials of the modern Kazakh language. Also, to identify the features of
some names of birds in a variable meaning, the study used data from other Kipchak literary written
sources published in the Middle Ages.

The authors revealed the semantic potential and a number of pragmatic features of bird names
in modern Kazakh proverbs and sayings. In connection with the names of birds in the Kazakh
language, the native speaker of the language of proverbs and sayings, set expressions, figurative
usages drew conclusions by analyzing the features of usage associated with the ethnic
differentiation of the people. In the course of the study, such phenomena as the semantic circle of
bird names assigned to the monument of medieval writing «Tarjumany, their narrowing or
expansion, resulting in an increase in semantic potential, spending on a variable value, positive and
negative assessment given to them by the population, the system spiritual values through which
they are expressed, the place and significance in the religious knowledge of modern Kazakh people
were compared on the basis of proverbs and sayings.

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Abstract. Kazakhstani scientists are working on improvement of the quality of textbooks
updating the content of education. Consequently, there are accomplishments in the field of textbook
quality as well as drawbacks. A high-quality textbook is the basis of education, a strong pillar of the
future of our country. Various publishers, methodologists and teachers put a lot of effort in
improvement of the textbook quality. For this purpose, the Republican Center for Examination of
the Content of Scientific and Practical Education has launched a research project on the topic
‘Psycholinguistic Requirements for the Language, Textual and Non-textual Apparatus of
Educational Literature’. In the framework of the project, textbooks in the fields of humanities and
natural sciences were analyzed. This article was carried out as a part of aforementioned project. It
provides a scientific and methodological perspective on psycholinguistic analysis of the textual and
non-textual apparatus of textbooks. A psycholinguistic analysis of modern school textbooks,
including natural sciences: algebra, physics and geography. Furthermore, the following questions
were raised: does the textbook correspond the child's knowledge and understanding? Does it have
any disadvantages or discrepancies? The correspondence of the content and volume of the text in
the textbook to the student's knowledge, the correct construction and interpretation of the sentence
from a linguistic point of view were also considered. To sum up, the analysis reveals pros and cons
of modern textbooks.

Ozet. 1960’11 yillarda Kazak edebiyatinin en popiiler sairlerinden biri olarak iin kazanan
Fariza Ongarsinova’nin siirlerinde vatanseverlik temasi 6zel bir yere sahiptir. Sefkatli bir ruha ve
keskin sozlere sahip olan sairin atesli siirleri, milletin ge¢cmis tarihini ve kahramanlik olaylarini
genis bir sekilde anlatmaktadir. Kazakistan halk yazari, devlet adami, Abay Devlet Odiilii sahibi,
seckin sair Fariza Ongarsinova, Kazak edebiyatinin en iinlii lirik sairlerinden biridir ve ayni
zamanda onun eserleri ¢agdaslar1 ve gelecek nesil sair ve yazarlar i¢in bir 6rnek teskil etmistir.
Farkli temalara yer verilen manzum eserleriyle toplumun kalbini kazanan sairin secilmis siirleri
cesitli dillere cevrilmistir. Fariza Ongarsinova’nin sairligiyle ilgili yazilmis akademik ¢aligmalarda
onun siirlerinin daha ¢ok edebi tiir ve estetik bakimindan ele alindigr goriilmektedir. Bu
caligmamizda, Fariza Ongarsinova’nin manzum eserlerinde ele aliman folklor unsurlarim
gostermeye calisttk. Bu baglamda onun siirlerinde yer alan halk bilimi unsurlarinin kullanim
sekilleri gosterilmistir. Bunun yani sira onun siirlerindeki akrabalik isimleri ve iliskileri, milli
kahramanlarin anisina yazilmis manzumeler yapist bakimindan tahlil edilmistir. Fariza
Ongarsimnova’nin “Anani Joqtau” (Ana Agit1), “Anamen Qostasu” (Ana ile Veda), “Agalar”
(Agabeyler), “Sagindim aga sizdi” (Ozledim sizi Agabey), “Keybir Jengeyler” (Baz1 Yengeler),
“Eke Turali Oy” (Baba Hakkinda Diislinceler) manzumelerindeki akrabalik sahislarin 6nemi ve
rolii, anlatim iislubu ele alinmistir. “Qabanbay Batir”, “Isatayga”, “Almas Qilis nemese Men
Mahambetpen Qalay Kezdestim” (Elmas Qilis veya Ben Mahambet ile Nasil Bulustum), “Qiran
Turali Cir” (Kartal Hakkinda Manzume), “Qazaqtin Batirlar1” adli manzumelerinde betimlenen
tarihi kahramanlarin kisilikleri degerlendirilmistir.

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Expression of the Theme of Kinship and Heroism in the Poems of Fariza Ongarsynova

Abstract. The theme of patriotism has a special place in the poems of Fariza Ongarsynova,
one of the most popular poets in Kazakh literature in the 1960s. The fiery poems of the poet, who
has a tender soul and sharp words, widely describe the past history and heroic events of the nation.
People's writer of Kazakhstan, public figure, laureate of the State Prize named after Abai,
outstanding poet Fariza Ongarsynova is one of the most famous lyric poets in Kazakh literature, as
well as an example for contemporaries and the next generation of poets and writers. The poet, who
wrote in various content and won everyone's hearts with her works, was mentioned in various
articles and works about her poems. However, all of them were about her literary genre and her
aesthetical feature. In this study, we tried to prove that we can use Fariza Ongarsinova’s works as
valuable information to study and learn the folklore of Kazakh people. By specifying the folkloric
elements in her poems, the way of using them in poetry will be examined. General information will
be given by determining the poems written for relative’s names and heroes. “Anany zhoqtau” (The
mourning for mother), “Anamen qoshtasu” (Farewell to mother), “Agalar” (Brothers), “Keybir
zhengeyler” (Some sister’s in law), “Ake turaly oi” (The thought about father) the importance and
relations of kinship in poems and the way they are told in poetry, “Qabanbay Batyr”, “Isataiga” (to
Isatai), “Almas qylysh nemese men Mahambetpen qalay kezdestim” (Blade-sword or how | meet
Mahambet), “Qyran turaly zhyr” (Epic about an eagle), “Qazaqtyn’ batyrlary” (Kazakh’s heroes)
poems will examine the historical heroes of Kazakh people and the way the poet depicts them.

Giris

Kazak edebiyatinin meshur sairi Fariza Ongarsmova, 5 Aralik 1939 tarihinde Atirav Ili
Novobogat ilgesine bagli Manas kdyiinde diinyaya gelmistir. 1958 yilindan itibaren yayinlanmaya
baslayan siirleri halk arasinda giiniimiizde de sevilerek okunmaktadir. Ik siirlerinden itibaren
Kazak bozkirlarindaki halkin yasamimi dile getiren sair, eserlerinde daha ziyade toplumdaki
kadinlarin haklar1 konusuna agirlik vermistir. 1966 yilinda Sandugas adhi ilk siir kitabi
yaymlanmigtir. Kazak edebiyatinda ayri yeri olan sairin siir kiilliyat: daha sonraki yillarda da ciltler
halinde basilmaktadir. Ogretmen ve gazeteci olarak calistig1 yillarda adalet ve gergegin temsilcisi
olarak taninan sair, 23 Ocak 2014 tarihinde 74 yasinda hayatin1 kaybedene kadar toplumda
yasanmakta olan meselelerin sozciisii olmustur. 1996-2004 yillar1 arasinda milletvekili olarak
secildigi yillarda da kadin ve ¢cocuk haklariyla ilgili yasalarin gelistirilmesinde katkida bulunmustur.

G. Musirepov (“Eki Auiz S6z”) ve E. Tajibayev’in (“Oy men Sezim Naqistar1) yazarinda ve
E. Seripov, M. Qaratayev, Z. Ahmetova, Z. Qabdolov, T.Togbergenov gibi bilim adamlarinin
caligmalarinda, Fariza Ongarsinova’nin edebi kisiligiyle ilgili bilgi verilmistir. Kekilbayev’in ifade
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ettigi gibi [1, S. 46], Fariza Ongarsinova kaleme aldig1 eserlerinde sadece kendi déneminin degil,
kendisinden Onceki donemin ve ¢agdas neslin gercegi, sirr1 ve kederi betimlenmektedir. Onun
sairlik mirasi, lirik diinyasi, gelenek devami iizerine goriisleri birgok arastirmada ele alinmustir.
Ormegin, S. Aybergenova’nin “Kazak kadin sairlerinin eserlerinde gelenegin devam1” baslikli
yazisinda Ongarsinova’nin toplumsal temada keleme alinmis siirlerinden 6rnekler sunulmustur.

Qamarova’nin “Giiniimiiz Kazak siirlerinde psikoloji” adl1 doktora tezinde ise [2, s.S. 15-20],
Ongarsinova’nin siirleri 6rneginde psikoloji incelemesi yapilmistir. Kirabayev’in ¢alismasinda da
[3, s. 347], Fariza Ongarsiova’nin siirlerinde ferdi temalarla birlikte, milli gelenegin ziyadesiyle
islendigi s6z edilir. Bunun yan1 sira Fariza Ongarsinova’nin siirlerinde folklor unsurlaria da bolca
rastlamak miimkiindiir.

Arastirma yontemi

Calismamizda Fariza Ongarsimnova’nin siirlerinde bahsedilen akrabalik iligkilerin manevi
yenilenme acisindan Onemi gosterilmekle birlikte kahramanlikla ilgili betimlemelerin igerik
yoniinden incelenmesi amaglanmistir. Nitel arastirma yontemi kullanilarak konuyla ilgili veri
toplanarak siir incelemesi yapilmistir. Boylelikle siir incelemesinde ortaya ¢ikan tespitlere istinaden
sairin edebi kisiligi belirtilmeye ¢alisilmistir. Siirlerden alinan 6rnekler hem kaynak dilde sunulmus
hem de Tiirk¢e anlamina yer verilmistir. Giris ve Sonug harig, iki boliimden olusan ¢alismamizin ilk
boliimiinde, Fariza Ongarsinova’nin bilinen siirleri incelenerek, akrabalik iligkilerin toplumdaki
onemi iizerinde durulmustur. Ikinci boliimde ise, kahramanlik temasiyla ilgili siirler ele alinip,
sairin manzum eserlerinde yer alan milli kimlik temasina deginilmistir.

Sonuglar ve tartisma

Akrabalik Iliskilerin Onemi

Her edebi metin, olustugu donemi temsil eder. Ciinkii o donemde ortaya konulmus insan
basarilarinin ve bilgi birikiminin tiimiinden yararlanarak olusur. Ayrica yazildigi veya olustugu
donemin dilinin 6zellikleri edebi metinde agikga goriiliir. Kisaca edebi metin, temasi, islenisi, dili,
yansittig1 zevk ve anlayisiyla tarihi belge 6zelligi tasiyabilir [4, S. 25]. Bu baglamda yasadiklarini
siirlerinde yansitan Ongarsinova, manzum eserlerinde gercekei bir tarz sergilemektedir. Sovyetler
birligi doneminde hakim olan zihniyetin Tiirk kokenli milletlerin {izerine olan baskic1 etkisi bellidir.
Bu donemde kaleme aldigi eserlerinde milli degerlere deginen Fariza Ongarsinova’nin cesur
tavrindan onun milletperverlik kisiligini gorebiliriz. Bu baglamda sair, manzum eserlerinde milli
orf-adetleri, akrabalar arasindaki iliskilerde bireylerin roliinii, aile icindeki anne baba ve kardeslerin
birlik beraberligine duygu dolu ifadelerle yer vermistir.

Kazaklarda, her fert kendi ulusunun degerlerini korumak i¢in Oncelikle kendisinin
kim oldugunu O6grenmis; kendi halkina, dogup biiylidiigii ortamma kendinden ©nceki bii-
yiiklerinin  bulunduklar1 katkilari, yaptiklar1 faaliyetleri, gosterdikleri kahramanliklar1 or-
nek alarak nesilden nesle ulagtirmistir [5, S. 47]. Akrabalik iligkisi tek erkek tarafindan olusmayip
kizlar tarafindan yani kizlarin ¢ocuklar1 yani “jiyenler/yegenler” ile “nagasi/dayr” arasindaki iliski
de dikkat edilmesi gereken 6nemli bir konudur [6, S. 43]. Ongarsinova’nin siirlerinde akrabalik
iliskilerinin ayr1 bir yeri vardir. Ornek verecegimiz agit iislubu ile kaleme alman “Anani Joktau”/
(Anne Agit1) [7, S. 97] adli manzum eser, sairin annesinin vefatindan sonra yazildig bilinmektedir.
Bu siirde sairin annesine olan sevgisi ve Oliimii {izerine duydugu acis1 ve hasreti sOyle
sunulmaktadir:

Aysaule ana-ak ana, Ay 1s181m annem
Balaugsi em seni danaga, Sanki yanimdaki bilgem
Osiyet soziit sanada. Nasihat séziin zihnimde

Bu misralarda sair annesini kaybettikten sonra ortada yalniz kaldigini ve artik ona kimse “Ak
patsam”, yani “Beyaz sultanim” diye seslenmeyecegini hiiziinlii sekilde dile getiriyor. Onun
nasihatlerini asla unutmayacagini, her soziin kalbinde tasiyacagii belirterek, annesini uzun
yolculuga yolcu ediyor. Istifham sanati ile duygularini sdyle canlandirmaktadir:

Endi kimmen sirlasam,
Endi kimmen mundasam?
Ornin tolmas cirlasam,
Ozindi izdep qirga asam.

Artik kime sorsam,

Artik kiminle danisirim?

Yerin dolmaz ne yapsam,
Arayip seni tepe agarim.

Annesine artik kiminle dertlesip konusacagini sorup, onun yerini kimsenin dolduramayacagini

sOyliiyor.

Siirin son bendinde ise sair, Kazak halkina ait giizel geleneklerden biri bata/dilek, yani
annesinin cennette olmasini, arkasinda kalan gelin ve torunlarina saglikli ve uzun dmiir yasamasi

dilegi ile siiri bitiriyor:

(1973), “Ananin Tilegi” (Annenin Dilegi) (1989), “Ana, Onda Jas Edim Uildegen” (Gen¢ idim
Anne), “Sirlasu” (Sirdagsmak) “Jurmin, Ana” (Yasiyorum, Anne)’dir. Bu siirlerinde annesine olan
sonsuz sevgi, hayranlik, 6zlem ve hiirmet duygularin1 vurgulamaktadir. Bir cocuk hayatindaki
annenin yeri ve degeri 6l¢iilmezdir. Fariza Ongarsinova’nin siirlerinde ifade edilen “Ulusun sen
ana”, “Ananin yiiregi gibi yiirek”, “Sonsuzluk giinesim annem” gibi ifadeler anne kavramini
yiiceltmekle birlikte biitiin annelere ithaf edilmistir.

Sairin kendisi de bir anne oldugunu goz oniinde bulundurmaliy1iz. Anne olma mutlulugunu
Tanr’nin litfii olarak kabul ettigini “Ananii Tilegi” (Annenin Dilegi) [7, S. 249] siirinin son
bendinde gorebiliyoruz:

Ey, Omiir, sagan datim bar
Calgiz-ak tilek mendegi
Togitpa meylin aq nurga
Stnagindr ali dayinda,

Bu bentte sairin hayata seslenerek, “Yaptigin her smava raziyim, tek dilegim annelik
gururumdan ayirma’ demektedir.

Akrabalik isimleri sadece insanlar arasindaki yakinligi degil, aym1 zamanda insanin
toplumdaki yerini de gosterir. Sadkam’mn aktardigi gibi [4, S. 43] sevgi, saygi, yakinlik, uzaklik,
yasca ve aile iligkilerinde biiyiikliik, kiiglikliik, cinsiyet gibi duygu ve durumlan dile getirmede
kullandigimiz sozciiklerin akrabalik iliskilerimizin kan bagi yoluyla mi, evlilik yoluyla mi, ne
derecede oldugunu aciklayic1 ve diizenleyici bir gii¢ i¢erdigine inaniriz. Dolayisiyla akrabalik
isimlerinin psikolojik etkisi olan bir igerige sahip oldugunu goriiriiz.

Fariza Ongarsinova’nin Jengeler/Yengeler adli siirinde de akrabalik iligkileri soz
edilmektedir. Yenge konusunda sairin kaleme aldig1 siirler sunlardir: “Keybir Jengeyler” (Bazi
Yengeler) (1956), “Jengelerim” (Yengelerim) (1995), “Kelin” (Gelin) (1995).

“Keybir Jengeler” (Bazi Yengeler) [7, s. 32] siirinde sair yengelerin kotii tipini soyle
cagristirmaktadir:

Geleneksel Kazak ailesinde kiiciik oglan evlenince ayr1 eve ¢ikmaz ve baba ocaginda kalir.
Ama son zamanlarda aile biiyiikleri gelinin karakterine gore karar vermektedirler. Iste bu mevzu
Fariza Ongarsinova’nin siirinde ziyadesiyle islenmistir. Siirde kaynanasina kotii davranan yengeye
hitap edildigi goriilmektedir. “Sadece sevdigim kocamin gonliinii alsam yeterli, baskalar
umurumda degil” muamelesi yapan yengeye uyarida bulunmaktadir. Diyor ki: “Kendi esinin annesi
sana yabanci midir ki, ona sevgi ve hiirmetle bakmiyorsun. Yarin 6biir giin yaslt kisi ucup gittiginde
ne edeceksin? Ne kadar iyi bakarsan o kadar mutlu goziikecek kadincagiz, iste o zaman senin igin
iyi laflar edecekler” seklindeki ifadelerle sair, genglere nasihat vererek, biiyliklere hiirmet
gosterilmesi gerektigini tembih etmektedir.

