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THE CONSEQUENCES OF JAPANESE HIKES KHUBILAI

Abastract. The Mongol invasions of Japan (in 1274 and 1281) led by Kublai Khan had a
significant impact on Japan and the Far East region. Japan strengthened its defenses, the military
role of the samurai was strengthened, and the myth of the "divine wind" (kamikaze) emerged,
which influenced Japanese culture and isolationist policies. For the Mongol state of Kublai Khan,
these campaigns were economically devastating and undermined the prestige of the army. Studying
these events is important because they demonstrated the wvulnerability of the Mongols and
contributed to the stabilization of Japan as an independent power.

Ozet. Kubilay Han onderligindeki Mogollarin Japonya'y: istila etmesi (1274 ve 1281)
Japonya ve Uzak Dogu bolgesi iizerinde onemli bir etki yaratti. Japonya savunmasini gii¢lendirdsi,
samuraylarin askeri rolii giiclendi ve Japon kiiltiiriinii ve izolasyonist politikalar1 etkileyen "ilahi
riizgar" (kamikaze) miti ortaya ¢ikti. Kubilay Han'in Mogol devleti i¢in bu seferler ekonomik olarak
yikiciydi ve ordunun prestijini zedeledi. Bu olaylar1 incelemek Onemlidir ¢iinkii Mogollarin
savunmasizligimi gosterdiler ve Japonya'nin bagimsiz bir gii¢ olarak istikrarma katkida bulundular.

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ARCHAEOLOGICAL STUDIES OF THE BURIAL MOUND CEMETERY OF
KANYARBULAK

Annotation

The burial sites of the Kaynarbulak burial mound are located on the northwestern outskirts of
the city of Shymkent, within the territory of the under-construction industrial zone "Bozaryk," and
at the time work began, they were at risk of complete destruction due to the intensive development
of this area.

During the protective and rescue operations, 16 burial mounds with earthen embankments
were studied. Burials were conducted both in ground graves and in catacombs with dromoses.
Almost all the burials were disturbed in ancient times. Most of the skeletons are scattered across the
burial structures, some are partially lost.

Finds from the graves include broken and intact forms of kitchen and table ceramics (jugs,
pots, mugs, and tableware of open forms), fragments of heavily corroded iron and bronze artifacts
(knives, arrowheads, ornaments), as well as beads. The orientation of the buried in the catacombs is
mainly to the east, while in ground graves it is to the west.

Chronologically studied burial sites contain materials from the early Iron Age and the Middle
Ages. The entire set of finds from the early Iron Age is conventionally divided into three
chronological groups: V to Il centuries BC, Il century BC — I century AD, and | to IV centuries AD.
The burials from the medieval period were conducted according to the Muslim rite.

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ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESEARCH OF KARAUL-TOBE, SHYMKENT

Annotation

The article presents the results of emergency archaeological investigations conducted at the
Karaultobe site, located in the city of Shymkent. These studies made it possible to examine the site's
stratigraphy, the stages of its construction, and the specific methods used in its formation.

Karaultobe is an artificially constructed mound composed of layered soil deposits of various
types. Archaeological research revealed the construction techniques used for both the mound and
the massive clay platform, as well as two distinct chronological layers containing finds: the earlier
layer dates to the I-1V centuries AD, while the later one, attributed to the Samanid period, dates to
the X century AD.

The analysis conducted in this study refutes the previous classification of the site as a "royal
burial mound.” Instead, the name "Karaultobe" reflects its original function — as a watchpost and a
key element in the fortification system of the Shymkent settlement.

Introduction In the present era, the cooperation between the Republic of Uzbekistan and the
Arab states of the Persian Gulf is entering a new stage. Against the backdrop of global political and
economic developments, the growth of ties between these two regions is becoming increasingly
important not only for their bilateral interests but also for international security, stability, and
development. From this perspective, this article will explore the legal foundations of cooperation
between Uzbekistan and the Arab states of the Persian Gulf, as well as their mutual relations within
the framework of international and regional legal systems.
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The relevance of this topic is linked, on the one hand, to Uzbekistan’s recent open and
constructive foreign policy course, and on the other hand, to the growing interest of Gulf states in
the Central Asian region. The alignment of mutual interests, shared aspirations for political stability
and economic cooperation, and the closeness of religious and spiritual values create favorable
conditions for deepening this partnership.

This article analyzes the main areas of cooperation shaped by bilateral and multilateral
agreements, legal documents within international organizations, and intergovernmental accords. It
also provides a detailed overview of Uzbekistan’s foreign policy principles, its national interests,
and its approach within the framework of international legal norms.

Literature Review. The study of this topic significantly relies on key scholarly literature in
the fields of international law and foreign policy theory. In particular, the works of Dr. Mahinnora
and N. Mirkhamidova [1] on international law, as well as those by Uzbek researchers such as K.
Rashidov [2], Yunusova M [3], and N.Abduraimova [4], provide a solid foundation for both
theoretical and practical analysis of the subject. Primary legal documents such as the Vienna
Convention on the Law of Treaties, the Charter of the United Nations, and conventions of the
Organization of Islamic Cooperation (OIC) serve as essential practical sources. Moreover, the
Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the national legislative framework offer a
comprehensive view of the domestic legal foundation relevant to the topic.

Methodology This study is based on the historical-legal analysis method. The primary objects
of analysis were international treaties, intergovernmental and interagency agreements, conventions,
and memorandums that have shaped and developed the cooperation between the Republic of
Uzbekistan and the Arab states of the Persian Gulf.

In addition, the research employed content analysis of legal documents, comparative legal
analysis, a systematic approach, and normative legal methods. Throughout the study, key sources
included the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the Law “On International Treaties of the
Republic of Uzbekistan,” and legal documents from international organizations such as the UN,
OIC, LAS, and GCC, as well as bilateral and multilateral agreements [5].

Furthermore, official documents signed in recent years between Uzbekistan and the Arab
states of the Persian Gulf, statistical data, and statements from international conferences and
summits were also used as research materials.

The main goal of the methodology was to systematically and scientifically analyze the legal
foundations of bilateral and multilateral cooperation, to identify the current achievements, and to
assess future prospects.

Results.The formation and development of bilateral cooperation between the Arab States of
the Persian Gulf and the Republic of Uzbekistan are significantly influenced by their shared foreign
policy approaches and the closeness of their religious and spiritual values. These factors contribute
to the strengthening of mutual understanding, trust, and strategic partnership in their bilateral
relations.

Since gaining independence, the Republic of Uzbekistan has recognized the necessity of
pursuing an active and consistent foreign policy to ensure the country’s economic development and
regional security. Therefore, the Republic has developed a foreign policy strategy aimed at securing
a worthy place in the international community, promoting, and protecting its national interests on
the global stage. This strategy envisages establishing mutually beneficial cooperation with
developed foreign countries and reputable international organizations.

The legal foundations of foreign policy are enshrined in the Constitution of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, particularly through its relevant articles, which define the fundamental principles and
directions of the state's international relations [6].

It is worth noting that the Republic of Uzbekistan possesses a number of favorable factors in
conducting its foreign policy and establishing diplomatic relations. First of all, the country’s
geostrategic location significantly enhances its importance in international cooperation.
Additionally, Uzbekistan’s territory is rich in natural resources, particularly minerals and raw
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materials, which create a solid foundation for economic relations. Furthermore, internal stability,
consistent socio-economic reforms, and a foreign policy based on the norms of international law
contribute to the country's effective engagement in foreign relations [7, pp,91]. These factors play
an important role in strengthening Uzbekistan’s position in the international community.

Based on these factors, the Republic of Uzbekistan has paid special attention to developing
the legal framework in the field of foreign policy. In particular, laws and subordinate legal acts
regulating foreign policy activities have been developed and implemented based on the principles of
openness, constructiveness, and mutual benefit, while prioritizing national interests.

As one of the priorities of its foreign policy, Uzbekistan has devoted special attention to
developing diplomatic, political, economic, and cultural relations with Muslim countries,
particularly the Arab states of the Persian Gulf. The creation of a legal and normative framework
has become one of the key factors in strengthening relations with these states. The legal foundations
have been formed through bilateral and multilateral agreements, treaties, memorandums, and other
international legal documents.

Thus, by 2022, more than 90 bilateral documents, including agreements and memorandums of
understanding, have been signed between the Arab states of the Persian Gulf and the Republic of
Uzbekistan [8, pp.447]. The majority of these documents consist of intergovernmental,
interdepartmental, and economic cooperation agreements. Analyzing the dynamics of their
conclusion shows that many agreements in the economic sphere were signed from the early years of
independence up to 2015. This demonstrates that Uzbekistan’s foreign policy efforts to develop
trade and economic relations with the countries of this region have been implemented gradually.