Bir bayan i¢in agabeyi her zaman bir siginaktir, koruyucusudur. Diinyadaki tiim zuliimlerden
kurtaran, duvar gibi koruyan agabeydir. Kim istemez ki bdyle bir dag gibi agabeyi? Iste Fariza
Ongarsinova siirlerinde agabey ile kiz kardes arasindaki saygidan sik sik bahseder. ‘“Agalar”
(Agabeyler) (1958), “Sagindim Aga Sizdi” (Ozledim Agabey Sizi) (1997), “Agalar’(Agabeyler)
(1995), “Baurrlastarrma” (Kardeslerime) (1983), “Aga Ruhimen Sirlasu” (Agabey Ruhu ile
Sirlagsmak) (1985) adli siirlerinde agabeyleri tasvir edilmektedir.

“Agalar” (Agabeyler) [7, s. 23] siirinde sair, babasim1 ¢ok erken kaybetse bile, onun
yoklugunu hissettirmeyen agabeylerine seslenerek, onlar onun her seyi oldugunu anlatiyor:

Divan edebiyatinda biilbiil kusu giizelligin semboliidiir, Kazak halkinda ise, kirlangi¢c kusunun
yeri ayridir. Iste Fariza Ongarsinova da agabeylerinin qarligas/kirlangi¢ kusu gibidir. Bunu sairin
yazdigz siirlerinde gorebiliyoruz:

“Sinlilerim” (Kiz kardeslerim) [7, s. 87] siiri, kiz kardeslerine olan sevgi soz edilmektedir.
Yukarida “Bauirlastarima” siirinde sunuldugu gibi kiz kardeslerin de sirdas meleklere benzetiyor.
Bu siirinde de dogup biiylidiigii koyline dondiigiinde, karsisindan kosarak ¢ikan kiz kardeslerini
gordiigii andaki duydugu mutlulugu anlatiliyor. Halkinin kizlara verdigi 6nemi vurgulanarak, ileride
o kizlarin da halki i¢in hayirli evlat olacagina inandigin dile getiriliyor:

Nurullah Cetin’in ifade ettigi gibi [9, S. 18], siirin degeri konuyla degil; konuyu isleyis
bi¢imiyle Ol¢iiliir. Ongarsmmova’nin siirlerinde Kazak halkinin gelenegi, medeniyeti, tarihi ve
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zihniyetini duygu dolu ifadelerle betimlendigini gérmek miimkiindiir. Bu yiizden Kazak lirikasinin
kraligesi olarak aniliyor. Siirlerinde milletin yasamini ele alarak ge¢mis giinleriyle kiyaslar. Batirlar
cirl, kahramanlarin hikayesini anlatan siirlerinde telmih sanatina basvurur. Kahramanlik olaylar
Kazak folklorunun en miihim pargasidir. Bu tiir siirlerinde sairin basarili iislubunu gormek
miimkiindiir. “Qabanbay Batir” (1991), “Qazaqtin Batirlar” (1980), “Almas Qilis Nemese Men
Mahambetpen Qalay Kezdestim” (Elmas Kili¢ Yada Ben Mahambetle Nasil Bulustum), “Canqoja
Batir Basinda Calbarmu” (Canqoja Batirin Mezarinda Yalvarmak) (1994), “Isatayga” (1966),
“Qiran Turali Cir” (Kartal Hakkinda Manzume) (1982), “Barlausilar” (Izciler) (1966) siirleri
Kazak halkinin tarihi kahramanlarini anlatan siirlerdir.

Bir siirin izlegi (temas1) acik¢a belirtilebildigi gibi motiflerin tekrar1 yoluyla da ortaya
¢ikabilir. Siirin s6z varliklari, imgeleri vs. biitiin unsurlari, temel diisiinceye ve izlege bagimlidir [9,
19]. “Almas Qilis nemese Men Mahambetpen Qalay Kezdestim” (Elmas Kilig ya da Ben
Mahambetle Nasil Bulustum) [7, s. 173] adl1 eserler, Fariza Ongarsinova’nin kahramanlik olaylari
isledigi en uzun siirlerindendir. Bu siirlerde sairin riiyasi anlatilmaktadir. Yani sairin bilingaltinin
yansitildigt sdylenebilir. Siir “birinci bulugma”, “ikinci bulusma” ve “li¢iincii bulugma” olarak ii¢
boliimden olusuyor. Siirin birinci boliimiinde, hakim anlatici, Kazak halkinin {inlii batir1 hem ozan
sairi Mahambet’i rilyasinda gordiigiini anlatir. Rilyasinda Mahambet soyle demektedir: “Hey, geng
sair, atalarimizdan miras kalan vatani, millet ugruna miicadele etmekten vazge¢cme, onlar1 hep koru
ve iyiligini dilemelisin. Madem sair oldugunu iddia ediyorsun, adina uygun isler yap, beseri aski
degil, halkina olan sevgini icra etmelisin”. Bu ifadenin siir metnindeki niishasi su seklidedir:

Siirin ikinci boliimiinde, sair riiyasinda meshur Isatay batirla bulustugunu betimlemektedir.
Isatay ve Mahambet Kazak halkinmn iinlii kahramanlaridir. 1836-1838 yillar arasinda Carlik
Rusya’sina kars1 gergeklesen isyanin Onderleridir. Hiirriyet ugruna yapilan bu eylemde milletin
tarafinda olmuslardir. Ikisi yakin arkadastir. Savas meydaninda omuz omuza milleti i¢in miicadele
etmis sahislardir.

Hakim anlatic1, bu musralarda “Oliimiinden sonra bile milletin kalbinde yerini alir ve gelecege
dogru 151k tutacaklar, ¢iinkii onlar bir Kazak batirlaridir” diyerek milli kahramanlara olan hiirmetini
dile getirmektedir.

“Isatayga” [7, . 104] yukarida bahsettigimiz meshur Kazak batir1 Isatay hakkinda yazilmistir.
Onun biitlin kahramanlik miicadelesi, Cungarlarla savasi, adi zenginlere karsi fakir fukaranin
taraftarin1 tuttugu duygu dolu ifadelerle kaleme alinmistir. “Kazak milletinin hiirriyeti ugruma
miicadele ederek, masumlarin hakkini yiyen zenginlerin haddini bildiren batir babam Isatay!”
diyerek kahramanin kisiligini sdyle tasvir etmektedir:

Kégse de jerden jasil satirlart,
Izi men og1 jatir taqirda ali —
Uaquttin dautlinda urpagina

Semserdi kokke suarip, Kilici goge sulayip
Qolina jasil tu alip, Eline yesil bayrak alip

Fariza Ongarsinova’nin halkina olan bagimlilig1 ve sevgisi sonsuzdur. Bu baglamda Canqoja
“Batir Basinda Calbariu” (Canqoja Batir’in Mezarinda Yalvarmak) [7, s. 110]:
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Ey, er babam!

Bast aynalip sen qorgagan ken dalam
Asau attay quyqiljigan zamanda,
Sauisqandar bilik aytip galamga
Alastalip asildar men ardalar,

Tagdir sesse kiil soqigan qargalar
Esi ketken elim sogan aldanar,

Canqoja batir 19. ylizyilda Rus Carliginin idaresine karsi isyan eden milli kahramandir. Sair,
siirinde ona seslenerek derdini, diisiincelerini anlatiyor. Saire gore o zaman ile bu giinlerin

kahramanlik anlayis1 farklidir. Eskisi gibi artik gercek batirlarin diinyaya gelmeyeceginden
endiselendigini soylilyor. Sair ddneminin sartlarindan memnun olmadigini dile getirmektedir. Adeta
halki diigmanlara kolaylikla kanabilecegini diisiinliyor. Okuyucuya bir uyar1 niteligini tasiyan su
misralarda sairin endisesi sergilenmektedir:

Ey, ardaqti er baba!

Ersiz bolsa, El — bala,

Kolsiz bolsa, Jer nala,

Ornip baradi kilem- jer.

Batirlar az jauizdigti jugender.

Urpagina birlik penen jiger ber!

Er konildy halkin bolsa jalganda, Kahraman halkin varsa diinyada

Tuar eli tu ustaytin sin erler! Milleti ugruna bayrak tutar er dogar!

Yildirim’n ifade ettigi gibi [10, s. 57], Kazak destanlarinda tasvir edilen kahraman imgesi
sadece bahadirliktan ibaret degildir. Bundan dolay1 kahraman, eylemlerinde sadece atalar ruhuna ve
ervahlara degil kendi oOzelliklerine, bileginin giiciine de giivenmektedir. Nitekim Fariza
Ongarsinova’nin siirlerinde Kazak destanlaria has anlatim iislubu belirgindir. Sair rasyonalizm
kavramina dayanarak kahramanlarin kisiligini yiiceltir.

“Qiran Turali Cir” (Kartal Hakkinda Manzume) [7, S. 280] adli siir Fariza Ongarsinova’nin
yazar Seydahmet Berdikulov’a ithaf etmis siiridir. Bu siir diger batirlar hakkindaki siirlerden biraz
farklidir, zira yeni zamanin batir1, cagdas asker hakkindadir:

Hey, degerli atalarim!
Kahramansiz kalsa halk cocuktur,
Golsiiz kalsa belde bozuktur,
Rengini kaybetmektedir toprak
Adaleti savunan cesurlar az.
Milletin birlik ve gayreti artsin!

Tinda, Qastek, Qaskelen, tinda , dalam!

Twda, cagpar cotalar st gamagan!
Ozin qosqan baygege bir juyrigin
Keldi ortana surinbey sinnan aman!

Dinle Kastek,Kaskelen beldem

Dinle zirveli tepeler

Yarismaya hazirladigin bir eviadin

Sag geldi ortaya siiriinmeden sinavdan!

Sair, bu siirinde askerlere cesaret duygusu asilamaktadir. “Dinle Qastek, Qaskelen (yer
adlaridir), Hi¢ bir aksilik yoktur, katilmaya karar verdiginiz yarismada asla pes etmeyin,

siirlinmeden gecin!” diyor.
Qusagindi as, tugan el, salgin dalam —
Aga boldi urpaqqa balgin balan!
Eludegi ulanin bir siiyuge
Keledi, ane, top jarip Cambil danam!
Ey, halayik, turindar!
Tagzim, babam!

Mutiyev’in ifade ettigi gibi [11, S.188], Ongarsinova’nin manzum eserlerinde siirsel yetenegin
taninmasi, sanat¢inin tislubunun ayirt edilmesiyle miimkiin olur. Onun tislubunun 6zelligi (6rnegin,
kelime dagarci8i, dil 6zellikleri, kullanim ve anlatim yontemleri vb.) donemin siyasi ve sosyal
durumuyla yakindan ilgilidir.

Sonu¢

Fariza Ongarsinova siirlerinde Kazak halkinin geg¢misi, yasami, inanci ve gelenegi
cagristirilmaktadir. Akrabalik iliskileriyle ilgili kaleme aldig: siirlerinde, geleneksel halk kiiltiiriine
deginir ve manevi degerlerin devam ettirilmesini istemektedir. Boylece topluma seslenerek, milli
orf-adet ile ge¢cmis tarihini hissettirmeye ¢alismaktadir. Yeni¢agdaki gelismelerin etkisinden soyut
olan milli degerlerin kaybolmaya basladigina endise duymaktadir. Bu baglamda manevi yenilenme
acisindan onun siirleri giiniimiizde de degerlidir. Eserlerinde etkileyici bir sekilde edebi sanatlari
kullanmasi1 ve ahenk bakimindan yeniliklere basvurmasi siirlerinin biiyiileyici yoniinii daha da
arttirmaktadir. Ana, Anam joqtau, Agalar, Sagindim aga sizdi, Ake turali oy, Sinlilerim, Keybir
jengeyler gibi siirleri ile Kazak gelenegindeki akrabalik iliskilerin 6nemini, Qabanbay Batir, Almas
Oulis, Isataysa, Qwan turali cir, Barlausilar vb. siirleri ile milli kahramanlarin miicadelelerinden
soz ederek, yeni nesle milliyetperverlik duygusunu asilamaktadir. Sovyetler birligi doneminde
hakim olan zihniyete ragmen, milli duyguyu 6n planda tuttugu goriilmektedir. Siirlerinde tarihi
verilerden yararlanmakla birlikte giinliik yasamin rutin olaylarini da kiiltiirel unsurlarla pekistirdigi
ortadadir. Boylece milli kiiltiir ve kimlik ekseninde kendine has siir diinyas1 yaratmay1 bagarmistir.

MUHAMMED SALIH’IN SIiRINDEKI
MUHALIF GORUSLERIN INCELENMESI

Ozet. Bu makalede Ozbek sair, Sovyet Ozbek edebiyatindaki “Metaforistler” okulunun iiyesi,
mubhalif ve gd¢men siirinin kurucusu Muhammed Salih siirindeki muhalif goriisler incelenmistir. Bu
meseleyi farkli yonlerden incelemek icin sairin muhalif yondeki siirleri Sovyetler donemindeki
(anti-Sovyetgi goriis) ve Sovyetler sonrasi donemdeki muhalif goriisler (post anti-Sovyetci goriis)
olarak iki doneme ayrilarak incelenmistir. Sair Muhammed Salih siirindeki muhalif motifinin
Kazakistan’daki Ozbek edebiyati arastirmalarinda ilk defa ele alinmasi bu makalenin alana getirdigi
yeniliklerden birisidir.

Makalenin birinci boliimiinde Muhammed Salih’in son 40 yildaki eserlerindeki ana konuya
doniigmiis olan milliyetgilik (Tiirkgiiliik) ve anti-Sovyetgilik meselesi kapsamli olarak incelenmistir.
Birka¢ edebi yontem kullanilarak sairin siirlerindeki anti-Sovyetgilik adindaki muhalefet,
bagimsizlik arzusunun ve egemenligi kazanma gibi fikirlerin hususiyeti ortaya g¢ikarilmistir. Bu
donemde yazilan “Annenin Soyledigi”, “Kafesteki Fare”, “Uyanis” gibi siirlerinde “uyanis” motifi
iizerinde durulmustur. Siirlerin fiziksel ve metafiziksel Ozellikleri tizerinde durulup, sairin
kendisinden onceki Cedit edebiyatinin etkisi ortaya ¢ikarilmistir. Siirlerdeki alegori ve metaforun
edebi estetigi ve 6zelligi, siirin igerdigi mecaz anlamlar1 ele alinmistir. Cedit edebiyatinin kendine
0zgli sembolleri ile motiflerinin sairin siirlerindeki kullanisgi aragtirilmistir.

Makalenin ikinci béliimiinde, Sovyetler sonrasi, modern Ozbekistan Cumbhuriyeti’ndeki
mubhalif siirin 6zglinliigli izerinde durulmustur. Muhammed Salih’in siiri ¢cer¢evesinde bagimsizlik,
sivil toplum, ifade Ozgiirliigli, insan haklar1 gibi fikir ve degerler tahlil edilmistir. Sairin “Garip
Agac¢”, halk diismaninin vatan aski”, “Siirgiindeki Dervisin Duas1” gibi siirlerini 6rnek alarak,
modern Ozbek edebiyatindaki gd¢men edebiyatinin gelisim siireci analiz edilmistir. Muhammed
Salih’in sairlik kimligine 6zgii edebi estetigi ile 6zellikleri genis bir ¢ercevede gosterilmistir. Sairin
yurtdisindaki siyasi ve edebi hayatinin birbirine etkisi karsilastirmali-kiyaslamali ve sinerjik
acilardan incelenmistir.

Muhammed Salih’in muhalif siirinde 6zel 6neme sahip Tiirk birligi ve Tiirkistan bagimsizlig
konular1 milliyetcilik (Tiirkgtilik) yoniindeki siirleri ile birlikte ele alinmistir. Bu sekildeki
calismalar cergevesinde modern Ozbek edebiyatindaki muhalif edebiyatin gelisimine, ele alman
konuya ve meselelere, sivil toplum olusumundaki etkisine analitik tahlil ve tahmin yiirtitiilmiistiir.

Makalede Sovyetler donemindeki ve Sovyetler sonrasi donemdeki muhalif goriislerin
Muhammed Salih yaymlarindaki tezahiirlerine yer yer dikkat g¢ekilmis, siirler cesitli agilardan
arastirilmistir. Adalet yolundaki miicadelesi ve diinyayr tanimaya sagladigi katkis1 da g6z oniinde
bulundurulmustur.

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Protest Scenes in the Poetry of Muhammed Salih

Abstract. This article examines the appearance of protest elements in the poetry of
Muhammed Salih, an Uzbek poet, a representative of the «Metaphorist school» in Soviet Uzbek
literature and the founder of protest and emigration poetry. In order to clarify this issue from all
angles, the poet's protest poems were classified into two macrogroups: Soviet Union period (anti-
Sovietism) and post-Soviet period protest (post-anti-Sovietism). The protest motif in the poet Salih's
poetry can be noted as a new facet of the research work in the context of this article for the first
time in the literature of Kazakhstan.