The cooperation relations between the Arab states of the Persian Gulf and the Republic of
Uzbekistan have been formed on the basis of universally recognized principles and norms of
international law and have been consolidated through bilateral official documents. This legal
framework serves to ensure the stable development of mutual relations between these countries, as
well as to consistently advance cooperation in various fields.

The legal foundations of this cooperation are based, on the one hand, on the norms of
international law, and on the other hand, on the foreign policy principles of the Republic of
Uzbekistan. In particular, these principles are reflected in the provisions of the Constitution of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, the Law “On International Treaties of the Republic of Uzbekistan [9],” the
Law “On Defense [10],” the Military Doctrine of the Republic of Uzbekistan, as well as the
principles and objectives of international organizations such as the United Nations (UN) and the
Organization of Islamic Cooperation (OIC). In addition, obligations arising from international
treaties and agreements ratified by the Oliy Majlis (Parliament) of the Republic of Uzbekistan also
constitute the legal basis of this cooperation [11].

The Republic of Uzbekistan conducts its foreign policy in an open, mutually beneficial, and
constructive manner, with the primary goals of ensuring national interests, safeguarding state
independence and sovereignty, and strengthening its position and role on the international stage.
Furthermore, one of the priorities of the country’s foreign policy is to ensure regional security,
reinforce stability, and develop good-neighborly relations. At the same time, the Republic of
Uzbekistan strictly adheres to the policy of not joining military-political blocs, not allowing foreign
military bases and facilities on its territory, and not permitting its military personnel to participate in
military operations or conflicts abroad.

Relying on the universally recognized principles of international law and the norms of
national legislation, the Republic of Uzbekistan has established mutually beneficial and constructive
cooperative relations with foreign countries and international organizations, including the Arab
states of the Persian Gulf. The formation of such cooperation is closely linked to the main directions
of Uzbekistan's foreign policy and its national interests, ensuring the pursuit of a stable, open, and
balanced political course in the international arena.

In the legal analysis of cooperation relations between the Arab states of the Persian Gulf and
the Republic of Uzbekistan, the documents regulating these relations may be classified under the
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current legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan into three categories: interstate, intergovernmental,
and interdepartmental agreements. This classification is based on the subjects and content of the
legal documents.

Interstate treaties — agreements concluded between two or more states, as well as other
subjects of international law, which establish mutual rights and obligations in political, economic,
cultural, or other fields. These treaties are recognized as one of the primary sources of international
law. They may be formalized under various titles — treaty, agreement, convention, pact,
declaration, memorandum, statute, protocol, charter, statement, and other forms.

Intergovernmental agreements are concluded directly between the governments of states and
typically regulate cooperation in the fields of trade and economy, finance and technology,
investment, as well as transport and logistics. Interagency agreements, on the other hand, are
concluded between ministries, agencies, or other relevant state bodies, and serve to facilitate
information exchange, capacity building, and the implementation of joint projects within specific
sectors.

These legal foundations create the basis for the stable and consistent development of relations
between the Gulf Arab states and Uzbekistan, as well as for the legal consolidation of their
cooperation.

The international cooperation between the Gulf Arab states and Uzbekistan is regulated
legally on the basis of bilateral and multilateral agreements. These agreements define the main
directions of interstate cooperation and establish a legal framework for their mutual relations in the
international arena. There exists a long-standing experience of cooperation between the Gulf Arab
states and Uzbekistan on the international level. The parties have engaged in mutual cooperation in
areas such as security, trade and economic relations, and social development.

In addition to bilateral agreements, the Gulf Arab states and Uzbekistan are also parties to a
number of multilateral international treaties. These multilateral documents are usually concluded
within the framework of international organizations and serve as an important legal basis for
regulating bilateral relations. Such agreements are aimed at strengthening cooperation in the fields
of international politics, economy, culture, and security.

The main multilateral agreements in which the Gulf Arab states and Uzbekistan participate
include the following:

> Conventions and declarations within the framework of the Organization of Islamic
Cooperation (OIC);

> Global conventions of the United Nations (UN) (such as those on combating corruption,
environmental protection, climate change, counter-terrorism, and others);

> Regional forums and related documents on cooperation between Arab states and Central
Asia;

> Multilateral programs within the framework of UNESCO and other international
organizations in the fields of cultural heritage protection, education, and science;

> Financial and economic cooperation agreements signed within the framework of the
Islamic Development Bank (IDB);

» The Central Asia - Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) Summits.

Such multilateral agreements not only contribute to the expansion of bilateral relations, but
also serve to strengthen sustainable development, security, and mutual trust throughout the region.
In particular, Uzbekistan’s open foreign policy in recent years and the active involvement of Gulf
countries in regional political and economic processes further increase the significance of these
agreements. For instance, cooperation has been established between Uzbekistan and the UAE
within the framework of the Arab Coordination Group. During the Group's meeting held in
Tashkent in July 2007, representatives of the Abu Dhabi Development Fund, a UAE member of the
group, participated. At this conference, more than twenty projects related to Uzbekistan's education,
healthcare, agriculture and water management, energy, chemical industry, public utilities,
construction, and metallurgy sectors were reviewed, and several documents were signed.
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The mutual relations between the Gulf Arab states and Uzbekistan have been formed on the
basis of both parties' national legal systems and universally recognized international legal
principles. The legal foundation of these relations consists of bilateral agreements, treaties, and
international legal norms. This legal basis regulates bilateral cooperation in political, economic,
security, cultural, and other fields.

Conclusion. The cooperation between Uzbekistan and the Arab States of the Persian Gulf is
firmly grounded in international law and supported by a growing body of bilateral and multilateral
legal instruments. These legal frameworks provide a solid foundation for expanding diplomatic,
economic, and cultural ties while ensuring that the cooperation remains balanced, mutually
beneficial, and aligned with the national interests of Uzbekistan and its partners in the Gulf region.
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CRITERIA FOR THE DISMISSAL OF OFFICIALS
IN THE TIMURID EMPIRE

Abstract
This article analyzes the criteria for the dismissal of officials during the Timurid era based on
historical sources. In particular, Khwandamir’s Dastiir al-wuzara (“The Manual of Viziers”) and his
other prominent work Rawzat al-safa (“The Garden of Purity”) are examined as key sources within
the scope of this study. These works not only recount historical events but also shed light on the
ethical and administrative principles of public service, outlining the responsibilities and
accountability of state officials.

Furthermore, the article explores how concepts such as authority distribution, loyalty,
honesty, justice, and responsibility influenced the conduct of officials within the Timarid
administrative system. The main objective is to assess the role of dismissal criteria in ensuring
political and social stability in the medieval period through the example of the Timiirid state and to
evaluate this experience as a historical model that can contribute to a deeper understanding of
modern theories of public administration.

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Introduction
The governance practices of the Timurid Empire offer a rich case study in how premodern states
exercised control over their bureaucracy. Among the many dimensions of governance, the
appointment and dismissal of high-ranking officials, especially viziers, played a critical role in
maintaining political balance and administrative efficiency. Frequent reshuffling of officials, as
recorded by contemporary historians such as Khwandamir, was both a practical and political tool
aimed at preventing the consolidation of power and ensuring loyalty to the ruler.

Literature Review

The primary sources for this study are Khwandamir’s Dastiir al-wuzara and Rawdzat al-safa,
which provide detailed accounts of the careers of Timurid viziers. These texts are supplemented by
other works such as Habib al-siyar, Majalis al-nafa’is, Mujmal-i Fasihi, and contemporary
chronicles. These sources document the various political, ethical, and personal factors that
contributed to the dismissal of state officials. While earlier scholarship has largely focused on the
grandeur of Timurid cultural achievements, this study shifts attention to the internal mechanisms of
governance, particularly the accountability of state administrators.

Methodology
This research is based on textual analysis of primary Persian sources, particularly manuscript
variants of Dastar al-wuzara. Comparative manuscript study was employed to detect discrepancies
between different copies (e.g., Tashkent, Tehran, Berlin). Biographical data of viziers was
reconstructed using cross-references from multiple sources, with a special focus on terminologies of
dismissal (e.g., gatl, azl, habs) and the political contexts surrounding them. This qualitative
historical approach enables a nuanced understanding of how dismissal operated as a tool of
governance.

Results
The article identifies several key categories for the dismissal of officials: (1) untimely death, (2)
voluntary resignation, and (3) dismissal by the ruler. Each category is substantiated with detailed
historical cases, such as the battlefield deaths of viziers under Timur, the forced resignation of
Khwaja Qutb al-Din Tawis, and the executions of corrupt officials under Sultan Husayn Mirza. The
findings demonstrate that dismissals were rarely administrative formalities; they were often
politically charged events with far-reaching consequences.