In the first part of the article, the problem of nationalism (Turkism) and anti-Sovietism, which
have become the main theme in M. Salih's work in the last forty years, was comprehensively
analyzed. By using several literary methods, the characteristics of anti-Soviet protest, longing for
independence and the achievement of sovereignty in the poet's poems were determined. The object
and subject of the leitmotif «awakening» were studied in such poems as «Mother's Word», «Mouse
in the Cage», «Awakening» written in this period. Focusing on the physics and metaphysics of the
poems, the influence of the literature of the modernists before him was discussed. Special attention
was paid to the beauty of allegory and metaphor in his poems and the peculiarity of writing, the
meaning hidden in the surface of his poetry. The use of symbols and motifs characteristic of the
classicist literature in the poet's poems was studied.

In the second part of the article, the feature of protest poetry in the post-Soviet Republic of
Uzbekistan was studied. On the basis of M. Salih's poetry, the expression of critical ideas and
values such as independence, civil society, freedom of speech, and human rights were analyzed.
The process of development of emigration literature in modern Uzbek literature was differentiated
based on the poet's poems such as «Strange tree», «Love of the enemy of the people for the
homeland», «Prayer of the exiled exile». The characteristics of Salih's poetic nature were
comprehensively demonstrated. The influence of the poet's political and literary life in emigration
was analyzed in a comparative and synergistic aspect.

In M. Salih's protest poetry, the themes of Turkish unity and independence of Turkestan,
which are of special importance, are partially connected with his nationalist (Turkish) poems. In the
framework of such studies, an analytical forecast was made for the development of protest literature
in modern Uzbek literature, the topics and issues raised, poetic power, and influence in the
formation of civil society.

The article focuses on the manifestations of protests during the Soviet Union and the post-
Soviet period in M. Salih's works, and his poems are studied from several angles. His struggle for
justice and his contribution to world knowledge were also taken into consideration.

1917 yilindaki Ekim Devrimi’nden sonra Komiinist Parti’nin yazarlara uyguladigi baski,
ozellikle milletin degerlerini yasaklayarak onun yerine rejimin Onerdigi ve 15 cumhuriyete ortak
kavramlar empoze etme ve propagandasini yapma siyaseti, milli edebiyatin yeni edebi yontem ve
tekniklerini ortaya ¢ikartmistir. Yani, Ozbek yazarlar eserlerindeki yazarlik yeteneklerini semboller
ile aktarmaya ve bu yol ile siirin dgelerine gizli anlamlar vermeye ge¢mislerdir. Cesitli baski ve
iskencelerle beraber asir1 sansiir, milli duygu iceren biitiin araclara olan yasaklama, 1956 yilina
kadar edebiyatin biitin mecralarmi etkilemistir [1, s. 390]. Modern Ozbek siirindeki sairlerin
semboller ve metaforlar ile yazmasi veya ifade tarzinin ilk isaretleri 60’11 yillardaki Rauf Parfi ile
baslayan bir grup sairin eserlerinde goriinmeye baslamistir.
Modern Ozbek edebiyatinin segkin sairlerinin i¢ine Rauf Parfi’e ek olarak Abdulla Oripov,
Erkin Voxidov, Hursid Davron, Halimo Hudoyberdiyeva, Oman Matjan, Savkat Rahmon, Usmon
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Azim ve Ozbek siirindeki muhalif edebiyatin 6zelliklerini ortaya koyan, bu arastirmanin inceledigi
sair Muhammed Salih de girmektedir.

Arastirma Yontemi

Arastirmanin materyali olarak Ozbek sair Muhammed Salih’in “Val-Fajr” adindaki
Kazakcaya cevrilmis siir kiilliyatindan yararlanilmistir. Bu kitap 2022 yilinda, bu makalenin
yazarinin terciimesi ile Kazakcaya kazandirilmistir. Bununla beraber, arastirma siirecinde
Muhammed Salih siirlerindeki anti-Sovyetcilik ve post anti-Sovyetgilik izlerini gostermek icin
yazarin siiri ile ilgili ortaya atilmis elestiriler ve teorik metodik yayinlar kullanilmistir. Sairin
siirlerini  tahlil etmek icin kiiltiirel-tarihi, karsilagtirmali-tarihi ve metinlerarast ydntemler
kullanilmustir. Kiiltiirel-tarihi, karsilastirmali-tarihi ve sinerjik yontemler her bir tarihi dénemdeki
siyasi ve edebi siireclerin Muhammed Salih’in eserlerine ne kadar etkide bulundugunu ortaya
cikarmada, metinleraras1 yontem yazarin eserlerindeki metin katmanlarinin ortaya ¢ikarilmasinda ve
sinerjik yontem somiirgeden kurtulduktan sonra onun halk bilinci ve siirdeki etkisini gostermek
i¢cin kullanilmistir.

Sonuglar ve tartisma

Muhammed Salih’in Tiirkistan edebiyatindaki diger sairlerden farki, onun muhalif eserlerinin
ve muhalif yasantisinin Ozbekistan Cumhuriyeti bagimsizlik aldiktan sonra da devam etmesindedir.
“Mubhalif” motifi birbirine sikica bagli birka¢ genel sorunu kapsamasi ile kendini gostermektedir.
Bunlarin arasinda sosyal ve politik esitsizlik, eski geleneklerin baskis1 ve bunun sonuglar [2, s. 58—
59], ozgiirliik ve egemenligin kisitlanmasi yer almaktadir. Iste bu tiir ¢dziimsiiz sorunlarin bir
sonucu olarak, protesto kavrami on plana ¢ikmaktadir. Muhammed Salih’in de eserlerindeki
muhalih gériisleri, Sovyetler Dénemi ve Sovyetler sonrast Ozbekistan Cumhuriyeti’ndeki sosyo-
politik yasamda karsilasilan esitsizlikten dolayr ortaya ¢ikmistir. Kazakistan halk yazari, sair Oljas
Stileymanov, Muhammed Salih’in edebi-siyasi hayati hakkinda “Ben Muhammed Salih’i 80’li
yillarin sonunda SSCB dagilip, sairler siyaset ile hasir nesir olmaya basladigi donemde tanidim.
Yetenekli sair Muhammed Salih yeni, demokrat Ozbekistan’t arzu etti. Ama bu hayaller
cumhuriyetin basinda duran 6nceki yonetim iiyelerinin planlar1 ile uyusmadi. Muhammed Salih
vataninin gelecegine yonelik fikrini degistirmemistir, bu diisiince onun sairlik yetenegine gii¢
vermistir [3, s. 273].” demistir. Modern Ozbek siiri adli “kaganhigin kagan1” olarak kabul edilen
Rauf Parfi, “Ulu Tiirkistan’in dokuz biiyiik nehri vardir. Bu Amu Derya, Sir Derya, bu Abdurrauf
Fitrat Nehri, Abdullah Kadiri Nehri, Abdullah Culpan Nehri, Muhtar Avezov Nehri, Cengiz
Aytmatov Nehri, Olcas Siileymanov Nehri, Muhammed Salih Nehri. Benim damarlarimda bu dokuz
nehrin suyu akar. Bu biiyiik nehirlerin kiyilarinda dolasir hep a¢ muhtag gezerim” [4, s. 19] seklinde
fikir bildirmistir. Biiylik sahsiyetlerle ayn1 derecede olup, Cedit¢iler’in manevi varisi olarak kabul
edilen Muhammed Salih’in eserleri Ozbek milletinin 20. yiizyildaki Firat, Culpan, Kadiri [5, s. 24—
42] gibi bilyiik sahsiyetleri Sovyetler’in, Sovyetler sonrast Ozbekistan Cumhuriyeti’nin agik olarak
elestirilmesi ile 6n plandadir.

Sairin mubhalif eserleri ilk olarak 1985 yili ocak ayinda “Politbiiroya mektup” adli iinlii
manifestosu ile baslamaktadir. Bu eser Ozbek devleti ile beraber, biitiin SSCB’ye biiyiik etki
etmistir. Boylece, esere konu olan sosyal depresyon, sairi siyasete yonlendiren bir faktdr haline
gelmistir. Bu boliimde, sairin muhalif yondeki siirlerinin derinlemesine incelenmesi i¢in Sovyetler
donemi (anti-Sovyet¢ilik) ve Sovyetler sonrast donemi (post anti-Sovyet¢ilik) olarak iki doneme
ayirmak uygun goriinmektedir. Ancak iki donemde de ortak motif ezilen halk ile ezen ise
yonetimdir.

Ozbek Sair Muhammed Salih’in siirine 20. yiizyildaki Ceditgiler’in eserleri ve diisiinceleri
oldukca etki etmistir. Ceditgiler’in Tiirk birligi, Tiirkistan bagimsizlig1 gibi kavramlari, “uyanmak”
ve “uyandirmak” motifleri, onlarin siyasi ve edebi tutumlar1 Muhammed Salih’in “Ananin dedigi”,
“Kafesteki fare”, “Uyanis”, “Sir”, “Tesbihsiz siir”, “Sairin esprisi” gibi siirlerinde tamamen
goriinmektedir. Sairin anti-Sovyet siirindeki mizrak, sivrisinek, biilbiil gibi semboller, yenilenip
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yeni onem ve anlama sahip olmustur. “Garip agag¢”, “Prag hapishanesinde yazilmig bir siir”, “Vatan
Hainin Vatan Sevdas1”, “Siirgiindeki Dervisin Duas1”, “Déniis”, “Vatan Uzere Bir Baris Var,
Savastan Beter” gibi post anti-Sovyetcilik siirlerinin anti-Sovyetgiligin devami oldugu ortaya
konmustur. Sairin eserlerindeki bu doneminde de sivil toplum, ifade 6zgiirliigli, insan haklar ile
birlikte Tiirkistan’in bagimsizligi, Tiirk birligi basta olmak iizere incelenmistir.

1. Muhammed Salih siirlerindeki anti-Sovyetcilik

Muhammed Salih’in 2021 yilinda “Yitik Sifa” yaynevinden ¢ikmus olan * Imperativ” adl
kitabinda siirlerin siyasilestirilmesi siireci ayrintili olarak incelenmistir. Yazar bu kitabinda Edgar
Allan Poe yontemi ile kendi eserlerini kendisi analiz etmistir. Burada genel olarak siirlerin anlami
anlagilir olsa da, sair kisitlamanin yeni anlamlar dogurdugunu one siirmektedir [6, S. 176]. Yani,
80’li yillardan itibaren siyasilesmis eserlerin kavramsal 6zelligini kaybetmedigi ve duygusal cosku
seviyesinin diismedigi goriilmektedir.

Milliyetcilik (Tiirkgiiliik) ve anti-Sovyetgilik yazarin son 40 yildaki eserlerinin ana konusu
haline gelmistir. Anti-Sovyetcilik ile anti-Komiinizm’i degismekte olan ideolojiden korunma
ideolojisi [7, s. 197] olarak kabul etmek miimkiindiir.

Sairin Sovyet ordusunun saflarindaki askeri yasami dogasini tamamen degistirdi. Sair
askerdeki Rus sovanizm seklini goriip, ona karsi miicadelenin ilk tecriibesini de burada yasamistir.
Daha sonra bu tecriibe Muhammed Salih’in eserlerini de etkilemis, Ceditciler’den sonraki atesli
anti-Sovyetci sahsiyete donlismiistiir. Aradan yillar gegip, bagimsizlik kazanildiktan sonra da Salih
mubhalif siyasi-edebi yasamini siirdiirmiistiir. Bunun sebeplerinden biri, bagimsizlik kazanmis olan
Tirkistan tilkelerinin Sovyet ideolojisinden vazgegmemeleri olmustur. Somiirgeden ¢ikan iilkelerin
neosOmiirgecilik siyaseti Muhammed Salih’in hayal ettigi bagimsizlik degildir. Amcak bugiine
kadar Bati’da hala popiiler olan post-Somiirgecilik Rusya’nin edebi haritasinda yaygin degildir [8].
Tiirkistan {lkelerinin neo-Somiirgecilik’i konusu {izerinde bir sonraki bolimde durulacaktir. Bu
boliimde Sovyet iktidarinin Kolonizm’e karst direnis kavraminin gosterildigi Muhammed Salih
siirleri tizerinde durulmaktadir.

Sovyet ideolojisi, Tiirkistan iilkelerinin kolonilesmesinde ve koloni olarak tutulmasinin tek
aract olmustur. Bu tek araca kars1 ¢ikan, egemenligi talep eden, binlerce kisi bu ideoloji yolunda
olmiis, sehit olmustur. Bunlardan biri, Cedit¢i, Ozbek sair Aldulhamit Culpan’dir [5, s. 25].
Ceditcilerin manevi miras¢ist Muhammed Salih’in anti-Sovyetci siirlerinin analizine Culpan’a
adadig siirinden baglamak dogru olacaktir.

Ceditgiler’in ortak amaci Tiirkistan’in 6zgilirligli, Sovyetler’e karst durmak, Tiirkistan’in
bagimsizligina ulagsmasi, Tiirk birligi arzusu olmustur. Bu yol i¢in hareketi farz olarak kabul eden
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sairin hayati, siirinden farkli olmamistir. Aslinda, Muhammed Salih i¢in bu yol bagimsizliga kadar
da, bagimsizliktan sonra da bu sikintili olmustur. Ama bu yol halkin 6zgiirligiine kap1 agan yoldur.
Yani 19. Yiizyilin sonu ile 20. Yiizyilin basindaki Ozbek edebiyati “milli uyanis edebiyat1” [9, s.
97] olmustur.

Tiirk birligi, Tiirkistan bagimsizligi gibi diisiincelerin tamaminda Altay’dan Anadolu’ya kadar
olusan bazi motifler vardir. Bunlardan biri uyanis motifidir. Kazak bozkirinda “Uyan Kazak”
slogani ile 6ne ¢ikmis, Oguzlar ve Karluklar edebiyatinda da goriindiigii bugiine kadar birka¢ kez
sOylenmis, yazilmis ve etraflica analiz edilmistir. Bu arastirmada da bu motife tim yonleri ile
bakilacaktir.

Muhammed Salih’in siirlerinde uyanmak motifini tahlil etmeden 6nce, uyanis siirecinin nasil
basladigina bakmakta fayda vardir. Uyanis siireci, A ve B noktalar1 frekanslarindan ulasilan netice
“uyanan” obje, “uyandiran” subjedir. Yani uyumakta olan insani, kendi istegi olmadan uyandirmak
icin dis faktorlerin etki etmesi lazimdir. Tiirkistan edebiyatinda uyanisi simgelemek igin sivrisinek,
mizrak, biilbiil gibi kavramlar kullanildig:1 bilinmektedir. Buradaki temel husus uyandirilmasi
istenen kisinin uyandirilmasi ya da uyanmasidir.

Sairin Sovyetler donemi ya da anti-Sovyetgilik donemlerinde kullandigr “uyanmak” motifi iki
alt gruba ayrilarak incelenebilir. Onlar “uyandiran” ve “uyanan” gruplaridir. Muhammed Salih
klasik Tiirkistan edebiyatindaki “mizrak ile diirtse de, yatiyorsun Kazak uyanmadan” dedigi gibi
siirecin kendisini degil, sebeplerini dile getirmektedir. Ornegin sakiyip yorulan biilbiiliin sonunda
fareye donilismesinin okuyuculari da diisiindiirmesi miimkiindiir.

Siirin yapisindan ‘uyandirict konusu artik ‘uyandirici durumunda olmadigr goriinmektedir.
Daha dogrusu, fare artik hi¢ kimseyi uyandiramamaktadir. Bununla birlikte, “ayak altinda
dolaniyor” sdyleminin ifadesinden fareye doniismeden, biilbiiliin de insanlarin ayaga kaldirdigini
gormekteyiz. “Ayak alt1” ile “dolanmak” hareketi bir mekanda birka¢ hareketin yaganmakta
oldugunu bildirir. Yani, klasik edit¢i Tiirkistan edebiyatinda uyandirici konumunda olan biilbiil belli
bir derecede insanlar1 uyandirabilmistir. Yoksa, Cedit¢i biilbiiliin fareye doniistiigiinii uyanmayan
insan nereden bilsin. Ancak, en onemli mesele bu degildir. En 6nemlisi uyanan insanlarin,
“uyandig1i mekan” nasil olmali? Uyanan insanin bagimsiz ve egemen bir devlette uyanmadigi
kesindir. Eger boyle oldugunu hesaba katarsak, biilbiil hi¢bir zaman fareye doniismezdi. Burada
biilbiil ile farenin konumuna dikkat ¢cekmemiz dogru olacaktir. Biilbiil yiiksekte, fare asagidadir.
Yani, yiiksegi arzulayarak uyanan insanlar gozlerini agtiklarinda hala asagida olduklarin
bilmislerdir. Sair bunu fare sembolii ile anlatmistir. Psikolojik olarak farenin goriiniisii, onun yapisi
ve soguklugu alacakaranligi hatta karanligi simgeler. Yani, sairin soyledigine goére uykudakiler
karanlik ya da dar bir yerde uyanmiglardir. Bu “uyanis” siirinden de gortilmektedir.