Discussion

Timarid rulers frequently replaced state officials. Khwandamir, in his Dastir al-wuzara, after
listing the names of various Timiirid rulers, notes: “It was customary for these Sultans to frequently
appoint and dismiss viziers” [1, p. 93a]. Additionally, in volume VII of Rawzat al-safa, he remarks
that Sultan Husayn Mirza also regularly removed and appointed viziers [2, 99b].

In our view, such frequent changes of viziers served to prevent them from amassing excessive
power and to keep their influence in state governance in check. History shows that an official who
remains in office for an extended period may eventually vie for supreme authority. Nonetheless,
there were officials at the Timiirid court who held office for a long time. Among them were Khwaja
Imad al-Din Mas‘ud Simnani, who served in Amir Timiir’s divan for many years'; Khwaja Ghiyath
al-Din Pir Ahmad Khwafi [3, p.—221], who served under Shahrukh Mirza; Khwaja Qutb al-Din
Tawis Simnani, who served in the courts of Baysunghur Mirza and Abul-Qasim Babur Mirza for
several years [4, pp.—380-390]; and Khwaja Qavam al-Din Nizam al-Mulk Khwafi, who held office
during the reigns of Sultan Abu Sa‘id M1rza and Sultan Husayn Mirza.

Based on the analysis above, several criteria for dismissing officials are outlined in Dastiir al-
wuzard, Which can be examined as follows.

1. Dismissal due to the official’s untimely death.

Upon the death of any official, regardless of rank, all of their powers and responsibilities
naturally come to an end. However, not all viziers mentioned in Khwandamir’s works died of
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natural causes. Some who met an untimely death perished on the battlefield, while others died of
natural causes.

For instance, Khwaja Imad al-Din Mas‘ud Simnani died after being struck by an arrow during
Amir Timiir’s siege of Baghdad. In 805 AH / 1402 CE, following the battle between Amir Timiir
and Bayezid Yildirim, Jalal al-Islam, a vizier of Ttmur, was killed by an arrow while participating
in the capture of the fortress known as Ulugh Burlagh' in the same region. Khwandamir gives the
date of his death through a chronogram in verse', calculating it as Rajab 805 AH / February 1403
CE [5, p.—342]. According to the Zafarnama, this fortress was razed to the ground in retaliation for
his death [6, p.—398].

Khwaja Ghiyath al-Din Sayyid Ahmad ibn Khwaja Nizam al-Din Ahmad Andkhudi served as
vizier to Shahrukh Mirza for just over a year before passing away on 20 Sha‘ban 839 AH / 9 March
1436 CE in Arran (Karabakh) [7, p.—358]. Relying on the account of his son, Shams al-Din
Muhammad, Khwandamir notes that Khwaja Ghiyath al-Din Sayyid Ahmad’s coffin was brought to
Herat and buried near the shrine of Pir Khwaja Abulwalid [8, p.—358].

Mirza Ulugh Beg’s vizier, Nasir al-Din Nasrullah al-Khwafi, fell ill around 845 AH / 1441
CE, and when physicians were unable to cure him, he died. According to Fasih Khwafi, he was
buried in Samargand, near the mausoleum by Darb-i Shaykhzada [9, p.—306].

When Sultan Abu Sa‘id Mirza launched his campaign toward Iraq and Azerbaijan in 872 AH /
1469 CE, he summoned his vizier, Khwaja Na‘im al-Din Ni'matullah Kuhistani, from Astarabad to
Iraq. However, Khwaja Na‘im al-Din Ni‘matullah died at the beginning of the journey.

In 874 AH / 1474 CE, when Sultan Husayn Mirza launched a campaign against Mirza Yadgar
Muhammad in Chinuran, he left Khwaja ‘Abdallah Akhtab in charge of the capital, Herat. Taking
advantage of the situation, Khwaja ‘Abdallah collected excessive taxes from the population, leading
to widespread discontent among the people of Herat. Upon hearing of this unrest, Sultan Husayn
Mirza ordered his arrest. After managing to escape imprisonment, Khwaja ‘Abdallah fled to Hisar-i
Shadman, where the local ruler, Sultan Mahmud Mirza, appointed him as his vizier.

On one occasion, Khwaja ‘Abdallah Akhtab set out to inspect tax collections in the region of
Termez. Upon reaching one of the tributaries of the Amu Darya, he decided to cross the frozen and
seemingly calm river on horseback. Despite the warnings of his companions, he spurred his horse
forward, but the ice gave way, and he drowned [10, p.—393].

Khwaja Shams al-Din Muhammad Marwarid also died a natural death on 10 Rabi‘ al-Awwal
904 AH / 27 October 1498 CE. After his passing, Sultan Husayn Mirza offered condolences to his
family and bestowed gifts upon them [11, p.—397]. Khwandamir also records that ‘Ali Shir Navai
composed a ruba‘l (quatrain) noting that Khwaja Shams al-Din had left behind two orphaned
children [11, p.—397].

Sultan Husayn Mirza’s most renowned vizier, Khwaja Afzal al-Din Muhammad Kirmani,
died in Rajab 910 AH / December 1504 CE. His funeral was attended by Badi® al-Zaman Mirza,
Muzaffar Husayn Mirza, and all the Amirs, scholars, and sayyids. He was buried near the shrine of
Khwaja ‘Abdallah Ansari", adjacent to the Fayd al-Anwar mausoleum.

His brother, Khwaja Amin al-Din Mahmud, who had transferred his service from Sultan
Husayn Mirza to Muzaffar Husayn Mirza in the final years of his life, also passed away in early 910
AH / mid-1504 CE [9, p.-1067;].

Following the death of Sultan Husayn Mirza on 11 Dhu ’1-Hijja 911 AH /5 May 1506 CE, his
last vizier, Khwaja Ahmad Darvish Qabiz, was appointed sahib-i divan by Muzaffar Husayn Mirza.
However, in Dhu "I-Hijja 912 AH / April 1507 CE, during a night gathering at the house of Amir
Yusuf “Ali Kukaldash, the former governor of Herat, Khwaja Ahmad Darvish Qabiz got into a
quarrel with the Amir’s brother, Tarkhanibek. The conflict escalated, and Tarkhanibek killed him
with his own sword [4, p.—456].

Such was the extent of the suffering the people endured under Khwaja Ahmad’s tyranny that
news of his death brought joy to the inhabitants of Herat. According to Khwandamir, when two
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people met, they would congratulate one another on his passing, or if a group gathered, they would
curse him while recalling his injustices [4, p.—456].

2. Voluntary Resignation of an Official.

Voluntary resignations by viziers serving in the Timirid state administration are rarely
attested in Dastiir al-wuzara. One such instance involves Khwaja Qutb al-Din Tawiis. When Sultan
Husayn Mirza first ascended the throne of Khurasan, he appointed him to the post of ashraf (chief
of protocol) [4, p.—388]. In Dhu ’I-Hijja 874 AH / June 1470 CE, after Mirza Yadgar Muhammad
temporarily seized control of Khurasan, he appointed Khwaja Qutb al-Din as head of the Amorat-i
Diwan (Department of Administration). However, when Sultan Husayn Mirza swiftly regained
power and offered him once again a leadership role in the divan, Khwaja Qutb al-Din declined. He
withdrew from politics and spent the rest of his life devoted to worship and agriculture [4, p.—389].

According to Khwandamir, after Khwaja Majd al-Din Muhammad assumed the vizierate,
Khwaja Qutb al-Din, fearing political rivalry, was forced to leave for Iraq and Azerbaijan, where he
passed away in 900 AH / 1475 CE at the age of 72 [4, p.—388].

Another example is Khwaja Kamal al-Din Husayn, who was appointed vizier to Sultan
Husayn Mirza by Khwaja Majd al-Din Muhammad. His tenure was brief, and as Khwandamir
notes, “because of his profound knowledge and humility, he could not bear the dangers of this
office” [4, p.—443]. For this reason, he voluntarily resigned and returned to the city of Marv.

3. Dismissal by the Ruler.

This was one of the most frequently observed circumstances, and in some cases, it even led to
the execution of viziers. It can be said that the majority of punished viziers incurred the ruler’s
wrath as a result of the efforts, cons Piracies, or false accusations of other officials.

In 809 AH / 1407 CE, after Khwaja Ghiyath al-Din Salar Simnani was appointed vizier in
place of Sayyid Fakhr al-Din under Shahrukh Mirza, many Amirs and officials bore hostility toward
him [3, p.—187]. In 811 AH / 1408 CE [3, p.—199], Sayyid Fakhr al-Din managed to prove that
Khwaja Ghiyath al-Din had embezzled 300 timans from the treasury and had committed numerous
acts of betrayal toward his staff, leading to his execution [1, p.—94a].