Siirin metafizigine bakildiginda “uyandirc1” durumundaki biilbiiliin ruhu uyananin viicuduna
gecip, bedeni fareye doniistiiglinii sdylemek miimkiindiir. Fare sembolii ise uyanan insanlarin
gozlerini karanlik mekanda agtiklarini gostermektedir. Hatta onlarin safagi da karanliktir. Bu
karanligin Sovyetler’in baskis1 ve zulmii oldugu anlasilmaktadir. Ceditgiler’in mizrak ile diirterek
sivrisinek gibi ses ¢ikararak biilbiil gibi sakiyarak uyandirdigi insanlarin bundan sonraki amaci
miras1 devam ettirmek, Tirkistan’in bagimsizligi yolunda can vermektir. Burada siki sansiir ve
baskict ideolojinin kiskacindan ¢ikarip ozgiirliigii halk arasinda nasil ogiitlemek miimkiindiir?
sorusu ortaya ¢ikabilir. Hi¢bir zaman ¢ikilamayacak gibi goriinen bir zindanin dibinde egemenlik
hakkinda diisiinmek sadece sairin yapabilecegi bir istir. Onun “Sir” adli siirinde:

Siirde goriildiigii gibi “agz1 kulaginda olan” insanin “bagimsizliga ne zaman, hangi saatte”
ulasacagini bilmekten daha biiyiik nasil bir mutlulugu olabilir? Ustelik bu Tiirkistan dzgiirliigiidiir.
Bu bakimdan baktigimizda, Anadolu’daki iinlii sair Ziya Gokalp’in “Vatan ne Tiirkiye’dir Tiirkler’e
ne Tiirkistan/Vatan biiyiik ve miiebbet bir iilkedir, Turan” [10, S. 195] seklindeki dizeleri ile
Muhammed Salih’in de gorlisii uyusmaktadir. Bu hususta Muhammed Salih siirlerinin yapisina,
yani eserlerindeki anlatim bi¢iminin 6zelliklerine de deginilmesi gerekmektedir. “Sir” adli siirinde
olaylar “ben, sen, o” smirindan asip, dordiincli bir boyutta meydana gelmektedir. Giinliimiizde
dordiincli boyuta hangi ismin verilmesi gerektigi hakkinda kesin sonuca ulasilamamistir. Sadece
dikkatlice okundugunda olaylarin birinci taraf ile dordiincii taraf arasinda gectigini gormek
miimkiindiir. Ikinci taraf ise olaylarin sahididir. Bunun gibi hususlara Muhammed Salih’in
eserlerinde ¢okga rastlanmaktadir. Bunu Fransiz filozof Michel Foucault’un felsefi gortslerini
dikkate alarak yasanilmakta olan yerin ayni zamanda hem mitolojik hem de gercek ¢ekisme alani
oldugunu One siirerek “heteretopik taraf” ya da “heterotopik mekan” [11, s. 197] olarak
adlandirilmasi 6nerilmektedir. Dordiincii taraf meselesinin de incelenmesi gerekmektedir.
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Klasik kavramlara karsi ¢ikmak ya da muhalefet etmek belli bir diizeyde slogan atmak ya da
lirik kahramanin kahramanliginin 6ne ¢gikarmakla sinirli kalir. Yine de sanatin hepsi bir muhalefet
olsa bile muhalefetin hepsini sanat olarak kabul edemeyiz. Bu hususta, muhalefet etmenin sadece
slogan atmak olmadigini Muhammed Salih siirleri vasitasiyla okurlara ispatlamak istemistir. Sair
mubhalifligi, ironi yontemi ile ortaya koymaktadir. Yani saire gore artik uyananlar, ne olursa olsun
bir daha uyuyamayacak durumda olanlardir. Onlar, kendilerinden ister giicii ister isi bakimindan
olsun, biiylik olan imparatorlugu bir anda yikamasalar da onunla dalga gegebilirler. Bu tiir
mubhalefet, dili ironi ile kullanabilen postmodernistlere 6zgii bir ydntemdir [12, s. 15] Ornegin sairin
“Tesbihsiz siir” adl1 siirinde

O tevazu sebebiyle yalniz,

Gizlenmez zenginligi, mali ardina.

O bizden insanca gizlenir,

Mesela, kendi sakali ardina. [3, s. 233]
Diyerek kecinin sakali gibi sakali olan Lenin ile dalga gegmektedir.

Eger moda degilse birakmak sakal,

Biiyiik i¢in yeter basit bir biyik

Bize su biyik da agir gelirse,

O kas1 ardina gizlenir derhal. [3, s. 233].

Bu dortliikkte siyah biyikli Stalin ile giir kasli Brejnev’i betimledigi anlasilmaktadir. Sakal,
biyik, kas sembollerini kullanarak “Tesbihsiz siir” adli siirinde essiz benzetmeler yarattigini
gormekteyiz. Bu semboller vasitast ile sair Lenin’ci Komiinist Parti’nin insanlar1 ile alay
edilebilecegini gostermistir. Kizil Sovyetler’In kisir ideolojisini empoze edip, ayrica bu dénemin
komtinist insanmin imajimi betimleyen “Sairin esprisil siiri de alayli {islubun en Onemli
orneklerindedir.

Incelenen siirler {izerinden Muhammed Salih’in eserleri anti-Sovyetcilik’in oldukca yiiksek
seviyede oldugunu gérmek miimkiindiir. Semboller ile siislenen “Val-Fajr”, “Kus ile Sohbet”,
“Sovyet Kisisinin Giindemi” ve bunun gibi pek cok siiri ayr1 ayri incelemeye degerdir. Bu
makalede anti-Sovyet edebiyatindaki bazi klasik kavramlarin Muhammed Salih eserlerindeki
yenilenmis sekli tahlil edilmeye c¢alisilmistir. Bu sayede anti-Sovyeg¢ilik’in ne kadar yazildigini,
arttigin1 ve gelistigini tahmin edebilir.

2. Muhammed Salih siirlerindeki post anti-Sovyet¢ilik

Rus Imparatorlugu’nun manevi olarak da ¢okmesini Hegel felsefesi biiyiik dl¢iide etkilemistir.
Hegel’den sonra Karl Marks ile Engels ¢ikmis, o ikisinden sonra ise yikilan imparatorlugun yerine
Lenin gelmistir. Boylelikle somiirgeciligin yeni devri baslamistir. Komiinist ideoloji Tiirkistan
iilkelerini somiirme aracina donlismiistiir. Anti-somiirgeciligin temsilcileri kendi Omiirlerini
sOmiirgeci siyasete karst c¢ikmaya adamislardir. Sonunda Muhammed Salih’in ifadesi ile
zincirlerinden kurtularak Tiirkistan cografyasindaki halklar bagimsizliklarin1 kazanmiglardir. Daha
dogrusu bagimsizliklarin1 kazandiklari kabul edilmektedir. Somiirgecilikten kurtulan devletler,
bagimsizliklarimi kazandiklar1 giinden itibaren neo-somiirgecilik ile karsilasmislardir. Muhammed
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Salih edebi ve siyasi hayatinin bir kismini somiirgecilige yani Sovyet ideolojisine karsi olarak
gecirmisse, kalan kismini neo-sémiirgecilige karsi durmaya adamasi gerekmistir. Yoksa bagimsiz
devletin somiirgecilikten kurtulasi gelmemistir. Somiirge olarak serbest kalmay1 uygun gérmiistiir.
Bu Sovyet ideolojisinin belli bir kisminin bagimsiz devletlerde hala devam etmesiydi.

20. yiizyilin ortalarinda ortaya ¢ikan somiirgecilik sistemini diinya ¢apinda goriilmiis ve buna
ragmen tiim {ilkeler bagimsizliklarini ilan etmislerdir. Ancak somiirgecilik hala vardi. Bu tez
giinlimiiz diinya sisteminde neo-somiirgeciligin temel ekonomik belirtilerinin korunmasi ile
aciklanmaktadir. Bunun i¢in de iiretim ile kapitalin bir yere toplanmasi neticesinde monopolinin
olusmasi sanayi ve bankacilik kapitalinin ortaya ¢ikmasi oligarsinin olusmasi kapitali ihra¢ etme
ivmesinin artmasi, kapital saatlerinin monopolik Orgiitlerinin olusmas: [13, s. 96-97] neo-
somiirgeciligin belirtileri idi. Bununla birlikte milli devlet kavraminin ortadan kalkmasi, devlet
egemenliginin yipranmasi ve cesitli gayrt resmi ve resmi yapilarin bununla birlikte yeni
medeniyetler ile devletin bolgeleri gibi baska da olusumlarin ortaya ¢ikmasi neo-sdmiirgeciligin bir
gostergesi idi. Tiirkistan iilkeleri bagimsizliklarini kazansalar da yukarida bahsedilen problemler ile
kars1 karsiya kalmiglardir. En acis1 da neticede zarar goren halk idi. Sadece sonunda degil biitlin
siire¢ boyunca, acilar ile azaplar1 halk cekmistir. Bu Sovyet ideolojisinin mirasgilart igin
zenginlesmenin essiz bir yoluna doniismiistiir. Somiirgeciligin kiskacindan perisan halde kurtulan
halki kimse diisiinmemistir. Bu donemde Muhammet Salih eserlerinin yeni devri baslamistir. Yeni
devir siirlerindeki post anti-Sovyetcilik’i tahlil etmek icin tarihi-siyasi olaylari, kronolojik siraya
gore karsilastirmak icap etmistir.

Muhammed Salih, 1991 y1l1 aralik ayinda Ozbekistan’daki cumhurbaskanlig1 se¢iminde Islam
Karimov’un tek rakibi olmustur. Resmi bilgilere gore ylizde 12.7 oy alan Salih se¢imi kaybetmistir
[3, s. 13]. Se¢imden sonra Salih ve onun taraftarlar1 kovusturmaya ugramislardir. Muhalif gazeteler
kapatilip, imtiyaz sahiplerine dava agilmistir. Muhammed Salih uluslararas: orgiitlerin yardimi ile
dort giin sonra serbest birakilmistir. 1992 yilinin 2 temmuzunda Muhammed Salih kovusturmalara
kars1 ¢ikar ve onun milletvekilligi diistiriiliir. Ancak 1993 yilinin nisan ayinda tekrar tutuklanarak
devlete hainlik yapti1 diye suclanir. Uluslararasi orgiitlerin miidahalesiyle cok ge¢cmeden Taskent
disina ¢ikmamak sarti ile tahliye edilir. Boylece Muhammed Salih zorunlu bir sekilde 6nce Bakii’ye
oradan da Tiirkiye’nin o donemdeki cumhurbagkaninin daveti ile Anadolu’ya go¢ eder. Ancak
Muhammed Salih Tiirkiye’de de uzun siire kalmaz. 1994 yilinda Tiirkiye’den Almanya’ya, ondan
sonra Romanya, Bulgaristan ve Ukrayna’ya stirtiliir.

Sairin edebi kronolojisine dikkatle bakildiginda, 1990 yilindan itibaren edebiyattan
uzaklasmaya basladig1 goriilmektedir. Bunun en temel sebebi, sairin 1990 yilindan bugiine kadar,
edebiyattan ziyade siyaset ile ilgilenmesidir. Gergekiistii sebebi ise dogup biiylidiigii topraklardan,
uzaklasan sair tipki kokiinden uzaklastirilan agac gibi olmustur. Biz bunu sairin 1994 yilinda
yazdig1 “Garip Aga¢” adli siirinden fark etmekteyiz.

Siirden goriildiigii iizere sair sadece Tirkistan’da yetisen garip agacin, atayurdu disinda bir
yerde meyve vermeyecegini yazar. Hatta sozlerinin siir olarak kafiyeli yazilmadigini 6ne siirer. Sair
icin once vatan lazimdir. Vatanin 1lik havasi lazimdir. Ulkesinin yarin1 igin ¢alisan sairin
Sovyetler’in mirasgilarina karst muhalefeti boyle baslar. Biz bunu sairin siirlerindeki post anti-
Sovyetcilik olarak adlandirdik. Sairin siirlerindeki post anti-Sovyetcilik’in tamamiyla yurtdiginda
gerceklestigine de dikkat gekmek gerekir. Yani Muhammed Salih Ozbek edebiyatinda sadece post
anti-Sovyetgilik’in  degil, aym1 zamanda da go¢men edebiyatinin da giiglii bir temsilcisi
sayllmaktadir. Bu bakimdan ele alininca Muhammed Salih siirlerindeki post anti-Sovyet¢ilik ile
birlikte gog siirlerini de incelememiz gerekmektedir.

Bes sene sinir disi edildikten sonra 1999 yilinda Tiirkiye’ye donen Muhammed Salih,
Taskent’te meydana gelen patlamadan dolayr suglanmig ve giyabinda 15 yil hapis cezasina
carptirilmistir. Daha sonra Salih’in bu sugla herhangi bir baglantisinin olmadigi kanitlanmis ve
aklanmistir. 2021 yilinin 28 kasiminda Azatlik Radyosu’nun davetiyle Salih Amsterdam’dan Prag’a
gelmistir. Ancak Prag havalimaninda Ozbek hiikiimetinin istegi iizerine tutuklanmigtir. Onu bir
zamanlar Cek Cumhurbaskan1 Vatslav Gavel’in tutuklu kaldigi Pankrak Hapishanesi’ne
kapatmiglardir. Toplumun biiyiik tepkisine ragmen Prag Il Mahkemesi 30 kasimdaki durusmada
Muhammed Salih’i daha sonra Ozbekistan’a iade etmek iizere 40 giinliigiine hapse mahkim
etmistir.

“New York Times” gazetesinin gazetecisi Piter Grin, Muhammet Salih ile goriismesi
hakkinda, Pankrak Hapishanesi’nden sunlar1 yazmistir:

Pankrak Hapishanesi’nin goriisme odasindaki (beyaz badana ile boyanmis) sallanan masada,
yipranmis hapishane kiyafeti ile kendi halkinin iinlii sairi oturuyordu. Onun bas tarafindaki tellerin
arasinda bulutlu gokyiiziiniin bir kismi1 goziikiiyordu [3, s. 14].

Sair ise bu donemi, su sekilde betimlenistir:

Biilbiiliin yerine kargalar 6tiip, diismani giildiigli zaman yaradan, saire destek vermis gibi olur.
Daha sonra sehir mahkemesi Ozbek tarafinin sundugu materyallerin hepsinin siyasilestirildigini 6ne
siirerek, Muhammed Salih’i Ozbekistan’a iade etmeye vazgegcmeye karar almistir. Hapisten
ciktiktan sonra Cek cumhurbaskani onu goriismeye davet edip, Salih’i Cek Devleti’nin sugsuz yere
tutuklamasindan dolay1, 6ziir dilemistir.

Kovusturmadan bast kurtulamayan Muhammed Salih’e bugiine kadar ii¢ defa suikast
diizenlemistir. U¢ defa Muhammed Salih’i planl bir sekilde 6ldiirmeye tesebbiis edilmistir. Ancak
bunun hepsine ragmen sag kalmistir. 2017 yilinmn eyliil ayinin baginda Interpol Muhammed Salih’i
arananlar listesinden ¢ikartmistir[3, s. 14]. Sair 2018 yilinda yillardir golgesi gibi pesini birakmayan
giivenlik teskilatina ithatken “Vatan Hainin Vatan Sevdasi1” siirini yazmistir:

Giivenlik Hizmeti iyice dinle

Vatan Hainiyim yurtdan uzakta

Bilin ki sOyleyecek bir giin sairler

Hainlerin Vatan sevgisi hakkinda [3, s. 256].

Gegen yiizyilldaki kizil imparatorlugunun mirascilar1 kendi vatanina sigdirmadigi halk
diismaninin iilkesine olan agki ile ilgili ciltler dolusu efsaneye engel olamamistir. Agizdan agiza
Muhammed Salih ile ilgili ve onun vatanina olan agk1 hakkinda pek ¢ok efsane vardir.

Sovyetler Birligi dagildigi sirada somiirgecilikten kurtulan halki kucaklayarak sair, Sovyet
ideolojisine kargt muhalefetim bitti diye diistinmiistiir belki. Ancak her sey bitti dedigi anda
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baslamistir. Sovyetler Birligi’ne karsi muhalefeti, daha sonra Ozbekistan hiikiimetine karsi
mubhalefete doniismiistiir. Yillardir evsiz, barksiz iilkeden iilkeye go¢ ederek dolagsa da siyasi ve
edebi konularda yazmaya devam eden sairin, 1990 yilindan sonraki edebi faaliyetleri gogmen olarak
yasadig1 donemde gelismistir. Yukarida da bahsettigimiz gibi bagimsizlik dénemindeki Ozbek
edebiyatinda Muhammed Salih’in post anti-Sovyet¢ilik’i go¢ ile ikiz kavram haline gelmistir.
Sairinde kendisinin sevdigi iilkesinde adalet ve esitlik olusmaymnca vatanina doénmeyi utang
saymigtir. Hatta bu miicadelesinin ebediyen silirecegine inanmistir, 6rnegin “Siirgiindeki Dervisin
Duas1” adl1 siirini ele alalim:

Yurdumda adalet olmazsa baki,

Rabbim, bu kuluna huzur buyurma,

Zuliim devam ederken yurdumda ta ki,

Mazlum makamindan beni ayirma!

Dilimi 6ttiirme Ey Yaradanim,

Hakikati sdylemek miimkiin degilse,

Ta ki halkim ayak altinda iken,

Bana haram olsun Vatana donmek! [3, s. 260].

Sairin siirini okurken kendi diislincesi ve kararlarindan hi¢bir zaman vazgegmeyen bir insan
oldugunu goriiyoruz.