Sayyid Fakhr al-Din was then reinstated. However, when Mirza Baysunghur audited his
work, it was discovered that 200 timans had been misused from the treasury [4, p.—347-349]. As a
result, he was dismissed from office with the condition that the sum be repaid within a year [4, p.—
351].

During this period, he suffered from constant grief, anxiety, and various illnesses, ultimately
dying of dropsy — a condition said to have developed after jaundice — on 25 Jumada al-Awwal 820
AH / 10 July 1417 CE [3, p.—242]. As recorded in Dastar al-wuzara, many prominent figures of
Khurasan and Iraq reportedly congratulated one another at condolence gatherings held for his death"
[4, p.—351], as during his tenure as vizier, he had forcibly extracted large sums from his
subordinates — at times amounting to as much as 300 timans [1, p.—94a].

After the death of Shahrukh Mirza on 25 Dhu "1-Hijja 850 AH / 13 March 1447 CE, Khwaja
Ghiyath al-Din Pir Ahmad Khwafi briefly entered the service of ‘Ala’ al-Dawla Mirza, and later
that of Sultan Muhammad Mirza, the son of Baysunghur Mirza. After this period, Khwaja Ghiyath
al-Din set out on a pilgrimage to Mecca [4, p.—356]. Upon his return, he was arrested in 857 AH /
1453 CE by order of Abulgasim Babur Mirza, who had defeated Sultan Muhammad Mtrza [4, p.—
356]. Babur Mirza’s retainers also extorted 200 timans from him [4, p.—357].

As a result of psychological pressure and torture, Khwaja Ghiyath al-Din died in captivity and
was buried near the shrine of Shaykh Muhammad Khwafi in the Fayd al-Anwar cemetery [4, p.—
357].

When Sultan Abu Sa‘id Mirza set out for Astarabad to suppress the revolt of Sultan Husayn
Mirza, he left one of his viziers, Khwaja Mu'izz al-Din Shirazi, as his deputy in Herat [4, p.—370].
During the Sultan’s absence, Khwaja Mu‘izz al-Din embezzled a significant portion of the state
treasury. Upon returning to Herat and learning of this, Sultan Abu Sa‘id ordered him to be thrown
into a cauldron of boiling water [4, p.—371].
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As Khwandamir reports, “the cruelty and aggression of Khwaja Mu'izz al-Din Shirazi were
washed away by the waters of justice and charity” [4, p.—371].

In Rabi® al-Awwal 865 AH / December 1460 CE, Khwaja Muzaffar al-Din Mukhtar
Sabzavari entered the service of Sultan Abu Sa‘id Mirza. Although he was considered superior to
many other viziers, he lacked sufficient expertise in the critical operations of the siyaq divan (fiscal
administration) [4, p.—372]. As a result, not long after his appointment, he was accused of
negligence and mismanagement and was subsequently dismissed from office [4, p.—372].

Around the same time, another official with a similar name — Khwaja Muzaffar Mukhtar
Sabzavari — who had also begun working in the divan, was removed from his post after a group of
divan staff substantiated charges brought against him [1, p.—964a].

Khwaja Isma‘'il Khwajani, nicknamed “the Wolf,” was dismissed from his post and
imprisoned by Sultan Abu Sa‘id Mirza in 868 AH / 1464 CE on charges of embezzling state funds
[6, p.—544;]. In order to secure his release from prison, he was forced to surrender all of his property
and was never reappointed as vizier [4, p.—377].

Another case involved Khwaja ‘Ala’ al-Din “Ali al-Sanayi, a vizier under Sultan Husayn
Mirza, who was known for his harshness in tax collection. He deceived his associates and
mistreated the poor and the helpless [3: 97b]. His conduct drew disapproval even from ‘Ali Shir
Navai [4, p.—397]. After returning all misappropriated funds to the divan, he was imprisoned [1, p.—
97b]. According to Khwandamir, he spent six years in custody [1, p.—97b], during which he
memorized the Qur’an and studied the qasida of Khwaja Salman Sawaji [4, p.—399].

He was executed on the same day as another vizier, Khwaja Sayf al-Din Muzaffar
Shabankara. The latter had been accused by other divan officials of theft and embezzlement of state
funds, and Sultan Husayn Mirza ordered his execution as well [4, p.—399]. When asked about
Khwaja al-Sunayi at the same time, Sultan Husayn likewise commanded his death. Consequently,
Khwaja ‘Ala’ al-Din ibn ‘Ali al-Sunayi was hanged at the entrance to Herat’s Charsu market, while
Khwaja Sayf al-Din Muzaffar Shabankara was executed at the Malik Gate of Herat [4, p.—399-
400]. According to Habib al-siyar, the execution took place in Muharram 891 AH / January 1486
CE [9, p.—1066].

Even the most influential viziers of Sultan Husayn Mirza — Khwaja Majd al-Din Muhammad
and Khwaja Qawam al-Din Nizam al-Mulk — were ultimately dismissed from office by the ruler.
Over the course of three years following 892 AH / 1486-87 CE, Khwaja Majd al-Din Muhammad's
improper conduct toward ‘Al1 Shir Navai, as well as his disparaging treatment of other Amirs and
viziers, led to a growing number of opponents. As a result, Sultan Husayn Mirza’s attitude toward
him changed, and he ordered Majd al-Din’s dismissal and the confiscation of his property [4, p.—
410].

Despite this, Sultan Husayn Mirza did not wish any harm to befall him. Nevertheless, Khwaja
Majd al-Din’s adversaries demanded a large sum of money from him, threatening execution if he
failed to pay [4, p.— 417]. Unable to meet this demand, Khwaja Majd al-Din Muhammad fled to the
Hijaz, but died shortly after reaching the city of Tabuk [4, p.—417]. According to Habib al-siyar, his
death occurred in Dhu "1-Qa‘da 899 AH / August 1494 CE [9, p.—821].

After the dismissal of Khwaja Majd al-Din, the influence of Khwaja Qawam al-Din Nizam al-
Mulk steadily increased, as there was no other vizier in the realm with comparable prestige. During
his tenure, regional governors ceased paying taxes to the capital. In an attempt to offset the resulting
shortfall in state revenue, Khwaja Qawam al-Din collected two years’ worth of taxes at once from
artisans and farmers in Herat [4, p.—429].

Meanwhile, after learning of Khwaja Majd al-Din Muhammad’s departure, Khwaja Afzal al-
Din Muhammad returned from Astarabad to Herat in Ramadan 903 AH / May 1498 CE and began
actively working against Khwaja Qawam al-Din [4, p.—429]. He regularly reported the vizier’s
errors and shortcomings to Sultan Husayn Mirza. As a result, on 21 Ramadan 903 AH / 13 May
1498 CE, Khwaja Qawam al-Din’s son-in-law, Khwaja ‘Imad al-Islam ibn Khwaja Muhammad
‘Atiq Allah, was arrested and tortured [4, p.—430].
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Subsequently, in Shawwal 903 AH / June 1498 CE, Khwaja Qawam al-Din, along with his
two sons — Khwaja Kamal al-Din Husayn and Khwaja Rashid al-Din ‘Abd al-Malik — and several of
their associates, was imprisoned in the fortress of Ikhtiyar al-Din [1, p.—99b]. Prior to their arrest,
Sultan Husayn Mirza had consulted with ‘Alf Shir Navai, who supported the decision [9, p.—860].
Khwaja Afzal al-Din Muhammad then confiscated all their property and delivered it to the state
treasury [9, p.—861].

A few days later, Khwaja Kamal al-Din and Khwaja Rashid al-Din escaped from the fortress,
but when they were recaptured by the Sultan’s men, Sultan Husayn Mirza ordered the execution of
Khwaja Qawam al-Din Nizam al-Mulk, his two sons, and their close followers — Khwaja ‘Abd al-
‘Aziz, Khwaja Nizam al-Din Kurd, and Khwaja ‘Imad al-Islam. They were put to death in Dhu ’1-
Qa‘da 903 AH / July 1498 CE [1, p.—100a].

This event became known in historical sources as the Kharabi-yi Mulk (“The Ruin of the
State™), a phrase whose abjad (numerical) value corresponds to the year 903 [4, p.—432].

Conclusion.

The complexity and sophistication of the Timiirid administrative system is clearly reflected in
the established criteria for assessing officials’ performance and dismissing them from office. These
criteria functioned as essential principles aimed at ensuring political stability, enforcing just
governance, and strengthening a sense of responsibility among public servants in medieval Central
Asia. Drawing on Khwandamir’s Dastiir al-wuzara and Rawzat al-safa, this article has examined the
expectations placed on officials during the Timirid era, as well as the circumstances — ranging from
ethical failures to administrative incompetence — that led to their dismissal.