Hirsiz dondii, veledi zinalar dondii,
Donmedi vatana yalniz M.Salih! [3, s. 261].

30 yila yakin zaman igerisinde Salih’ten baska herkesin iilkesine dondiigiinii yazar. Sadece

kendisinin iilkesinden uzakta olmasi canini acitir. Ancak Salih bey iilkesine donerse:
Baht kusu dolanip ugmaz basimda,
Fakat bak ayaktayim, biraderim bil!
Necmeddin Kiibradek yetmis yasimda,
Savaga doniiyorum, Vatan’a degil! [3, s. 261] diyecektir.

Sairin vatanina henliz donmedigine bakilirsa, o mekinda bugiine kadar “adaletin safag
sokmemis” demektedir.

Bu hususta dikkat c¢ekilmesi gereken bir baska mesele ortaya c¢ikmaktadir. Yukarida
sOylendigi gibi, post anti-Sovyet¢ilik, anti-Sovyet¢ilik’in devamidir. Demek, baz1 kavramlar her iki
gruba da ortak olmustur. Ornegin birinci béliimde dikkat ¢ekilen uyanma motifi, sairin siirlerinde
bagimsizlik sonrasinda da kendini gdstermistir. Birinci boliimde tahlil edilen “Kafesteki Fare” ve
“Uyanis” siirlerinin devami olarak huzur var iilkemde savastan daha tehlikeli adli siirini incelemek
miimkiindiir. Fakat oncelikle, Muhammed Salih siirlerindeki uyanis motifinin kronolojisini tekrar
olusturmak gerekir. Fareye doniisen biilbiiliin halkin belli bir kismini, daha dogrusu Ceditgiler’den
sonraki entelektiielleri uyandirdigin1 bilmekteyiz. Onlar kendilerini uyandiran subjenin artik
uyandiran statiisiinde olmadigini goriirler. Kendilerinin umdugu mekanda uyanmamiglardir. Yani
uyanan ile uyandiran, nesne ile subjenin zamani1 degisse de mekan1 degismemistir. Iste bu yiizden
giile asik biilbiil fareye doniistir. Dar ve karanlik yerde gozlerini acan entelektiieller bayragi kendi
ellerine alip halkin uykudaki kismini uyandirma isine koyulmus. Uyandirma siirecinin ikinci
donemi Ozbekistan Cumhuriyeti’nin bagimsizligini ilan ettigi doneme denk gelir. Yani uyandirma
vazifesi biilbiile degil, fareye de degil, karanlikta uyanan insanlara verilir. Bundan sonraki siiregte
Ceditgiler’in kusunun uyandirdigi insanlarin halki uyandirmasi gerekir. Béylece uyanma motifinin
kronolojisini olusturduktan sonra bu siirecin Muhammed Salih’in siirlerindeki yansimasina dikkat
cekelim.

Sairin siirlerindeki “uyandiric1” duruma sahip insanlarin 30 yi1l boyunca hi¢c kimseyi
uyandiramadigin1 gormekteyiz. Hatta uyandiramadiklari i¢in sair, rahatsizlik duymaktadir. “Huzur
Var Ulkemde Savastan da Tehlikeli” adl1 siirinde savastan daha kotii bir sessizligin iilkesini isgal
ettigini, hatta Yurdunun gelecegin, Tiirk birligini, Tiirkistan’in 6zgirliigiinii disiinerek kederlenen
insanlarin bu keder karsisinda sagliklarimin da iyi oldugunu sdylemektedir. Fakat siiri asiri
duygusallik ile degil, sogukkanlilikla ve akilla tekrar okursak, halkin uykuda da olsa yasamakta
oldugunu goriiriiz. Yasamakta olan herhangi bir halk, uyanmaya ihtiya¢ duymayabilir. Yani
Tiirkistan halki uyanmadan da yasayabilir. Zira onlarin 6liime benzer giiliisii ve cenazeye benzer
sevinci vardir. Boyle bir davranis tabi ki iktidardakilerin de isine gelmektedir. Ciinkii uykudaki halk
en giivenli sermayedir. Onlar1 uyutmaya devam etmek kolelikten kurtulup millet olmasini
saglamamak neo-somiirgeciligin belirtilerinden biridir.

Muhammed Salih kendi iilkesinin bagimsizligin1 kazanmasina ragmen, hala Rusya’nin
etkisinden kurtulamamasina iiziiliir ve utanir. “1989-2019” adli siirinde Ozbekler’in 30 yillik
hayatin1 degerlendirmeye ¢alismistir:

Biri bana gelip, otuz yil evvel,
«Otuz yildan sonra da Ozbekistan’a
Bereket gelmeyecek» deseydi eger,
Inanabilir miydim ben bu insana?

«Daha da sefil, bas1 daha da egik,
Olacak halkinin» deseydi eger...
«Degil ogullari, torunlar1 da

Harig de, kolelikte 6lecek» deseydi!

«Milletin utanip Ozbek’liginden,
Kimligini gizleyip derbeder,

Is i¢in miiracaat edecek,

«Siz» leyerek Rus kopegine, [3, S. 261].

Kendi devletinde kazandiklar ile gecinemeyen halkin ¢alismak i¢in yurtdigina akin etmesi,
sadece Ozbekler’e degil somiirgeden ¢ikan biitiin Tiirkistan devletlerinin halkina ortak bir olgudur.
Siirdeki Ozbek kelimesinin yerine Kirgiz, Kazak gibi sdmiiriilen herhangi bir halkin adin
koyarsaniz, higbir sey degismeyecektir. Somiirgeciligin simdiki tiirli neo-somiirgecilik, halk: sosyal-
psikolojik agidan fakir tutmasi ile kendi degerini kaybetmemistir.

Sonuc¢

Ozbek sair Muhammed Salih’in “Val-Fajr” adli kitabindaki muhalif yénde yazilmis olan
siirleri tahlili sonucunda 20. yiizyildaki Ceditgiler’in eserleri ile fikirlerinin 6nemli derecede etki
ettigi ortaya ¢ikmistir. Ceditgiler’in Tiirk birligi, Tiirkistan bagimsizlig1 gibi kavramlart Muhammed
Salih’in edebi ve siyasi hayatinin temel taslarina dontismiistiir.

Sairin anti-Sovyet siirindeki “tigqan”, “qara tafi”, “sir” gibi sembollerin yeni 6nem ve anlama
sahip oldugu metinler aras1 yontem ile ortaya ¢ikarilmistir. Sovyet donemindeki siirlerin tahlili

“kisitlamalarin yeni bir anlam dogurdugunu” giiclii kanitlar ile ortaya ¢ikarilmis. Ornegin, yazar
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“fare” sembolii lizerinden gilizel giinlerin heniliz gelmedigini, “kara sabah” tasviri lizerinden
somiirgecilik unsurlarinin halk belleginde saglam bir sekilde kaldigini gostermektedir. “Sir”
iizerinden ise hala devam etmekte olan Sovyet doneminin mitik ve gergekei tartigsmalarini
heterotopik agidan aciklamistir.

Muhammet Salih’in siirleri modern Ozbek siirindeki muhalif ve go¢ siirleri kapsaminda ele
alinmis, sairin, post anti-Sovyet¢ilik siirleri kiiltiirel-tarihi, karsilastirmali metotlarla tahlil
edilmistir. Sovyetler Birligi’ne iiye lilkelerin somiirgecilie maruz kaldigr ve bagimsizliklarini
kazandiktan sonra da sOmiirgeciligin belirtilerinin halkin milli hafizas1 ile psikolojisinde yer
edinmeye devam ettigi, Muhammed Salih’in siirleri {izerinden gdzler Oniine serilmistir. Bu

baglamda sairin “Garip Agac”, “Prag Hapishanesinde Yazilmis Bir Siir”, “Vatan Hainin Vatan
Sevdas1”, “Siirgiindeki Dervisin Duas1”, “Déniis”, “Vatan Uzere Bir Baris Var, Savastan Beter”,
“1989-2019” adli post anti-Sovyetcilik siirleri somiirgecilige karsi ¢ikma, yani anti-Sovyetgilik’in
devami olarak degerlendirilmistir.

Sairin bu donemdeki siirlerinde de sivil toplum, ifade 6zgiirliigli, insan haklar ile birlikte
Tiirkistan’1n bagimsizlig1 ve Tiirk birligi en 6nemli konular olarak ortaya ¢ikmaktadir.

Sonug olarak Muhammed Salih’in biitin hayatt boyunca yaptigi c¢aligmalarin ideolojik
omurgasi milliyet¢ilik, tavizsiz anti- Sovyetgilik ve post anti-Sovyetgilik olmustur. Dolayisiyla
Ozbek Ceditgileri sonrast milli uyamsin ikinci dalgast Muhammed Salih’in adi ve eserleri ile
damgalanmustir.

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The Problem of Improving the Competence of Schools and Teachers
in the Context of Digital Education

Abstract. Digitalization in the field of education has added the information and
communication competence of a teacher to the number of professional requirements for teachers.
The article considers the importance of the digital school and the digital competencies of teachers in
digital education, based on state programmes and a survey conducted by the authors among the
subject teachers involved in the implementation of trilingual education in secondary education
institutions. The opinions of subject teachers about the role of digital learning technologies in the
educational process, its application, the digital competence of the teacher, the organization of
advanced training in informative-communicational technologies (ICT) are analyzed on the basis of
the survey results. The authors note the infrastructural, technological and professional gaps that
arise in the conditions of digital education, justifies that the use of digital technologies in the
educational process requires the development of a special digital concept at school and its
systematic, systematic, phased implementation. Three practical steps are proposed to improve the
professional qualifications of teachers in the conditions of digital education.

In order to implement teaching and learning using digital learning technologies, it is necessary
to coordinate these processes and integrate them into the daily life of the school. Here the necessity
of developing a framework plan for the development of media education is justified.

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QUANTITATIVE MORPHOLOGY MODEL OF CHILDREN'S LITERATURE
AND TEXTBOOKS OF PRIMARY SCHOOL

Abstract. The article defines a quantitative morphological model of children's literature and
primary school textbooks. Quantitative morphological model of children's literature and primary
school textbooks in primary school involves intensive development of speech, intellectual, creative
abilities of the student, gaining knowledge about the structure and functions of language as a
communicative system, the formation of skills and abilities of full, competent use of the richness of
the native language in speech practice.

The assimilation of information for teaching and developing a quantitative morphological
model of children's literature and primary school textbooks has a great impact on the overall
development of students, contributes to the intellectual development of students, creates favorable
conditions for the formation of theoretical thinking of children. Allows you to use grammar lessons
to master the numerical morphological model of children's literature and elementary school
textbooks in elementary school. Traditionally, the problem of continuity and prospects is considered
primarily at the level of methods of organizing training at related stages. For primary schools, the
emergence of educational standards, changes in the leading learning goals, the predominance of a
personality-oriented approach, taking into account the psychological and age-related features of
children's development, certain mental functions of various age periods, the possibilities of
formation of neoplasms, as well as the role of leading activities in their formation, are of particular
importance in building a learning system.

Introduction

By the time entering a school children-speakers of all languages, including Kazakh, master
the main kernel of the grammatical system of the native language. Linguistic goal of the primary
school teaching in grammar is that, on the one hand, to carry out normalizing correction of
assimilated grammatical material in preschool period, and on the other hand - to develop this
system. The construction and concrete grammar material filling the texts of textbooks and children’s
literature together with organization of the native language grammar studying plays the significant
role here [1].

In connection with it the particular tasks of this article are to conduct a linguistic and
statistical analysis of quantitative data obtained from the results of quantitative (statistical)
development of texts of textbooks and children’s literary texts and reveal the dynamics of the
development of the quantitative-grammatical system of children's books and textbooks [2].

- to carry out a comparison of the results of grammatical statistics of fiction and nonfiction
texts;

- to compare the dynamics of quantitative characteristics of children's literature and books
with the seven years children’s knowledge entering the first grade, and third graders;

- to evaluate the level of impact of children's literature and books for normalization and
development of the use of mother tongue grammar ofprimary school age Kazakh students.

The textbook differs from other publications in the following different features:

- firstly, its functions;

- secondly, the content;

- third, special requirements for the text;

- fourth, it has a special structure.

One of the channels for improving the methodology of teaching the Kazakh language is
recognized as the writing and development of textbooks of the Kazakh language. There is a theory
of creating a textbook. When creating new textbooks, advanced teaching practices and the theory of
textbook creation are taken as a basis. When analyzing the system-structural features of textbooks
of the Kazakh language, textbook theory reveals certain patterns.

In the system-structural features of the Kazakh language textbook, the main requirement of
didactics is the consistent allocation of sections, chapters, topics, paragraphs. The general theory of
the textbook deals with the study of the most universal principles of textbook creation and logical
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justification. At the same time, the ways of creating textbooks of the Kazakh language can also
provide information for the general theory of the textbook. This is explained by the fact that the role
of the textbook in the development of cognitive abilities of the student, the connection of the
textbook and other textbooks, the structural connection with other chapters of the theory is obvious.
The private theory of the textbook reflects the laws of application of the principles of general
theory, namely:

1) a specific scientific source of the discipline;

2) type of school;

3) teaching methods;

4) studies the psychological characteristics of students.

The textbook is one of the main didactic means in mastering the content of education. One of
the main means of personal development and the formation of its basic culture is the content of
education.

Methods

These tasks will be mainly solved on the material of nominal parts of speech (primarily, noun)
as nouns and words,belonging to another class name, are the main means of fixation of new objects
of the external world in the developing a child ‘s intellectual-logical mind.

This section first detailed the history of the study and the role of the researcher, followed by
the study design, participant characteristics, data collection and analysis.

Children between the ages of 2 and 6 acquire language so rapidly that by 6 they are competent
language users. By the time children are of school-age, they have an amazing language ability; it is
a seemingly effortless acquisition. There remains a great deal that we do not know about language
development in children. A child’s language is constantly developing and changing. Children are
actively engaging in communication as they are learning to communicate. The child is the active
party in the language-learning process and in the process of making sense of language. His
experience and interaction with others give him the background to relate language to the sound
meaning relationship and to the purpose it represents. Children naturally obtain a “communicative
competence,” intrinsically understand the rules of grammar, and gain knowledge of the rules of
using language. Linguistic structure comes through the child’s own cognitive and social activity.
Although there is great variation between individual children and the rate of their language
acquisition, there is little variation in the pattern of development between languages. One language
is not more difficult than another, as we can establish by observing the ease with which children
acquire different languages by the same age. Virtually every child develops linguistic and
communicative competence, and it is learned naturally and in context, not arranged in an easy-to-
difficult sequence. The fact that both children and adults constantly communicate with a high
degree of success is evidence that we are all following the same rules for appropriate
communication behavior [3]. Patton Tabors asks educators to think of language as a “puzzle” with
all of the pieces needing to come together for language to really work. These pieces of the puzzle
are phonology, vocabulary, grammar, discourse, and pragmatics [4].

Language is also an important way for us to make sense out of our past experience, to learn
from it, and to make it comprehensible. In the beginning, children’s language growth comes from
their direct experience. It is personal and related to the present. As their language understanding
grows, children can relate to ever more expanding situations. This early language experience is
necessary to be able to use language symbols apart from actual situations. Children use language
metaphorically, providing evidence that for children language is creative as well as imitative. For
children, language is a powerful tool for understanding the world around them. By questioning,
children become active in their attempt to comprehend and learn

Children are constantly modifying their speech depending on their audience. An example of
this behavior is when children modify their speech when talking to younger children. As children
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develop their ability to use language, they become more and more understanding of social situations
and learn how to control their own actions and thoughts. By listening to children’s self-corrections,
questions, and language play, we realize the extent of their knowledge of language structure. Those
things that children can articulate give us an understanding of what they can comprehend. Their
active, creative invention of language is amazing and unique to each child. Language development
is a gradual process and reflects a child’s cognitive capacities. Language is purposeful. As children
play and work, they do so through language.

Laura Wagner, according to the scientist, is an object of research and a fertile area for
identifying specific hypotheses that contribute to the development of children's history. A detailed
quantitative analysis of these books not only allows us to take a fresh look at the structure of books,
but also supports a number of specific assumptions that these books can have a huge impact on
children's ability to understand and tell good stories [5].

What educational goals should be set in the process of teaching the Kazakh language in
primary school and how to effectively achieve these goals? We believe that this question can be
answered unambiguously only from the point of view of the technology of organizing the collective
creative activity of students.

To apply the technology of education, it is necessary to determine the following points. What
is the result to be achieved? what phenomena can be impressive, other than the result?

The expected result to be achieved is nothing more than a pre-planned goal, a model. The
realization of the intended, conceived goal is the result, and in the technology of education, in
addition to the result, there will be other effects. In the educational process, the teacher uses many
educational techniques in an effort to achieve his goal. Ultimately, the educational methods used
determine not only the goal, but also unexpected results.

Results and discussion

There is a large place of various methods used in the process of developing morphology
training, the formation of a child's speech activity. Grammatical basis of students correctly formed
speech can serve as a basis for great progress in their intellectual development. Then the theoretical
knowledge obtained can be recognized as a unique phenomenon, which, in turn, imposes an
incredible intellectual imprint on itself.

A word is a special linguistic unit that still remains in the language system with many aspects.
An invaluable function of language in playing the human game through special exercises of both
the grammatical nature of the word and its various stylistic shades.