In his writings, Khwandamir emphasizes justice, honesty, knowledge, political foresight, and
loyalty as core virtues required for public service. Officials who lacked any of these qualities, or
who abused their position — even those of the highest rank — were subject to dismissal. This
demonstrates that during the Timarid period, personal integrity and moral conduct were decisive
factors in political life. Accountability among state officials was under constant evaluation, guided
by a combination of written and oral traditions, religious norms, and political interests.

The Timarid experience further illustrates that the process of dismissal carried greater
political and ethical significance than appointment itself, as poor decisions could undermine the
entire administrative structure. The analysis presented in this article suggests that medieval
governance practices, particularly the criteria for dismissing officials, can serve as a valuable
theoretical model for evaluating the conduct of modern civil servants.

Abdulla Nosirov (1899-1987) was one of the scholars who left a distinctive mark on the
history of Uzbek bibliography and Oriental studies, dedicating his life to the study, organization,
and introduction of manuscripts into academic discourse. His work played a significant role in the
development of librarianship, calligraphy, and source studies in the 20th century. However, despite
his contributions, Nosirov's life and scholarly legacy, particularly the handwritten notebooks he
compiled ("Nosirov notebooks™), remain an area that has not yet been fully explored or subjected to
comprehensive scientific analysis.
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Several articles and pamphlets have been published to date that generally cover the life and
work of Abdulla Nosirov. In particular, during his lifetime, M. Khakimov published an article titled
"Kitobdor" ("The Book Lover") [1, pp. 77], which provided information about Nosirov’s
contributions to the science of bibliography, his authored treatises, and the sources he collected and
classified. Additionally, several articles about Abdulla Nosirov’s activities appeared in former
Soviet publications such as Oydin and Toshkent Ogshomi [2, pp. 2].

During the years of independence, scholars who had worked alongside Nosirov, including Q.
Munirov and O. Jalilov, emphasized in their writings the scholarly heritage he amassed throughout
his life and acknowledged him as an expert in ancient manuscript sources [3, pp. 181-187]. These
articles primarily focus on Nosirov’s life, his love for books, his profound knowledge of
manuscripts, his assistance to many scholars by reading and interpreting sources, his role in locating
information within manuscripts, and his skills as both a copyist and a master calligrapher.

However, these studies do not delve deeply into the scholarly legacy he compiled over his
lifetime, known as the “Nosirov Notebooks.” Specifically, there has been little discussion about
why they were created, why they were written in the old Uzbek script, their classification, or their
historiographical significance. Moreover, almost no information is available about the scholar’s
early life in the early 20th century.

Later, researcher U. Khodjayeva directed her attention to Abdulla Nosirov’s role in studying
the history of the Uzbek press [4, pp. 145-152]. In her study, the “Nosirov Notebooks™ are shown
to be an important source for exploring the Arabic-script period of Uzbek print media.

In the monograph "Istoriya i istoriki Uzbekistana v XX stoletii" (“History and Historians of
Uzbekistan in the 20th Century"), published in 2014, an article by the researcher B. Babadjanov
titled "‘Ulama’ in the Soviet Institute of Oriental Studies" was included [5, p. 347]. The article
highlights the efforts of several scholars with religious education (ulama) who worked at the
Institute of Oriental Manuscripts in the 20th century. Despite the prevailing political and ideological
circumstances, these scholars made significant contributions to the formation of the institute’s
manuscript collection. In particular, the article notes Abdulla Nosirov’s participation in compiling
the index cards of Eastern manuscripts and his extensive annotations and descriptions of manuscript
sources. This article presents Nosirov’s contributions within a general context.

In our own research, however, we aim to present Abdulla Nosirov’s life and scholarly activity
in greater detail, with chronological structure and special attention to specific aspects. This study
relies on archival documents, information provided by Nosirov himself in his personal notebooks,
articles published about him in periodical press, as well as interviews with individuals who were in
direct contact with him.

First and foremost, when studying Nosirov’s life and work, we observe that it can be divided
into two distinct periods:

1. The first period, during which the scholar wrote under the pen name ‘“Nosihiy” (1916-1940).
2. The second period, during which he was active under the name Abdulla Nosirov, as he is
commonly known (1941-1987).

There are several reasons for dividing Nosirov’s career in this way. First of all, in his early
calligraphic works (1916), he used the pen name “Nosihiy.” His only known manuscript work
Bilkat was written under this name (1920), and during the 1920s-1930s, articles published in the
periodical press also cited the name and pseudonym “Nosihiy.”

The second period includes archival records that document Nosirov’s collaboration with
several prominent Russian bibliographers. These include his work at the State Public Library
(1941-1943) and later at the Institute of Oriental Manuscripts (1943-1987), where he was
employed under the name Nosirov. In this article, we focus only on the first period of Abdulla
Nosirov’s life and scholarly activity, from his birth up to the year 1940.

Abdulla Nosirov — Nosihiy was born on December 6, 1899, in the Mahsidoz neighborhood
of Tashkent, into the family of Muhammad Nosir. His father, Muhammad Nosir (Nosih)
Alimuhammad (1868-1918), was a progressive intellectual who engaged in book trading — a
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profession known as sahhoflik. His grandfather, Ali Muhammad, worked as a teacher (mudarris) at
the former Shukurkhon madrasah in Tashkent. Abdulla Nosirov was raised under the care of his
grandfather until the age of 18. His love for books was deeply influenced by both his father and
grandfather. Recalling his childhood, Nosirov said:

"My father and grandfather owned thousands of books. | grew up among them, familiarizing
myself with those books™ [6, p. 16Db].

Muhammad Nosih Alimuhammad (1868-1918) was one of the enlightened intellectuals of his
time. After graduating from the Shukurkhon madrasah, he initially worked as a bookbinder at the
Sahhof bazaar. Later, he opened a bookshop there and imported books from Arabia, India, Kashmir,
Iran, Afghanistan, Turkey, Orenburg, Kazan, and Azerbaijan for trade [7]. A passionate admirer of
fine literature himself, he was deeply interested in this profession [8, pp. 176-177].

Between 1896 and 1916, Abdulla Nosirov’s father, Muhammad Nosih, published more than
15 books. Today, the books he published are preserved at the Institute of Oriental Studies of the
Academy of Sciences of Uzbekistan. In 1908, he published a book he had compiled himself titled
"Bayoz maa gulshani ash’or". This book is currently held in the manuscript collection of the
Institute of Oriental Studies under catalog number 325. The work consists of two parts. The first
part includes ghazals and poems by poets such as Nizami Ganjavi, Lutfiy, Fuzuli, Umar Khan,
Gulkhani, Uvaysi, Mahzuna, Mugimi, Furgat, Akmal, and Kamiy. The second part of the Bayoz is
dedicated to poems by Azerbaijani poets.
In general, both Abdulla Nosirov and his father Muhammad Nosih played a significant role in the
dissemination of Turkic literature and publications like Molla Nasriddin [9, p. 2], as well as many
20th-century periodicals throughout our country.

Abdulla Nosirov grew up in such an intellectually rich environment and pursued education at
the Kokaldosh and Beklarbegi madrasahs in Tashkent. During his time at the madrasah (between
the ages of 15 and 18), he diligently studied the intricate art of calligraphy under Sirojiddin
Makhdum Sidgiy Mirzohid ogli Khondayligiy (1884-1934), a teacher at the Kokaldosh madrasah.

Calligraphic Activity

Sidgiy Khondayligiy [for detailed information about him, see sources 18 and 21] was a 20th-
century intellectual, poet, calligrapher, seal-maker, and translator. Abdulla Nosirov was among his
most outstanding students and learned Arabic and Persian, as well as the art of calligraphy, from
him. Growing up in Khondayliqiy’s literary circle, Nosirov also developed a deep love for poetry.
Sidgiy Khondayligiy referred to him in his autobiography as “my student Abdullah Makhdum
Nosihiy”, which clearly distinguishes him from his other disciples [10, p. 39a].

It is also important to note that Abdulla Nosirov played a major role in preserving
Khondayliqiy’s scholarly legacy. After Khondayliqiy’s death, it was thanks to Nosirov’s efforts that
his teacher’s manuscripts and books from the village of Parveztepa, where he had spent his final
years, were brought to the Abu Rayhan Beruni Institute of Oriental Studies of the Academy of
Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan [11, p. 26].

From 1916 onward, Abdulla Nosirov began to apply the art of calligraphy that he had learned
from his teacher. That same year, he copied the lithographed editions of Dilorom, Zayn ul-Arab,
and Hurliqgo—works printed by his father Muhammad Nosih Ali Muhammad—Dby hand.