It is necessary not only to learn again and again that a word belongs to a certain class of
words, but also to master the possibilities of this word, that there may be grammatical homonymy,
grammatical synonymy in the lesson.

In addition, in the process of developing morphology training, in order to correctly solve the
problems of speech development, it is necessary to maintain close interdisciplinary ties with the
style of speech and art objects.

Again, we consider it necessary to add that the most intensively studied area in linguistics in
recent years is semiotics. Based on this principle of semiotics or symbolism, the symbol of
language, every spoken word is a product of the inner thought of the person who utters it. In
addition, the perception of the works of two writers, the analysis of them by one student, the
replacement of any word between two texts and the analysis of what changes have occurred is an
effective method that leads to an unconventional, different approach of the word to the symbol.the
outside world is the same, but the consciousness of the people who perceive it is different and
conveys thought.

Among the cool words, there is a special emphasis on the nature of the noun and verb. In
these two words, you can see how great a person's ability to perceive the world around him, create
thoughts, bring the game out, communicate with others.
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The didactic interaction of the teacher and the student is of great importance in the process of
teaching younger schoolchildren the development of grammatical concepts. Communication
(communication) is an urgent problem both from a pedagogical and psychological point of view.
Much attention is paid not only to psychologists and educators, but also to philosophers,
sociologists, journalists, age and educational psychologists, since the nature of communication
varies depending on the age characteristics of people, the course of personal development [6].

Considering the problem of communication from the point of view of perception by a primary
school teacher and a primary school student of each other, we can once again emphasize its special
importance in the process of assimilation and assimilation of theoretical concepts.

In the work of the scientist K. Moldabek, R. Kenzhebekova, such issues as human perception
of each other are highlighted-the most important process, the form of comprehensive consideration
and perception of the process, age-related features and the level of human development, the system
of moral values, the peculiarities of the functioning of human physiological mechanisms in the
process of perception [7].

Considering the perceptual aspect of communication, scientists pay great attention to the
versatile nature of perception. Focusing on the ways of perception in the process of human
interaction, the scientist argues that attention should be paid to the features of “a certain group of
perception in a particular activity”.

In the works of E. Garcia, who studied the mechanisms of assimilation of theoretical concepts
for younger schoolchildren, it is noted that the possibilities for the formation of scientific thinking
of younger schoolchildren are enormous [8].

Considering a topic closely related to this problem, we are guided by the position that in the
systematic, consistent assimilation of theoretical concepts by primary school students,
pedagogically and psychologically correctly structured didactic communication between teacher
and student is important.

Therefore, the core of the research work is the perception of the native language - the Kazakh
language - especially by primary school students, as a subject from a theoretical and practical point
of view. The perception of younger schoolchildren, which acquires special significance in the
proposed teaching methodology, is considered more deeply from the point of view of the theory of
communication.

With a simple eye, you can see that in younger preschool-age schoolchildren, the period at
school acquires a special rate of change. Starting from entering the first grade and ending with the
fourth, the student's relationship with adults, peers, and the teacher also increases.

In this growth, the teacher clearly sees that students are experiencing various difficulties
related to communication, expanding their horizons.

Guided by the theory of developing teaching of younger schoolchildren in the process of
mastering grammatical concepts, we rely most of all on the cognitive interest of students and the
activity of educational and cognitive activity.

Therefore, much attention is paid to the issue of a comprehensive analysis of the forms and
methods of work to activate the educational and cognitive activity of students and determine their
place in the methodology. After all, it is only through a system of scientifically based methods of
developmental learning that it is possible to model the personality of a student who has graduated
from primary school.Before turning to the solution of just now listed tasks let us define some initial
positions when considering Kazakh morphology [9].

The literacy textbook of 2016, prepared by Hayati and Kuralbayeva for schools by the
Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and “llkokul Turkche 1. Ulif
Ders Kitabi”, prepared by the Ministry of Education of Turkey in 2018. Methods of teaching
reading and writing, topics, types of text, text exercises and distribution of visual material were
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considered. In total, 42 texts on the types and topics of texts are considered in the textbooks. As a
result, some differences and similarities were identified and discussed [10].

It is known that specific of generation of word forms in Kazakh language, as well as in other
Turkic languages, is that these word forms are not “retrieved” as a ready-made type of language
paradigms, but are generated by adding affixes of a different nature to the root ( base) in a certain
order at the time of speaking . By this approachthe elementary sign unit in the structure of Kazakh
and other Turkic languages is a morpheme.

Highlighting, according to Turkological grammatical tradition of different kinds of
morphemes (see classification diagram, shown in Figure 1) we will illustrate it by linguistic
examples taken from Kazakh sentence zhylky.shy. at. tar.dykora. ga. baila. dy - the groom put the
horses in the stable, and tied them. 2) hereinafter a breakdown of written together word forms into
its constituent morphemes with insert points is shown.

Turkic morphemes (in other terminology - morpheme) or affixes.

Roots (R) are morphemes: zhylky, at, kora, baila; the rest morphemes (shy, tar, etc.) are
affixes (A).

Affixal morphemes fall into lexical-grammatical word forming morphemes(called word
forming affixes). An example of word forming affix (SA) is a morpheme -shy, the other morphemes
- tar, dy, etc. essence (AFG ) and (0).

Word changing morphemes are called a word changing affix. The example of AFG in our
tested sentence is affix - dy (past tense of the word bailady - put, tied), affixes - tar, dy, ga are
endings. The combination of a root with a word forming affix or morpheme of a functional-
grammatical inflection provides a stem (N).

The general scheme of generating Kazakh nominal word form at the level of morpheme types
(connection of the flexion (0) to the stem (N) is given above. Here we give examples of some
variants of the generation of nominal word forms by affixation to the root (R).

Following these examples, we can say that:

- the system of Kazakh language and all other Turkic languages requires a strict order (see
affixation of the morpheme to the root or stem) that is why the morphology of Turkic languages
refers to the morphology orders;

- morpheme of lexical and grammatical derivation (SA ) is not connected after the flexion (0);

- morphemes of functional - grammatical inflection denoting belonging to somebody - diki,
niki, tiki canjoin to already ready-made word form after the flexion turning the latter into a new
stem. They are used very rarely;

- the length of Kazakh noun is potentially an infinite value.

As our observations have shown the older preschoolers and the 1 grade students’ speech in
the first months of their being in school (these observations apply to both urban and rural children),
they mostly use the dialogic form of communication, which is characterized by;

1) Using a simple in extended and nominative sentences;

Muhametzhan, karashy!? Muhametzhan, look!? ( Balausa K. 6 years and 11 months old,
13.05.2006. Shymkent).

Mama! Mama! Ane! Ane! Keldi! Mom! Mom! Look! Look! Come!

(Akylbay S. 7 years and 10 months old. 26.12.1996 vil. Shubar)

2) Widespread use of pronouns (men - “I”, sen - “you:, ol - “he” , “she” , biz - “we” bul -
“this”, kim - “who”, ne - “what”, etc. Especially often it is used the first-person pronouns and forms
of nouns of the first person. Compare:

Men kosmonavtpyn - “I am a cosmonaut”.

Menin Atym - “My horse”.

Menin mashinam — “My car”.

Sen traktorshy bol — “Be a tractor driver”.

Biz kazakstandykpyz — “We are people of Kazakhstan”

Ol Doktor bolsyn — “Let him be a doctor”, etc. ;

3) A notable predominance of nouns in the initial (root ) form (R) or as a stem (N) formed
from the root and word form suffix (R + SA), such simple structures of two, rare three morphemes
are used, four component word forms are met extremely rare.

Older preschoolers and elementary school students’oral and written speechare characterized
by the following grammatical errors:

a) lexical - stylistic: Taudyn betinde maldar zhaylyp zhur — “There is a cattle grazing on the
mountain surface” — wrong, right variant; Taudyn baurayynda mal zhayylyp zhur — “on the foothills
there is a grazing cattle”; Klastyn arkasynda suretter ilingen — “In the classroom there are paintings”
- iIs wrong , right variant; Klastyn artky kabyrgasynda suretter ilingen — “There are pictures on the
back walls of the classroom”;

b) morphological and stylistic: Bizdin uydin agashtarynyn zhapyraktarynyn tusi sargysh -
Bizdin uydegi agash zhapyraktarynyn tusi sargysh. “The leaves of the trees of our house are
yellow”. Bidaylar koktey bastady - Bidai koktey Bastady. “Wheat began to grow”; On shakty
adamdar keldi - On shakty adam keldi. “About ten people have come”.
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Statistical survey of these texts on the computer have showed that the quantitative-
grammatical organization of these texts carry out two psycholinguistic and linguodidactic tasks.

First, this organization develop younger Kazakh students’ grammar ‘sense’ of style.

Secondly, a sequential dynamic of the expansion of the grammatical system of the native
language in the direction of more complex syntactic and morphological construction of presentation
and word forms is provided.

In the noun morphology the dynamics of children's literature and textbooks is developed:

1. In sequential increase of the number of grammatical schemes of word formation from grade
to grade;

2. In sequentialincrease of nominal word forms of the 3" person, develop children’s norms of
monological speech peculiar to a modern written literary language.

A variety of techniques are employed in the process of morphology training development and
the creation of a child's speech activity. The grammatical foundation of a student's perfectly
structured speech can lay the groundwork for significant intellectual growth. A word is a unique
linguistic component with numerous functions that continues to exist in the language system. An
essential role of language is played in human interaction through exercises that focus on the word's
grammatical structure as well as its many aesthetic nuances. It is vital to note that semiotics has
recently received the greatest attention in the field of linguistics. According to the semiotics or
symbolism, the symbol of language, principle, every spoken word is a manifestation of the speaker's
inner thoughts. A particular focus is placed on the noun's and verb's nature. One can tell how well a
person is at communicating with others.

When it comes to primary school kids' methodical, consistent assimilation of theoretical
concepts, pedagogically and psychologically soundly designed didactic contact between teacher and
student is crucial.

The primary focus of the research is how elementary school kids, in particular, see the Kazakh
language as a subject from both a theoretical and practical standpoint. From the perspective of
communication theory, the perception of younger students, which has special significance in the
suggested teaching approach, is examined more thoroughly.

Conclusion

The result of the development of the grammatical system of the Kazakh language of younger
school children, carried out in the process of active learning, the assimilation of grammatical rules
borrowed from the texts of children's literature and textbooks, is the complexity of the syntactic and
morphological organization of the formation of speech of younger school children at the end of the
school year.

In order to determine the pedagogical function and impact of children's literature, this
research study considered the personal stories of teachers. This study used the life story interview
method within the qualitative narrative survey methodology. Data were collected through
interviews and analyzed using thematic approaches and narrative structure. The narrative structure
consisted of three components: problems, actions, and solutions.

Teachers who connect their stories with children's books achieve positive results for
themselves and their students. This experience helps students to understand themselves and their
environment, while also helping teachers to change personally and professionally.

Therefore, children's books have a pedagogical value for both students and teachers. This
result shows that, first of all, we need to increase the awareness of teachers about the pedagogical
importance of the values of children's literature. Future narrative research should focus on students'
narratives to determine the impact of children's literature on children.
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REMOTE MODEL OF SOCIALIZATION

Abstract. The article substantiates the theoretical aspects of the remote model of socialization.
Based on the psychological analysis of the theoretical provisions of socialization, the essence of the
concept of the “remote model of socialization” is clarified. In the process of analysis, the
relationship between the growing popularity of the virtual online space and the emergence of new
types of social activities and forms of social interaction of individuals on the network is revealed,
which in turn confirms that the virtual online space has become a dynamic new environment for the
socialization of the individual. This theoretical approach allowed the authors of the article to
substantiate the dynamic new environment of personality socialization as a remote model of
socialization. The authors of the article theoretically substantiate the position that the remote model
of socialization creates the conditions for a developing personality to manifest its social activity
about social action or inaction, or a social act using the mechanism of social self-expression. This
remote mechanism is also present in the real social space, but in the remote model of socialization,
in a network, it acquires dominant relevance, prevails, and takes center stage. The authors of the
article believe that in the conditions of the remote model of socialization, this mechanism will
become the basis for constructing the virtual personality of the individual and its network social
space and be the basis for the process of expanding the social experience of the individual in the
real social space.

Introduction

Socialization is the process by which individuals learn the characteristics of the social norms
of a society, community, group, social values, social relations, and social behavior. Children master
a different level of socialization in the process of studying at school. This socialization is associated
with the process of teaching, organized upbringing at school, where teachers, caregivers, classrooms,
micro-groups, and small school groups act as socialization agents. Children understand that they are
monitored, assessed for educational, training indicators, behavior at school. Getting approval from
teachers and school workers requires tremendous compliance with school, social norms. In the
process of specialized training, at a college, university, children are socialized in the student body,
must learn to cooperate in large youth groups, learn youth social speech norms, speak correctly,
interact with other students, share their achievements, cope with their emotions, follow youth social
rules, and grow up to become social identical in youth society. They study a youth subculture that is
new for them, which goes beyond their narrow children culture. This new social reality with its
complexities and problems requires efforts on the part of children and creates stress factors for them.
Friends, classmates, and peers are becoming more and more important in the lives of children. After
graduating from college, university, children are faced with the amazingly harsh social reality of
their adult life. It takes months and even years for young people to discover new regulatory social
norms that will adapt them to independent lifestyles in society. It should be noted that among the
large number of works devoted to the problems of the virtual online space, virtual reality, there are
works that consider virtual reality directly from the point of view of its participation in the process
of human socialization and the formation of society. However, the range of such works is small
(Nezhebitskaya I.A. [1], Sakenov D. et al. [2]) and is predominantly theoretical and or descriptive.
Virtual reality is really understood as a socialization environment but still has an artificial
technological nature. Pronchev G. et al. [3]; Sakenov D., Shnaider Y. et al. [4] study the
virtualization of the moral values, political, and social life. Luchinkina A.l.[5] study human-media
interactions and explore their psychological and social consequences. Yu L. et al. [6] study human
vulnerability to computer technology. Volobuyev S. [7] subjected to a deeply conceptual and
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semantic analysis of the phenomenon of virtual reality and tries to identify the influence of virtual
reality on the functioning and development of education, society, and a man. Lothary A. et al. [8]
explore virtual reality in the socio-philosophical aspect as a socialization space.

However, there is no common understanding of virtual reality within the framework of
socialization. The importance of the very problem of human socialization in the virtual space
suggests the need to study virtual reality precisely as a space of socialization. Virtual social reality
can be created by people themselves at a distance.

Since this prevents a holistic consideration of the process, there is a need to introduce the
definition of the “remote model of socialization”, which would determine the socialization of the
individual in virtual reality. As a working definition of virtual socialization, we propose a remote
model of socialization. This is the process of expanding the user’s social experience when entering
the socio-cultural environment of virtual reality, which occurs through the assimilation of
information technologies, and information culture.

We singled out the following contradiction as the leading one:

- between the high level of society’s requirements for a socialized personality and the
insufficient effectiveness of socialization in a real social space;

- between the need to create new remote, virtual models, programs, and certain means of
socialization, human-human interaction in the online space, and the absence of such in the
traditional system of socialization.

The identified contradictions and the resulting research problem determined the choice of the
research goal to substantiate theoretically the remote model of socialization as the basis for
constructing the virtual personality of the individual in the process of expanding the social
experience of the individual in the real social space.

The relevance of the chosen research topic thus owes to the fact that the space of modern
society virtualizes under the influence of informatization and the broad dissemination of computer
networks. The virtual space, meanwhile, can majorly affect social processes, including
socialization, in the space of modern society.

Materials and research methods

The authors used theoretical and scientific research methods. Theoretical: analysis of the
literature on the problem under study. Identification and theoretical justification of the remote
model of socialization, as the basis for constructing the network personality of the individual in the
process of expanding the social experience of the individual in the real social space. This chosen
method was a way of accumulating, and systematizing scientific material that characterizes the
process under study, its comprehension, choosing the direction of research, determining the goal,
development of methodology, and methods of research. The method of developing the theoretical
provisions of the study was chosen as a way to systematize the problem of identifying, theoretically
substantiating the remote model of socialization, as the basis for constructing an individual’s
network personality. The methodological basis of this study is made up of both general scientific
and philosophical methods. Among the scientific methods were used the method of unity of
historical and logical; methods of analysis, synthesis and comparison; the method of ascent from the
abstract to the concrete; the system method.

Results

The remote model of socialization is a construction, an ideal space built on top of the real one,
but which has become an integral factor in human existence. It is the space of socialization
produced by a person due to the presence of flaws in the actual world that do not allow a person to
go through the traditional process of socialization. Staying in virtual worlds, as well as the very
movement from the actual world to the virtual and vice versa, human-human interaction in the
online space, can give a person the opportunity to achieve their own fullness of life. Personality, as
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a product of such complex socializing interactions, often balances between life positions embodied
in active social transformations or neglect of actual reality in favor of virtual reality.

We have determined that the remote model of socialization, in its essence, is an ideal
education, a kind of socializing structure that has become an integral factor in human development.
The value aspect of virtual and actual realities arises when a person evaluates the existing and
virtual realities and forms an idea of what should be. This is how the remote model of socialization
is launched. A person begins to live in this virtual space and begins to socialize, and acquire their
social essence. The remote model of socialization based on virtual social space absorbs social
reality, transforms it, and then, reflecting it, gives a person a different perspective, and a different
vision of the real world around.