Later, in 1925, at the request of Abdulla Qodiriy, Abdulla Nosirov transcribed the first print-
ready version of the novel O‘tgan kunlar (Bygone Days). This event is documented in his notebooks
[6, 69b pp] and also in the memories he shared with many people:

“An event that happened while I was working at the ‘Turon’ Library has never left my
memory,” Abdulla Nosirov once recalled. “The beloved son of our nation, the famous writer
Abdulla Qodiriy (Julgunboy), often came to the library and borrowed books from me. Through such
meetings and sincere conversations, | became closely acquainted with him. Out of deep respect, he
never addressed me by name, but rather called me ‘Makhdum Janoblari’—meaning ‘Honorable
Scholar.’

One day he asked, ‘Makhdum Janoblari, if you have time, could you look over my novel? | would
like to keep the manuscript and prepare a copy for the publishing house.” I gladly accepted his
request and began working. The novel was O‘tkan kunlar. With the payment | received from
Abdulla Qodiriy for this service, | bought a radio at that time” [12, 27 pp].

Nosirov’s later calligraphic work dates to around 1940, when he copied the Arabic-language
manuscript of the famous Muslim traveler Ibn Battuta’s Tuhfat al-nuzzar—specifically, the sections
on the “Dasht-i Qipchoq” and “Movarounnahr and Khwarazm.” Both sections are currently
preserved in the Manuscript Collection of the Institute of Oriental Studies, Academy of Sciences of
the Republic of Uzbekistan.

In the same year (1940), together with calligrapher Muhammad Hasan, Abdulla Nosirov
copied the second volume of Tarikh-i jadid-i Tashkand by Muhammad Solih Qorakhoja og‘li
Toshkandi (d. 1889) in Persian.

Nosirov’s mastery in the field of calligraphy did not end there. It should also be noted that in
1968, he participated in the restoration and reconstruction of ancient architectural monuments in
Uzbekistan. For instance, he took part in the restoration work of several sites in Samarkand, such as
Gur-e Amir and the Ulughbek Madrasah. He collaborated with the renowned calligrapher
Abdugodir Murodov to reconstruct inscriptions that had faded over time or had become illegible
due to damage.

As evidence of this, we can recall an event related to the Gur-e Amir mausoleum:

“During the restoration of the mausoleum, there were difficulties in restoring the main
entrance inscriptions, as well as the inner and outer texts. No written documentation related to the
construction of Gur-e Amir had survived, which posed a seemingly unsolvable problem. Yet the
restoration of the inscriptions was essential.

In such a challenging situation, Abdulla ota did not lose hope. He constantly pondered over
the task, day and night. One day, exhausted, he fell asleep and dreamt of the architect who had built
the mausoleum. In the dream, the architect clearly recited all of the lost inscriptions to Abdulla ota.
This vision was a perfect solution for the tireless Abdulla ota. Following this, the restoration
progressed successfully, and the inscription was finally reconstructed: ‘This building was
constructed by the architect Muhammad ibn Mahmud al-Banno Isfahani.” Abdulla ota recounted
this story to me about forty years ago,” the writer recalls.

According to the "Personal Record of Nosirov" preserved in the Archive of the Academy of
Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan, in a handwritten "Autobiography” by Nosirov himself, he
writes that in 1921 he studied at a teacher training course and worked as a teacher [13, 31 pp].
Later, he tested himself in the field of calligraphy and, in 1921, was employed as a calligrapher at
the Turkestan State Publishing House (he worked with Abdugodir Murodov) [6, 8b pp]. From 1922
onwards, Abdulla Nosirov began his career in librarianship.

His activity at the ""Turon' Library (1922-1930)

In libraries of the Muslim world, the classification of books, their cataloging, and the creation
of bibliographic works followed a historical-hierarchical classification principle. That is, books
were classified according to the historical development of the sciences to which they were
dedicated, and the prestige those sciences held in medieval society [14, 108 pp]. Later, by the
1820s, libraries and collections began organizing books according to a new system. Our research
shows that Abdulla Nosirov began his initial bibliographic work independently by creating a card
index of manuscripts and lithographic books in Arabic, Persian, and Turkic languages. As a result
of this experience, in 1922, Nosirov was accepted as a librarian at the “Turon” Library [13, 31 pp],
where he made a significant contribution to its development.

The “Turon” Library, established in 1913 in the Old City part of Tashkent, soon became a
gathering place for many intellectuals of the country. Initially called “Asia,” the library's collection
was formed thanks to donations of personal book collections from prominent Uzbek enlighteners.
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Although the newly established library initially did not possess many books, it managed to
attract thousands of book lovers. Dozens of poets and writers such as Cho‘lpon (1898-1938), Fitrat
(1886-1938), Shokirjon Rahimiy (1898-1938), Elbek (1898-1939), Oybek (1905-1968), Otajon
Hoshim (1905-1938), as well as Russian historian V.V. Bartold (1869-1930) and Turkish scholar
Cho‘ponzoda (1893-1937), enriched their knowledge at this institution [15, 11 pp].

In 1925, the renowned orientalist V.V. Bartold (1869-1930) visited the “Turon” Library to
work with its collection. There, he became acquainted with the sharp-minded librarian Abdulla
Nosirov. Impressed by Nosirov’s attentiveness and precise knowledge of which sources were found
in which books, Bartold also benefited from his calligraphic skill. At Bartold's request, Nosirov
wrote the following words in Arabic on the first page of the book Igd al-Juman:
“Iqd al-Juman” — compiled by the friends and students of the virtuous master, historian of
Turkestan, sayyid Bartold Kamil, in honor of him, among the scholars of Turkestan, 1345 AH. [6,
67a pp].

One of the senior members of the “Turon” Library and a veteran of labor, Qodir Norkhojaev,
recalls in his memoirs:

“The ‘Turon’ Library was located in a building near the old Jo‘va square, and students from
the Tashkent Pedagogical Technical School often visited it. One day, when | went to the library to
borrow a book, | saw a cheerful and pleasant-looking man standing there. At that moment, Abdulla
Nosirov (who later worked as a bibliographer and researcher at the Institute of Oriental Studies of
the Academy of Sciences of Uzbekistan) came from inside with a book and handed it to that man.
As he took the book and began to flip through it, my eyes caught the title Sarvati Funun. It was the
first time | had seen a book with that name. After the man left, | asked Abdulla aka who he was, and
he said, ‘That poet is Cho‘lpon. He just borrowed a journal published in Istanbul.”” [16, pp. 22-24].

Let us now turn our attention to Abdulla Nosirov’s efforts to promote and enrich the “Turon”
Library. As mentioned earlier, Abdulla Nosirov began his professional activity at the “Turon”
Library in 1922 as a librarian. Between 1928 and 1930, he served as the head of the library.

According to a testimonial given by former scientific staff members of the “Turon” Library,
A.l. Ageev (1902-1975) and M.N. Latipova [6, p. 89b], Nosirov introduced several innovations
upon assuming the role of director. At that time, the library required significant technical
organization, including inventorying books and record-keeping, which were still being conducted
using outdated methods, even for that era.

Thanks to Nosirov’s efforts, the library acquired a new face: new custom-built bookshelves
and other equipment were installed, a re-inventory was carried out, catalogues were compiled, and
copies of newspapers and journals from that period were bound and preserved. The library's budget
and staff numbers increased. In order to promote new books, Nosirov organized exhibitions and
literary evenings.

In October 1930, Abdulla Nosirov was dismissed from his leadership position at the “Turon”
Library. We also tried to find the reasons for this in newspapers and journals from that time. An
article signed “A.U.” titled ‘The October Library Must Live’, published in the March 6, 1931 issue
of Qizil O‘zbekiston, states:

“Due to the poverty of the local budget, the ‘October’ Library was transferred to the state
budget by decision of the People's Commissariat for Education in May 1930, and it was merged
with the Central Asian Library. It was decided that the deputy director of the Central Asian Library
would also serve as the head of the ‘October’ Library... The director who had brought the library up
to the latest technical standard was dismissed under the pretext of ‘staff reduction.”” [11].

Nosirov’s tenure as director of the “Turon” Library came to an end after the library was
incorporated into the Central Asian Library system, which is now known as the National Library of
Uzbekistan named after Alisher Navoi.

Our research shows that Abdulla Nosirov operated under the pseudonyms Nosihiy and
Nosihov from his youth until the closure of the “Turon” Library in 1940. It seems that his early
years, especially those connected with the “Turon” Library, formed a distinct phase in his life. In
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one of his personal notebooks, Nosirov reflects on this period: “At that time | was known by the
name Nosihiy; now I go by Nosirov.” [6, 74 a pp].