We believe that in the remote model of socialization, on its virtual platform, in contrast to
socialization in real space, personal activity as an internal subjective factor of socialization is of
particular importance. However, among the main psychological mechanisms of personality
socialization (copying, identification, imitation, social facilitation, conformity), there are none that
fully take into account the internal activity of the personality. From our point of view, in the remote
model of socialization, a person shows activity in relation to an action or deed using the mechanism
of self-expression. This mechanism is also present in real space. However, in the remote model of
socialization, it acquires the greatest relevance and takes center stage. We believe that this
mechanism underlies the construction of a virtual personality by the user and its social space. The
users imagine themselves in the online space, establish their connections with the virtual
environment, choose activities in it, create their own history, and choose names. The subjectivity of
the user grows, contributes to the formation of a personal system of personal meanings and social
identity of the individual and expands the boundaries of the user’s social experience. We believe
that entry into the social environment in the remote model of socialization occurs due to the
mechanism of inclusion, in particular its subjective component, which is realized in the active
involvement of the individual in the Internet.

Three groups of motives characterize the motivational component of the distance model of
socialization as motives inherent in the real and online space, for example: business, cognitive, self-
realization, recreational; motives that are difficult to satisfy outside the online space; motives
inherent in personality only in the online space.

In the remote model of socialization, a person acts not only as a consumer, but also as a
producer of information, entertainment, services, and here the user forms a virtual personality. We
tend to believe that the emergence of a virtual personality occurs because of the motivation to
replicate oneself in new images and the need to live not one life, but several. There are multiplicity
effects. For example, a person can be in many places at the same time, have different images, while
creating different virtual personalities. This point of view allows us to consider a virtual personality
as such, which not only has its own activity, but also initiates the user’s activity, takes it outside the
object. Considering that, people on the Internet have a multivariate choice for constructing not only
personal space, but also themselves. We define a virtual personality as a desired image of a subject
that does not have a physical representation, but is a self-presentation of people in the Internet space,
with the help of which they establish their connections with the virtual environment and spreads
their social experience. In our opinion, the signs of a virtual personality are the priorities of the
virtual over the real, the desire to replicate the image on the Internet or incarnate in a role, a sense of
belonging to a network subculture.

In the remote model of socialization, the expansion of the social experience of the individual
in the course of Internet socialization is facilitated by cognitive attitudes, the image of the world,
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and the essence of the individual, which are the basis of the worldview. The possibility of virtual
death and a new virtual birth lead to a change in the user’s perception of the value of human life.

Thus, in the remote model of socialization, the is a process of expanding the social experience
of the individual in the socio-cultural space of the Internet takes place, leading to the construction of
a social space by the , children, and in some cases to the formation of a socialized personality.

Discussion

The novelty and originality of our work is evident in that, unlike the studies of Ardeshiri M.
[9]; Sangwan S. et al. [10]; Iskakova P.K., Zubairaeva Z.A. [11] we substantiated the remote model
of socialization in the following provisions:

- the socializing foundations of virtual reality as a space of socialization have been identified,
which makes it possible to present this phenomenon as a remote model of socialization along with
actual reality;

- it has been established that a person in the distance model of socialization as a result of
social movement from actual reality to virtual reality and vice versa can be represented as an active
subject of social relations. A person who realizes the values of virtual reality against all odds; a
person who neglected the actual reality in favor of the virtual one;

- in the remote model of socialization, motivational foundations are laid that allow us to
distinguish between virtual reality, in which a person turns only into a representative of a certain
subculture, and virtual reality, which forms an active subject of social transformations. The latter is
possible only with a value approach to reality;

- the remote model of socialization creates the conditions for a developing personality to
manifest its social activity in relation to social action or inaction, or a social act using the
mechanism of social self-expression. This remote mechanism is also present in the real social space,
but in the remote model of socialization, in a network, it acquires dominant relevance, prevails and
becomes the leader.

The remote model of socialization is a process of qualitative changes in the need-motivational
sphere of the individual, as well as the structure of the individual’s self-consciousness, occurring
under the influence and as a result of the use of virtual reality by a person in the context of life.

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Conclusion

1. Virtual reality, along with actual reality, is one of the worlds where a person lives. Due to
its subject limitations, science is not able to give a full description of this scientific reality. Only
within the framework of scientific analysis is it possible to adequately understand the socializing
status of the phenomenon of virtual reality.

2. Virtual reality, one way or another, always affects socialization processes. The remote
model of socialization states that being only in virtual reality does not provide full-fledged
socialization. Socialization is the result of a person’s permanent movement from the actual world to
the virtual worlds and back.

3. In the remote model of socialization, virtual reality is considered as a process of expanding
the user’s social experience when entering the socio-cultural environment of the Internet, which is
part of the process of socialization of the individual as a whole. Socialization impacts on a person
from virtual reality in relation to the influences of other socialization institutions can be balanced,
which contributes to the formation of new forms of interaction between subjects in the Internet
environment.

4. The use of the remote model of socialization as part of the process of socialization of the
individual ensures the assimilation and acquisition of social experience, knowledge, skills and
abilities, which greatly facilitates the process of real social adaptation of the individual. The use of
information dissemination modeling makes it possible to understand the mechanisms for the
dissemination of socializing information in social networks.

In one way or another, virtual reality inescapably affects social processes. Human
socialization in the virtual reality of the web is realized by virtue of the individual’s belonging to
some online community or through the virtual reconstruction of their real status, or through the
active and free construction of a virtual self and personal identity. In the virtual space, along with
the processes of socialization, there occurs resocialization, i.e. the assimilation of new values,
models of behavior, etc. by individuals and social groups arising from interaction with a different
environment. Thus, the remote model of personality socialization in the virtual space proceeds as an
interrelation of two processes, namely the transfer of certain norms and rules of social space and the
assimilation of norms and rules that exist in the virtual space overall and in particular online
communities and groups. Meanwhile, the remote model of socialization establishes that exclusive
existence in virtual reality does not provide complete socialization. Instead, socialization results
from the perpetual movement of a person from the present world to the virtual world and back
again.

In the remote model of socialization, virtual reality is considered as a process of expansion of
the user’s social experience when entering the socio-cultural environment of the Internet, which in
general presents an inherent part of the personality socialization process. Socializing influences on
the personality coming from virtual reality can be balanced with the impact of other socializing
institutions, which contributes to the formation of new forms of interaction between subjects in the
Internet environment. In the meantime, the virtual environment is structured on different grounds
than social. This applies first and foremost to online communities, where an individual builds their
own system of values, preferences, and hierarchical relationships that expand personal experience,
social circle, opportunities for self-expression, and the like. In this environment there arise social
structures that would be impossible in a real society. Thus, the virtual space becomes an integral
attribute of the life of modern society that changes the socio-cultural life overall through the
intensification of social interactions, the increase in the volume of information, expansion of the
range of behavioral models, the emergence of new means of retranslation of social experience, and
SO on.

A prospect of further research could be a more specific piece-by-piece construction of the
remote model of socialization. A limitation of the present study is the expert sample being limited
to academic researchers. Further research into socialization in virtual reality is advisable to include
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parents and teachers.

Development of Students’ Positive Ethnic Identity and Culture of Interethnic Communication
in Foreign Language Lessons

Abstract. The article highlights the theoretical issues of the categories of ethnic identity,
interethnic communication. The authors consider the issues of theoretical prerequisites for the study
of the students’ ethnic identity in domestic and foreign science. The indicators and properties of
ethnic identity are considered in detail. Particular attention is paid to the issues of mutual influence
and interdependence of a student's positive ethnic identity and the culture of his interethnic
communication. The authors substantiate the thesis about the role of the discipline «Foreign
language» in the development of students’ ethnic identity and in improving the culture of
interethnic communication. The article proposes various methods, forms and techniques of work on
the development of students' ethnic identity. This research widely presents the methodological tools
of teachers - foreign language teachers: problem-based learning methods, students’ research
activities, work with audio, video, etc. An important role in the development of ethnic identity and
interethnic communication belongs to work with small genres of oral folk art, and with translations
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of famous works into English. The results of the study of students’ ethnic self-identification, the
change in the students’ attitude towards representatives of other ethnic groups are presented as a
result of purposeful activity in this aspect. Positive self-identification of students is considered as a
prerequisite and guarantee of positive interethnic communication.

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Teaching Students an Effective Methodology of Reproduction of Syringa Vulgaris
in the Laboratory

Abstract. This article describes the methods of identifying effective ways to study the
reproduction of the genus Syringa vulgaris in laboratory conditions in the laboratory of Akhmet
Yassawi university and its introduction into the educational process at the University. At the present
time, students are developing the ability to organize their practical work, demonstrating microclonal
propagation of plants in the laboratory.

When conducting scientific research, morphological and control, comparative and measuring
methods were used. Representatives of the siren family Syringa vulgaris were given the results of
complex studies on the reproduction of valuable genotypes using biotechnological methods,
micropropagation and plant health improvement in the laboratory in vitro. It is recommended to
study the results of the study in the syllabus of the discipline «Biotechnology» of the University in
the amount of 1 hour.

During the study, students were formed the theoretical foundations of clonal
micropropagation of plants, asexual reproduction in vitro. The optimal time for the introduction of
the explant in vitro was determined. Under in vitro conditions, an effective method for disinfecting
shoots when growing lilacs with the introduction of plant explants into a nutrient medium is
proposed. In the research conducted in the laboratory «Biotechnology» of Akhmet Yassawi
University, 15 students of the group «ZhBI-811» in biology conducted a control of the ability to
grow in the nutrient medium of Murasiga-Skuga explant lilac. The influence of genotypic
characteristics and hormonal composition of the nutrient medium on the cultivation of lilac shoots
In vitro, the content of nutrient media in the root formation of lilac explants were revealed.

As a result of research work, effective methods of reproduction of microclone in general,
based on the technology of reproduction of ornamental shrub lilac can be used as auxiliary tools for
future specialists, students in the field of biology and the results of this work will be implemented in
the content of the disciplines «Biotechnology», «Dendrology».

Methods of Teaching the Robotics Course in Elementary School

Abstract. The article is devoted to the presentation of the results of the study in order to
disclose in primary school certain aspects of the use of the information and educational on the
subject of computer science. The program and methodology of teaching the «Robotics» course for
students of the 4" grade of elementary school are given.

Therefore, it was noted that robotics is an applied science that prepares an automated
technical system, is an important technical basis for the development of production, it was revealed
that robotics at school is a way of preparing children for modern life, equipped with high — tech
equipment, and it was shown that the application of robots in various fields in the life of mankind in
the world and the prospects for the development of robotics are high. At the same time, it was
shown that having technical creativity opens up a lot of opportunities for the younger generation,
and if a child learns to build and master a robot, he will achieve large — scale achievements in
adulthood.

It is known that the most important task of the modern education system is the formation of
educational activities in which students acquire the ability to self-development and self-
improvement, that is, it is obvious that the main goal will be to achieve through the conscious,
active assimilation of social experience by students. That is why the teaching of robotics in primary
grades contributes to the development of such information culture as the ability of students to carry
out subsequent educational activities, as well as the ability to purposefully work and process
information, use modern technical means and methods. In this regard, it is written that for the
educational activities of the teacher, the connection of theory with the practice of applying the
acquired knowledge on the way to turning it into a real product is important.

As a result of drawing up a program that meets the objectives of the study, the forms and
methods of teaching a «Robotics» course in elementary school were determined. The expected
results are also clarified, which:

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STEAM TECHNOLOGY AS A TOOL FOR DEVELOPING CREATIVITY OF
STUDENTS: ON THE EXAMPLE OF A SCHOOL PHYSICS COURSE

Abstract. Physics as a discipline has a great influence on the development of science and
technology, engineering. A student who has worked in physics lessons with equipment and
conducted experimental observations of phenomena with physical laws will be ready to perform
any practical actions. The lack of demonstration rooms or equipment failure in schools create many
obstacles. As a result, the graduate of the school becomes less interested in choosing technical and
engineering specialties. One of the urgent problems in the school physics course is the preparation
of students who are able to clearly search for physical laws and phenomena, conclusions, questions
and reasons, assimilate information through the right choice of scientific literature and achieve new
results, inclined to work with advanced technical equipment. The aim and the leading idea of our
research is to develop the training of students in the field of physics based on STEAM education, to
identify problems of weakening of natural-technical and engineering components in secondary
school. In the course of the study, the world practice of STEAM was studied, a literature review
based on articles in academic databases was conducted. The results of the study showed a lack of
knowledge in the academic literature in this area. The article presents didactic conditions for the
development of advanced technology for teaching a school physics course based on STEAM, the
possibility of increasing the number of creative students who are able to work on various projects
leading to new ideas. The results of the study allow us to create high-tech products based on
STEAM at school bases.

Introduction

The formation of a young generation with developed creativity, capable of meeting the
requirements of the labor market in a dynamically developing society of science and technology, is
a vivid manifestation of solving important problems.

Taking into account the high correlation of the latest achievements of technical and
engineering areas with physics, we are convinced of the relevance of teaching physics based on
STEAM. One of the basic principles of STEAM education is the assimilation of students'
experience and research methods, which are methodologically complex. Researchers have shown
that the knowledge gained as a result of mastering the STEAM approach and such experience is
more important than any other experience. The second important point is the development of the
engineering business, that is, the achievement of new ideas in response to production tasks. Within
this position, the student masters the search for solutions to specific problems and their
construction.

The joint work of the Physics Department of Khoja Akhmet Yassawi International Kazakh-
Turkish University and the Sakarya University of the Republic of Turkey continues in this
direction. Two doctoral students and four undergraduates have completed dissertation research at
the departments in this area of research. As a result, the «Physics Handbook» applications were
launched, some elements of robotics were developed using 3D printing, some equipment of
STEAM classrooms was developed. Other digital resources and teaching materials have gone out of
print, most of the faulty physical equipment has been updated and launched using 3D printers. This
contributes to the development of students' creativity indicators [1-2].

Creativity and its characteristics, according to many authors, are associated with a set of
personality qualities manifested in real professional activity [3-4].

When teaching physics, it is necessary to create conditions for the effective inclusion of self-
taught students in the creative process. This is due to the fact that the creative potential of the
individual develops in cognitive activity. The difficulty here lies in the organization and regulation
of the creative process, which forms ideas about the creative independence of the individual.

Studying the scientific literature on creativity, one can point out two main directions that have
historically developed in modern science. The first direction is associated with the consideration of
creativity from the side of the general psychological and conceptual direction:

- The methodological foundations of the psychology of creativity are studied,;

- Methods for diagnosing creativity are developed;

- Methods of forming a general psychological theory are implemented,;

- The mechanisms of the laws of creative activity are determined.

The second direction of the study of creativity will be aimed at identifying and characterizing
the abilities of a person in creative activity. Creativity and its characteristics, according to many
authors, are associated with a set of personality traits that are reflected in specific professional
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activities. In modern research, there is a pace of considering creativity as a complex of intellectual
characteristics inherent in each individual.

However, according to the research topic, there is not enough research on the methodology
for using STEAM opportunities in developing students ' creativity.

Especially in the teaching of disciplines in the technical and Natural Sciences, Engineering, in
particular physics, there is no clear didactic systems in the field of development of creativity of
students, the absence of a combination of STEAM educational technology with creativity in
teaching.

In the direction of considering the joint integrative multilingual practice of STEAM in
educational institutions of Japan, D. Oyama M. Moor conducted a study by D. Kitano Y. Fujita [5].
The physical phenomena and patterns are explored by Rico na, Arevalo N. [6], organizing
entertainment fairs using LEGO educational maps and STEAM elements.

However, in the conditions of today's rapid pace of Science and technology, the methodology
of teaching students on the basis of the development of creativity through the use of STEAM
education does not fall into a single system, but is formed at the level of individual
recommendations.

In the resolution of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated December 27, 2019
No. 988 on approval of the state program for the development of education and Science for 2020—
2025:

-it was noted that schools will be equipped with classrooms for:

Chemistry,

Biology,

Physics,

STEAM classrooms.

There are contradictions between the need to use STEAM educational technology in order to
develop students ' creativity and the lack of a methodological system for realizing this need and
research on the organization and conduct of the educational process on the basis of effective
methods and Means.

The search for a solution to these contradictions is the goal and the main feature of our
research.

To determine the theoretical foundations for the development of students ‘creativity on the
basis of STEAM education, to determine the didactic system of teaching on the basis of the
development of students’ creativity on the basis of the school physics course. In addition, STEAM
influences the development of learning tools based on educational technology and the development
of their application conditions.

Research methods

In order to identify the problems associated with the use of STEAM technology in teaching
the school physics course and better understand the concept of creativity, a 2-step review of the
literature was conducted. Reliable peer-reviewed articles from the Scopus and ScienceDirect
databases were selected as bibliographic sources, and stages related to the special coverage of the
study were implemented.

The key words selected to search for materials are as follows:

1-keyword: «<STEAM technology»;

2-keyword: «STEAM education and physicsy;

3-keyword: «Creativity»;

4-keyword: «School physics coursey.

During the study, articles from magazines were analyzed using these keywords. The topics
and theses of the collected articles were carefully studied, the filtered articles were used in writing
the descriptive concepts presented in the discussion section (table 1).

Stage 1 - Search for articles by keywords and evaluate the content;

- working with websites scopus.com, sciencedirect.com (Scopus

- Analysis of annotations of individual articles on the above four keywords.