In his articles published in the press during the 1920s and 1930s, as well as in his first work
“Bilkat”, dedicated to Central Asian scholars and written in 1920, Nosirov signed as Nosihiy. His
active participation in the early 20th-century press and his Bilkat manuscript will be addressed in
detail in our forthcoming studies.

Due to the poor preservation of archival records related to the “Turon” Library, we were
unable to make extensive use of them in this study. However, based on his published articles, his
handwritten autobiography, and the notebooks preserved in the Oriental Studies Institute’s archive,
we can draw reasonable conclusions about the years he spent working at the “Turon” Library and
his significant contributions during that time.

Other Libraries (1931-1940)

Although Abdulla Nosirov was dismissed from his role as director of the “Turon” Library in
1930, he continued his work in the library system. From 1931 to 1932, he served as director of the
Stalin District Library, and from 1932 to 1933, he held the same position at the Oktyabr District
Library [17, 31 pp].

By the late 1930s, political repression in Uzbekistan intensified. The purges reached many of
the country’s most prominent figures in science, culture, government, and public life. Abdulla
Nosirov was not spared from this turmoil. In 1933, he was arrested on charges of “embezzlement”
[18, 347 pp], as recorded in his autobiography preserved in the archives of the Academy of Sciences
of Uzbekistan.

According to the renowned Uzbek literary scholar, Academician Naim Karimov, Nosirov was
imprisoned for allegedly selling a copy of the Arabic version of the novel “O‘tkan kunlar”
("Bygone Days") in secret. While in prison, he shared a cell with Habibulla Qodiriy, the son of the
writer Abdulla Qodiriy. This encounter led to a close friendship between them. As a result of their
relationship, Nosirov later became actively involved in collecting, preserving, and studying the
scholarly legacy of Abdulla Qodiriy [3, 141 pp].

Nevertheless, in 1936 Abdulla Nosirov was acquitted and resumed his work at the Oktyabr
District Library. In 1938, when the “Turon” Library was granted the status of Tashkent Region, it
began functioning as a scientific and methodological center for all libraries in the Tashkent Region
[19, 14 pp] . From 1938 to 1940, Nosirov worked as a senior librarian at the Chinoz District Central
Library, which was part of this methodological center.

In conclusion, Abdulla Nosirov’s early scholarly career from 1916 to 1940 marked his
formative period as a bibliographer, calligrapher, and librarian. During this phase, he wrote under
the pseudonym “Nosihiy,” worked at the “Turon” Library, and established methods for handling,
copying, and cataloging manuscripts. His mentors, madrasa education, and connections with
contemporary intellectuals played an important role in his professional development. Despite facing
political pressures and imprisonment during this time, it was precisely in these years that Nosirov
laid the foundation for his later bibliographic legacy.

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THE ENLIGHTENMENT MOVEMENT AND THE FORMATION OF THE LOCAL
INTELLIGENTSIA IN EASTERN TURKESTAN IN THE FIRST HALF OF THE 20TH
CENTURY

Abstract. This article highlights the Enlightenment movement that emerged in Eastern
Turkestan during the first half of the 20th century and the role of the local intelligentsia in its
development. It also analyzes the significance of the Jadid movement in the socio-political and
cultural life of the region, as well as the efforts of intellectuals to awaken the public, reform the
educational system, and foster national consciousness. The Enlightenment movement, which began
in the late 19th century in neighboring regions - particularly in Turkestan - did not leave the local
intelligentsia of Eastern Turkestan indifferent. These intellectuals took active steps to educate the
population and contribute to the development of the state. They worked toward reforming school
education, shaping a new worldview in the field of education, and establishing a local intellectual
class. Enlightenment figures such as the Musaboyev brothers and Abdugodir Domla played an
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important role in this process. The article is based on historical sources and scholarly literature, and
aims to provide an in-depth analysis of the Enlightenment movement in Eastern Turkestan.

Introduction. The majority of the world’s Uyghur population resides in the Xinjiang Uyghur
Autonomous Region. This region is multiethnic and is home to 13 different ethnic groups. The
Uyghur language serves as the primary language and functions as both a means of communication
and a vehicle of cultural expression. The population is predominantly Muslim and follows the
Islamic faith. During the Qing Dynasty (1885-1911), the Republican period (1911-1949), and the
Communist era (from 1949 onward), significant changes began to occur in the spheres of education
and culture in Eastern Turkestan. In the first half of the 20th century, the “Jadidism” movement—
widely known throughout Turkestan—started to spread rapidly. The emergence of a network of
schools, including model schools (na’muna schools), and the involvement of the wealthy merchant
class in educational efforts played an important role in fostering an educated society. The merchant
brothers, the Musaboyevs, notably contributed to the enlightenment of the local population by
selecting and supporting a group of young intellectuals to pursue education abroad and later assist
in educating the youth of the region.

Literature review. We have analyzed several sources related to the topic. In particular, the
article written by Dr. Mettursun Biydulla discusses the education system in Eastern Turkestan and
provides important information about the Jadidist movement. Additionally, Jamil Hasanli’s work
“The Soviet Union’s Policy in Xinjiang” [1, p.10] offers insights into the Uyghur homeland and the
developments of the first half of the 20th century.

The Japanese scholar Oishi Shinichiro, in his article “The Jadid Movement in Kashgar”, also
examines the establishment of Jadid schools in Eastern Turkestan and interprets the 1930 revolution
as being influenced by the Jadidists [2, p.20]. Scholars such as Nabijan Tursun, Sh. Quldoshev, and
Rustam Sadri have also addressed the Enlightenment movement in the Uyghur region and the
efforts of local intellectuals in forming a new school system. Furthermore, articles and theses
published in newspapers and journals have contributed to a broader analysis of the subject. Works
dedicated to the lives and contributions of local intellectuals such as the Musaboyev brothers [3, p.
76] and Abdugodir Domla [4, p.10], and their efforts to promote science and education, have also
played an important role in this research.

Research Methodology. In addressing the issue presented in this article, a methodological
approach was employed through the systematic content analysis of scholarly works authored by
both local and foreign researchers, as well as by Uyghur intellectuals. Additionally, an
interdisciplinary approach was extensively applied throughout the article, and the key questions

related to the topic were thoroughly analyzed.
Results. At the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th centuries, the Uyghurs were

influenced by changes occurring both in neighboring regions and around the world. This process led
to the establishment of schools based on the “usuli-jadid” (new method) approach to education.
These schools emphasized not only religious knowledge but also the acquisition of secular subjects.
The Jadidist movement, which began in the Turkestan region in the late 19th century, inevitably
extended its influence to Eastern Turkestan as well. Islamic education in Eastern Turkestan emerged
during the 1880s and 1890s, inspired by the Jadidist movements in Central Asia and Crimea. The
curriculum in these schools was primarily religious in nature, but sometimes also included the study
of works by classical poets such as Navoi and Hafez [5, p. 1751].
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In the cultural developments of Eastern Turkestan, the contribution of progressive
intellectuals was significant. The Jadidists set the advancement of science and, above all, the
implementation of reforms in the field of education as their primary objective. Local intellectuals in
Eastern Turkestan actively participated in efforts to reform the education system, particularly school
activities.

A new system of education—namely, Jadid schools—was introduced in Eastern Turkestan in
the early years of the 20th century [6, p. 93]. Merchants who had studied abroad or traveled to
foreign countries for trade opened new-method Jadid schools in the region. For instance, the
merchant brothers Musaboyev, in 1909, established a school next to the factory they had opened,
specifically for their workers. They invited teachers and created the necessary conditions for
education. This practical initiative had a positive impact, as it inspired other wealthy local officials
to awaken and follow suit. Consequently, they began sending their children to study in countries
such as Turkey, Egypt, the Soviet Union, and Germany. Among those who had gone abroad and
returned with an education were figures like Ma’sum Afandi, Abdurahmon Afandi, Abdulla Afandi,
and Sobit Musaboyev. Some members of the upper class, along with a segment of progressive
merchants, viewed the Tatar-style usuli-jadid (new-method) education as the most effective path
toward enlightening the nation. Based on information preserved through the Tarjimon newspaper,
edited by Ismail Gasprinski, it is evident that the first usuli-jadid schools in the Uyghur region were
opened between 1899 and 1900, as a result of the initiative and support of the Musaboyev brothers
[7, p. 24]. According to the research of the Tatar intellectual Mirqasim G‘usmanov, the
development of modern education in the Uyghur homeland began in the early 20th century under
the direct influence of Tatar Jadidists [8, p. 18]. Japanese scholar Oishi Shinichiro, relying on
reports published in the Vaqgt newspaper, asserts that usuli-jadid schools were opened in the Uyghur
homeland between 1907 and 1908, and that some Uyghur youth began receiving education in these
schools [9, p. 23]. A special report about this was published in the June 23, 1909, issue of Vaqt.