«STEAM education and physics» AND «Creativity»

Stage 2 - Analysis of articles collected from databases and evaluation of
conclusions
Stage 3 - Conclusion on the analyzed articles

During the study, a total of 30 articles were collected, of which 18 were selected. Of the 18
articles, an analysis of the annotations of 14 articles was carried out, and the remaining 4 articles
were studied in full. The analysis of philosophical, psychological, pedagogical and methodological
literature on the basis of theoretical research methods was aimed at determining the indicators of
creativity of students, determining the didactic conditions for the development of creativity on the
basis of STEAM.

Results and discussion

Creativity and its characteristics, according to many researchers, are associated with a set of
personality traits that are reflected in specific professional activities. In modern research, there is a
pace of considering creativity as a complex of intellectual characteristics inherent in each
individual.

From the analysis of scientific papers, among the most common definitions of understanding
creativity, one can select the most effective ones for use by students in teaching a school physics
course (Figure 1).

Creativity is the I-actions of a person that form new,

unique values;

Creativity is a product expressed as a formation in the
consciousness and order of the subject, the creation of something
new.

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In our research, the concepts of «creativity» and «creativity» are two separate worlds. The
creative process is based on the inspiration of the author, his abilities and traditions. And since the
main component of the creative process is the pragmatic element, the question arises of why, for
whom and how to make a novelty.

Studying rreative learning, along with the psychologo-pedagogical basis for the construction
of Education, consider its psychological connection with the teacher and form two main
psychological conditions that contribute to cognitive creativity:

1) What is necessary to achieve psychological security:

a) recognition of the unconditional value of the person;

b) the result of his labor;

c) sharing the understanding and feeling of the inner world of a person.

2) psychological freedom, achieved through the full expression of feelings and situations,
thoughts through symbols.

From the above features of the formation of creativity, we have identified in our research the
forms of STEAM training aimed at the formation of creativity (Figure 2).

Within the framework of our research, the content and technological (STEAM) aspects of the
formation of creativity of students are identified.

Creativity is the ability to solve problems in the practical application, because the situation
with decision-making requires a person to think creatively. And creativity in the field of STEAM
technologies in relation to the activities of specialists in the field of physics is reflected in the
search, accumulation, processing of necessary information, attracting experience for it, coordination
of new structures that help determine the solutions to ten problems.
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Thus, creativity allows you to solve more complex problems, the ways of solving which are
considered in the sweat of the personality characteristics of the subject and are somewhat or
completely unknown. according to many researchers, abilities, including creative abilities, can be
developed through special training.

Markus, L., Sungkim, S., & Ishak, Mohd. Z. B. in their research, they identified the expected
concerns and concerns of teachers and students in the study and simplification of quantum physics
in high school when they introduced STEAM integrated learning. The difficulties of studying and
simplifying quantum physics cause serious misconceptions among teachers and students. The
solution to this difficulty is considered using interactive modeling and practical experiment. This
article presents the theoretical basis for developing a training module with integrated STEAM
elements to make quantum physics a meaningful study. The proposed theoretical framework has
several advantages, including guidance on the planning of the training module applied to classroom
activities and explanation of the topic using the 5e learning model [7].

However, further research is needed to test the design of the training module, ease of Use and
the effectiveness of teaching and simplification in the classroom.

The natural sciences curriculum has undergone many reforms to keep with scientific and
technical development, the «STEAM» approach is considered one of the most important global
movements and approaches to curriculum development. Enriching the content of the physics
curriculum within the framework of the «<STEAM» approach with activities aimed at developing
science fiction among students is one of the most important goals of scientific and technological
progress in the future [8].

As a result of the research of domestic scientists G. Kazbekova and Zh. Ismagulova, within
the framework of the topic Formation of Innovative STEM-education, shows the main factors of
reforming education in the STEM direction.

The authors also highlight the main benefits of «<STEM educationy in the order below:

- It allows us to show the relationship between the disciplines of the physical-mathematical

and natural science cycle both in theory and in practice;

- The ability to achieve high productivity through the use of scientific and technical
knowledge in practical activities. Students will be able to create and build prototypes of
real products in the classroom;

- STEAM programs allow students to solve various problems, independently propose
solutions necessary to overcome emerging difficulties;

- Develops communication skills, teaches to work in a team;

- The organization of STEM classes attracts students from all over the world to study
mathematics, physics and other subjects [9].

In our study, we present didactic conditions, identifying the importance of STEAM

technology in the development of creativity.

- offer additional topics on STEAM to the physics teaching methodology;

- in order to form the creativity of students, to organize their work on STEAM and on their
own in such a way that they understand the knowledge;

- to determine the interdisciplinarity between physical disciplines and computer science
disciplines, mathematics;

- flexibility of content, methods, forms, means of teaching physical subjects to STEAM,;

- Organization of the use of STEAM in any form of physics training in connection with
innovative methods;

- implementation of the program for the formation of creativity of future physics teachers,
consisting of Digital Program products used in teaching physical subjects;

We have organized the following stages for the development of students' creativity in
teaching physics in STEAM conditions:
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Stage 1: organization of the training «development of students' creativity through STEAM».
Systematic work aimed at developing creativity on the topics of the training.

Stage 2: the connection of physical knowledge with life, technology, the manifestation of
activity in any form of teaching physics using STEAM elements in practice, the formation of skills
to interpret physical knowledge.

Stage 3: development of a methodology aimed at developing students' creativity in teaching
physics in the conditions of STEAM education. Development of students’ creativity using methods
and techniques, means aimed at the development of creativity.

Considering that science does not stand still, and the content of modern education also
changes accordingly, it becomes clear that it is not enough for the student to only passively listen
and remember information. It is important that the student is able to independently create new
solutions in the subject, critically rethink the available data, and reveal previously unused
capabilities of the technique [10]. STEAM technologies make it possible to develop these abilities,
effectively apply knowledge and implement creative ideas in educational institutions and further
professional activities of school graduates [11]. In our preliminary research, we noticed that
students are interested in teaching physics based on STEAM technologies (Figure 2).

In addition, from the analysis of the scientific literature, we have distinguished the following
indicators of STEAM literacy. Apply the knowledge gained in Physics in practice, the ability to
implement mini-projects, design products according to physical laws, knowledge of mathematical
methods of physics, etc. In addition, according to our research topic, the first task is the need for
these services to be implemented on the basis of STEAM.
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In our study, we propose to improve the content of the discipline «Techniques of physical
experiment at school» in the educational program «6b01510 — training of physics teachersy» on the
basis of STEAM as a didactic condition in order to form the creativity of students on the basis of
STEAM.

The subject «technique of physical experiment at school» teaches students to study
experimental methods and techniques of teaching physical sections of the school course, the place
occupied in the system of teaching methods, the structure and tasks of physical experiment in
education.

Allows you to master the system and features of the educational experiment in secondary
education organizations for the formulation of physical processes and phenomena, the technique
and technology of demonstration, virtual laboratory work.

Therefore, taking into account these features of the discipline, it is possible to determine the
importance of implementing its effective teaching. We took into account the need for students to
form the following creative indicators in the course of updating the educational content of the
discipline:

- mastering the skills of organizing and conducting demonstration, virtual and laboratory
experiments in the field of physics on the basis of STEAM,;

- The ability to demonstrate the knowledge gained by steam-based physical thinking in the
formulation of processes, phenomena in nature and technology, solving problems;

- mastering modern approaches to the collection, processing, analysis of scientific and
pedagogical research, achieving unique ideas in the conclusion of research works.

Taking into account the indicators of creativity that develop in accordance with the final
results of training in the above educational program, we propose to include the following topics in
the curriculum of the discipline:

- STEAM experiment in physics, its importance in teaching physics, methodological

requirements for it;

- Science project tips from a teacher. Educational Robotics as an Innovative Educational

Technology;

- STEAM glossary. Basic equations and definitions;

- Basic ideas in STEAM projects. STEAM theme selection criteria.

- Exploring Student Engagement in STEM Education through the Engineering Design

Process;

- 3D printing for experiments in the field of physics. Assess the engagement with 3d virtual

learning tools;

- Creation of stands for explaining light phenomena. STEAM and Light. Teaching Atomic

Structure.

The subject «Technique of physical experiment at school» is a 5-credit subject and is given 15
hours for a lecture and a total of 30 hours for practical classes.

The purpose of teaching the discipline is: to master physical phenomena and laws with the
main emphasis on STEAM literacy of students, to implement the application of physical knowledge
in engineering, design activities at enterprises, mathematics through mini-projects, to familiarize
with technical devices.

Obijectives of the discipline: to master the methods and techniques of independent staging and
demonstration of demonstration practices in the course of high school physics; to teach students to
stage frontal laboratory work and school physical workshop work. Mastering the terms of the
technical and engineering field by sections of physics.

The forms of teaching the discipline are lectures and practical classes. In addition, it includes
independent work of the student and work performed under the guidance of the teacher. In the
lessons of the lecture, students are taught theoretical knowledge, methods of organizing and
performing mini-projects implemented on the basis of STEAM in English. In practical classes,
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students perform mini-projects and explain them in English. In the course of teaching the discipline,
the 5e, 7E model in teaching, the case study method, the problem-based learning method, and the
design method are organized in conjunction with the CLIL learning technology.

The results of training are evaluated in accordance with the criteria set in advance for the
implementation of the project.

The importance of the results of the study is characterized by the need to obtain a new
impetus for leadership in innovations at the state level, the need to improve the degree of
educational institutions in STEAM disciplines, meet new requirements for knowledge on the part of
the labor market and business, high-tech production, develop the ability of graduates to meet the
requirements of future activities and business, employers by introducing a methodological system
of training based on STEAM education into the educational process at the national level.

In addition, by improving access to all STEAM programs, rural or remote residents are
characterized by the need to provide opportunities for promising education.

Conclusion

The results of the study were obtained through the development of a didactic system for
teaching natural and technical disciplines, in particular, the school physics course on the basis of
STEAM:

- increase opportunities to improve the quality of human capital, create high-tech products
based on the introduction of innovative technologies into the educational process.

So, our research has an impact on the development of the following indicators for students:

- accelerates the assimilation of physical phenomena and laws, allows you to expand the

educational material to a certain extent;

- increases motivation for learning, mastery of learning, regularity of learning problems;

- increases activity in solving problems and problems in physics;

- increases their ingenuity in solving the problem posed in connection with the new topic;

- forms the ability to effectively use certain physical experiences in New conditions;

- forms the ability to improve and change the known in accordance with new tasks;

- demonstrate the ability to work independently in new areas in physical research work.

The results of the study will further contribute to the improvement of the material and
technical base of rural schools, the easy assimilation of the laws of physics by students, the
emergence of competitive specialists in engineering and technical fields, and thus the development
of Science and education, industry in the country.

In addition, the results of the study are recommended to be used in higher educational
institutions, schools and institutes for advanced training. The importance of this study is that the
results of the analysis of the current practice of teaching physics teachers clearly define STEAM
elements as accessible and inaccessible. Recommendations for improving and improving the
teaching of physics will be given on the basis of analysis using the integrated STEAM concept as a
teaching concept. The results can be transferred to other subjects, such as chemistry and biology, if
necessary. Recognizing that STEAM education research is not widespread in the school
environment, this research will also contribute to STEAM educational literature at school.

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Formation of Mathematical Thinking in Students Using

Mathematical modeling shows that all components of mathematical thinking develop, for
example, functional thinking, which is characterized by the sensation of the development of general
and individual relations between mathematical objects or their properties, clearly visible in
connection with the idea of a function.

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Development of Mathematical Intuition and Logic in Students through Problem Solving

Annotation. The authors in the article consider the actual problem of the development of
mathematical intuition and logic among students in the process of learning at school. This problem
has been little studied in Kazakhstan and requires further research in this area. The article
summarizes the analysis of the literature on the development of mathematical intuition and logic
among students, the main content of the study is a stating experiment to identify intuitive and
logical thinking in students in the process of solving problems and providing qualitative results. As
a result of this study, it was found that most of the students do not have the skills of mathematical
intuition and logic in the process of solving problems. It is concluded that it is necessary to
introduce additional material in the form of non-standard tasks in mathematics for the development
of intuitive and logical thinking in students, which will increase the effectiveness of learning and
involve all students in the learning process. The authors give practical recommendations to teachers
for the development of logical and intuitive thinking in students in the classroom. This article and
the results of the study will be of interest to teachers of secondary schools, young scientists, school
methodologists.

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Efficiency of Teaching the Subject «Natural Science» in School in Connection

Abstract. The article deals with the problems of increasing the effectiveness of teaching the
subject «Natural science» at school due to the relationship of causes and effects in nature. The main
goal of educational projects in the subject of «Natural science» is to create favorable conditions for
the formation of students' basic academic knowledge about natural activities and laws, simple skills
in experimental activities, and the development of knowledge related to all academic visions of
society. These knowledge and skill tasks are not the main goal; they should be, first of all, a means
of forming the pedagogical and creative possibilities of the students' consciousness, obtaining new
knowledge and information about nature as a research tool.

The explanation and presentation of factors that change the environment contribute to the
inevitable development of the academic worldview of students, the development of a well-
developed concept of academic ideas in natural movements and activities, and the disclosure of
relationships in the concept of an individual society-subject. The basis of the study of cause-and-
effect relationships is considered to be the identification and presentation of the causes and
consequences of these causes, leading to changes in natural things.

The direction of natural science as a science related to natural activities and phenomena
includes a set of natural sciences aimed at studying the volume-transitional features of natural
objects, their appearance and patterns of formation. Introducing students to the environment, they
carefully study the prerequisites and results of various phenomena occurring in nature.

The result of the educational goal is perceived to inform students about the gradual
development of the whole picture in the environment, the ways of their cognition, perception and
understanding in high-quality digital images of natural actions and phenomena, the acquisition of
relevant knowledge and skills, the effective application of the acquired knowledge.

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THE IMPACT OF THE WORLD INTERATIONAL PROCESSES ON IMPROVING THE
PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE OF A UNIVERSITY TEACHER

Abstract. Pedagogical competence is the most important professional and personal new
formation. Pedagogical science identifies different options for classifications of competencies. As
known, the coronavirus pandemic has made adjustments to the life of the world community. It also
increased the importance of information and social technologies. Changes in the public and social
world have influenced the expansion of the content side of the pedagogical competence of a
university teacher.

This article reflects the results of a pedagogical study on the development of professional
competence of a university teacher. For teachers who prepare future teachers for a general
education school, the issue of studying the essence of professional competence in the context of
recent world events is topical. The purpose of the article is to disseminate individual results of
pedagogical research in terms of theoretical and methodological aspects. The methodological basis
of the study is the scientific works of foreign and domestic scientists: M.V. Clarin, A.K. Markova,
L.M. Mitina, A.A. Kalyuzhny, K.Zh.

Introduction

Global changes are taking place in the modern world community that have affected the
Republic of Kazakhstan as well. The coronavirus pandemic, increasing demand for the use of
information technology, transition from traditional to blended education, participation of research
teams in international projects and academic mobility, the impact of social networks on the learning
system — these and other reasons have changed the substantive aspect of the professional
competence of the teacher. In this context, the position of the teacher considered in the educational
process, his image, professional competence, authority among colleagues and students, stable
emotional complex. American educator who researched adult learning, andragogy methodologist
Malcolm Shepard Noulz has designated, that one of the main tasks of adult education is connected
with «...production of competent people». They are professionals whose competence lies in the
ability to «...apply your knowledge in a changing environment ...», «... in the ability to engage in
constant self-learning throughout one's life » [1].

It should be noted that today's global integration processes dictate to the modern teacher to
reconsider and expand his activity position. Researcher Adolf V.A. highlight pedagogical,
methodological and social trends: revision of teacher education technologies, increase in the
number of pensioners, formal approach to professional development, inertness to the changes taking
place in the world and others [2].

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Literature Review

In the scientific world of Kazakhstan and foreign countries, research on the theoretical and
methodological definition of the essence of the professional competence of a teacher is common,
but have issues that require careful study.

Let's consider the content aspect of competence in general didactic and methodological
aspects. So, modern didactics in the education system highlights the competence-based approach
[3]. And all Kazakhstani education is based on this and student-centered approaches. This means
that the education system must form a set of competencies in a student or pupil. They form the basis
of the functional literacy of the population of any country. In methodological terms, competence
correlates with the systemic and practical functions of the learning process. Increasing attention to
the indicated aspects corresponds to the order of society, indicated by the European Union, which is
noted in the Bologna Convention. Materials of the Bologna process highlight the concepts
«competence» or «competency». These concepts define global objectives and prospects in the
higher education system, perform a connecting role between the content of education and the labor
market, and help to adapt education to external changes that take place in society.

There are many definitions of the concept «competence». It originated in the 1970s in the
USA, its founder is N. Chomsky. It should also be noted that at present, scientists involved in the
study of this problem, trying to interpret their definition, enrich its content [4].

An analysis of the scientific literature made it possible to dwell on the opinion of
Dodonov B.l. He highlights the psychological side of the concept «competence». In his
interpretation, the author relies on the abilities of the individual, which interact with the system of
knowledge, skills in the process of performing the learning activities of the student. Dodonov B.I.
identifies as a determining factor the ability of a person, as they affect the performance of his
cognitive activity [5]. Based on the specified psychological feature, we consider competence as a
complex of activity acts, which form a certain skill (or specific competence) of a person.