This report was sent from Ghulja and contained the following statement: “An examination
was conducted for 27 students studying at the school opened by the Musaboyev Society. As in the
previous year, Teacher Sora Khanim provided them with good instruction in various crafts, arts,
arithmetic, geography, grammar, and lessons from the Holy Qur’an. The local wealthy individuals
also established a shelter for the poor called Dorulshafgat, where children were taught arithmetic
and geography.” According to recent research, under the efforts of the Musaboyev Society, the first
usuli-jadid school built in a place called Eksoq near Artush was not, as previously claimed in early
Uyghur articles, constructed in 1885, but rather in the autumn of 1899 [5, p.136]. In addition, Uzbek
reformers also made notable contributions to the advancement of science and education in Eastern
Turkestan. Among them was Bilol Azizy, who was born in Andijan and moved with his family to
Kashgar in 1931, later settling in Khotan. Bilol Azizy began writing poetry at the age of 16, and his
poems were published in newspapers in Khotan, Uriimchi, and Aksu [10, p.9].

Nasr Okhun Domulla, originally a merchant, frequently traveled to neighboring regions and,
having witnessed the Uzbek and Tatar reformers’ passion for knowledge, was inspired to enlighten
and educate his own people. Using his own resources, he established the first school in 1873. Due to
a shortage of qualified teachers capable of providing modern education, he arranged for educators
to study in other regions and created the necessary conditions for them to spread knowledge upon
returning. For example, in 1887, Nasr Okhun Domulla sent Karim Okhun Domulla to study at the
Dorilfunun (university) in Kazan. After acquiring the required knowledge there, Karim Okhun
returned and began teaching to educate the youth of Eastern Turkestan. In the early years, the
number of students receiving education at the school reached 105, including 25 girls. At this school,
subjects such as arithmetic, linguistics, literature, Persian language, geography, and tajwid (rules of
Qur'anic recitation) were taught [11, pp. 52]. In addition, Uzbek reformers also made efforts to
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advance education in Eastern Turkestan. For instance, in 1906, Uzbek intellectuals opened the first
Jadid school named Na’muna in Gulcha [12, p. 364]. Starting from 1934, this school was headed by
Ahmad Babhkili. During his tenure, several schools, including Husayniya, Rovshan, and Gulshan,
were renovated. Ahmad Bahkili introduced the teaching of language and literature, history, physics,
and chemistry at these institutions [13, p.46]. In 1912, Abduqodir Domulla established a Jadid
school where students were sent to Istanbul, Kazan, and Ufa for higher education. Abdugodir
Domulla was among the intellectuals who aspired toward modern knowledge and progress.
Furthermore, in 1908, Tatar merchants in Ghulja opened a school for girls where instruction was
provided in the Turkish language [14, p.23]. The Turkestan region also played a role in enhancing
education and culture in Eastern Turkestan. Starting from 1905, Jadid newspapers and journals
published in Turkestan began to spread into this region [15, p.93]. In 1909, another Jadid school
began operating in the region. To enhance their academic development, prominent Uyghur scholars
pursued education in Bukhara madrasas. Among them were Abdulgadir Domulla, Sobit Domulla
Abdulbagi, and Magsud Mubhiti from Turpan. Merchants who had studied abroad and engaged in
trade opened new-method Jadid schools in the homeland upon returning. One of the earliest
progressive primary schools in southern Eastern Turkestan was established in the village of Ekisok
near Artush, not far from Kashgar. In 1914 or 1915, the first pedagogical college in Kashgar was
established, and Habib’s son Ahmat Kamol, who had studied in Istanbul, was appointed as its
director. He developed the curriculum based on the Ottoman model. The 1910s and 1920s
witnessed an expansion of schools as a result of these reforms [6, p. 1392].

In 1933, teachers who had studied abroad—especially in Turkey—mobilized students from
Jadid schools in Artush to support the Eastern Turkestan independence movement. These events
demonstrate the links between Uyghur intellectuals who had traveled to Ottoman Turkey and the
Eastern Turkestan Independence Movement. According to Oishi Shinichiro, Abdugadir Domulla
was one of the leading figures of the Jadidist movement in Eastern Turkestan. As noted earlier,
Abdugadir Domulla founded the first Jadid school in Kashgaria, as documented in the newspapers
Vaqt and Sho‘ro.

Another notable researcher of the Uyghur Jadidist movement was Dr. Abdurashit Qarlug
Afandi. In his writings, he discussed the emergence of modern education and the spread of Jadidism
to various parts of the Uyghur region. Qaysar Korhonchi's book The Musaboyev Brothers
highlights the activities of these merchant brothers [9, p. 41], emphasizing their businesses,
sponsorship of science and education, and efforts toward societal progress. The book The Immortal
Stars of Uyghur Educational History also includes a chapter titled The First Founders of Modern
Uyghur Education: The Musaboyev Brothers. Musaynboy and Bahoviddinboy Musaboyev (1851—
1928, 1844-1926) are recognized as pioneering founders and enlightenment figures in modern
Uyghur education [7, p.115]. During the 1930s and 1940s, Uyghur education in Eastern Turkestan
continued to develop, resulting in the emergence of a significant number of Uyghur intellectuals.
Central Asia became a primary source of academic advancement for them, and many were educated
in the arts and sciences at universities across the region. Between 1934 and 1937, under pressure
from the national independence movement and with support from the Soviet Union, Sheng Shicai
sent over 400 students to the Central Asian University in Tashkent, as well as to higher educational
institutions in Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan. At the same time, secondary schools, teacher-training
institutes, and the Xinjiang Institute were established in Uriimchi. A Union for Cultural
Development was formed to represent all ethnic groups in the province. This became the largest
cultural organization in Xinjiang, encompassing 1,883 schools and 180,000 students [11, p.49]. As
previously discussed, the educational and scientific progress in Eastern Turkestan was directly
influenced by the Jadidist movement in Turkestan. For this reason, many Uyghur intellectuals
visited Turkestan not only for trade and social purposes but also to pursue academic and technical
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knowledge. A considerable number of Uyghur intellectuals studied in major cities across Turkestan.
Some reform-minded individuals from Turkestan also held high-ranking positions in Eastern
Turkestan. For example, four Uzbek ministers of the Republic—Zarif Qori (Secretary of Justice),
Abdulla Khani (Secretary of Health), Sultanbek (Secretary of Military Affairs), and Yusufjan (Chief
of Staff)—had all been educated in Turkestan. Obul Hasan Haji, who served as the Secretary of
Trade and Agriculture, had studied in Tashkent, Ufa, St. Petersburg, and Moscow [16, p.293].
Another prominent Uyghur intellectual, Mahmut Mubhiti, was an active participant in the Uyghur
enlightenment movement in Turpan. He was the younger brother of Maqsud Muhit, a leading
Uyghur figure in trade and education. Mahmut Muhiti supported cultural and educational
development and the promotion of Uyghur national consciousness in the Kashgar—Artush region.
He established 24 European-style elementary schools and teacher-training institutions and educated
the youth in the ideas of enlightenment. Another significant figure was Abdukhalig, who had
studied in Russia and adopted the name “Uyghur” as his pen name—Abdukhaliq Uyghur. He was
among the first local Turkic intellectuals in Xinjiang to deeply consider Uyghur national interests
[17, p.107].

Conclusion/Recommendations. In conclusion, the enlightenment movement played a vital
role in elevating society, expanding the intellectual class, and educating the younger generation.
The reformist movement that began in the first half of the 20th century in Eastern Turkestan
gradually gained significant influence in the socio-cultural life of the region. As can be seen, even
wealthy officials began to change their way of thinking, sending their children and relatives to study
abroad in order to raise them as educated and virtuous individuals. A considerable number of
Uyghur intellectuals emerged during this period, many of whom set the preservation of Uyghur
independence and the establishment of an independent Uyghuristan as their primary goal. Among
these figures were Abdulla Rozibagiyev, Ismail Tahirov, Burhan Qasimov, Nazarxoja
Abdusemetov, and Ershidin Hidayetov. The people of Eastern Turkestan faced numerous hardships
and obstacles in their pursuit of enlightenment. Despite various forms of oppression, restrictions,
and suffering, they consistently moved toward progress. The main idea was to connect the people
with science and knowledge through educational reforms, the development of culture and art, and
the proliferation of modern schools. As a recommendation, it is essential to expand research on the
Jadidist movement and to analyze articles and scholarly works published in foreign countries. A
comprehensive academic study should be undertaken to synthesize this knowledge. The people of
Eastern Turkestan historically lived as one with the people of Turkestan, sharing close ties in terms
of culture, tradition, and religion. Therefore, a holistic and comparative approach to studying these
intertwined histories would contribute significantly to Central Asian scholarship.
